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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

08/01/07, 1010 NW 6 Terrace, AOA Immigration Customs Enforcement (ICE), 07-25289

Officers responded to the Shell Gas Station at South 28 Avenue and Pembroke Road in the City of Hollywood in reference to ICE agents who had a firearm pointed at them on the corner of NW 6 Terrace and NW 10 Street.  According to the ICE supervisor, 2 undercover ICE agents were scouting out possible locations for gang members when the suspects approached them.  Words were exchanged and one suspect produced a semi-automatic handgun, chambering a round.  The 2 undercover officers then fled to the Shell Gas Station in the City of Hollywood.  No injuries were reported.  The ICE agents returned to the area and located 4 suspects at 1010 NW 6 Terrace.  They ultimately arrested one suspect for weapons violation and a second suspect for a narcotic’s violation. 
08/03/07, 318 NW 9 Street, Greater Mt. Everett Missionary Baptist Church, Child Neglect, 07-25501

A three year old child was found wandering near the 400 block of Pembroke Road at approximately 3 p.m.  Police were contacted and the child was able to direct them to her grandmother’s home at 2111 Plunkett Court in the City of Hollywood.  The child’s mother was then contacted whereupon she relayed she had dropped her child off at a child care center at the Greater Mount Everett Missionary Baptist Church at approximately 8 a.m.  
Contact was made with the director of the day care center who stated she had taken the children on a field trip to a water theme park at approximately 2:45 p.m. and upon arriving at the park at 3:05 p.m. she realized one child was missing.   The director then returned to the day care center where she was contacted by the child’s mother and informed the child had been located.   
The Department of Children and Family Services was notified and subsequently conducted an investigation of the incident on the following day.  During the course of the investigation, the DCF investigator and an investigator from Childcare Licensing and Enforcement discovered the director was the only adult caring for 14 children, two of which were under the age of one.  The director’s license was consequently suspended and the day care center was closed pending the outcome of the investigation.
08/03/07, 707 SW 7 Street,  Aggravated Assault/Hate Crime, 07-25696

Officers responded to 707 SW 7 Street with regard to an on-going dispute between neighbors where one of the individuals was armed with a piece of wood.  Officers determined that the 44 year old male suspect picked up a four (4) foot long 1”x 4” wooden board as a weapon.  The suspect then menacingly approached the 15 year old male neighbor while carrying the piece of wood saying “I’ll kill you nigger.”  The suspect was subsequently arrested for Aggravated Assault with a Hate Crime upgrade.  There were no injuries. 

ISD: Detective Williams obtained sworn taped statements from the victim and four witnesses and the case was presented to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.

08/04/07, City of Sunny Isle Beach, Attempted Burglary to a Police Vehicle, 07-25803

An officer parked his locked and secured marked police vehicle (#849) in his parking lot at his residence.  Several hours later, the officer noticed the trunk was ajar.  The trunk lock had been tampered with and there were pry marks on the plastic bumper.  The suspect was unable to gain entry to the trunk due to the interior department installed chain being locked.  The officer stated no property was taken.  Sunny Isle Beach PD is investigating the incident.  The approximate damage to the vehicle is $250.00.
08/07/07, S.W. 8th Avenue and W. Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Traffic Crash (City Vehicle # 755),  07-26100 

An officer was stopped in his marked police unit at the red light in the right thru lane (eastbound) just west of the intersection of SW 8th Avenue and West Hallandale Beach Boulevard.   A dump truck traveling in the same direction rear ended his marked police unit causing $1,500.00 in damage.  No injuries were reported on scene.  The driver of the dump truck was found at fault and cited.

08/08/07,  1975 S. Ocean Drive,  Suicide,  07-26272

Officers responded to an injured person call at The Hemispheres Condominium pool area.  Upon arrival, officers met with Rescue who had made forced entry into the lower level male bathroom stall where they discovered the deceased with an apparent bullet wound to the right side of his head.  The deceased was observed sitting on the toilet and a revolver was observed on the floor near the deceased.  

ISD: Detective Williams’ investigation revealed the victim ended his life, as he was severely depressed and under a doctor’s care. The Medical Examiner’s Office also ruled this case a suicide. 
08/10/07, I-95 and Hollywood Blvd., Traffic Crash (City Vehicle # 805), 07-26508

An off-duty officer had retrieved his marked police unit from the city garage and was traveling northbound on I-95.   Upon hearing dispatch advise FHP was following a suspect vehicle southbound on I-95, which matched the description of the vehicle used in the recent homicide of a B.S.O. Deputy, the officer exited I-95 at Hollywood Boulevard.  With the intention of offering assistance and positioning himself on the southbound ramp of I-95, the officer activated his emergency equipment and entered the intersection of Hollywood Boulevard.  Upon entering the intersection, a Toyota SUV was traveling east in the left thru lane and failed to stop for the emergency police unit, where both vehicles made contact.  
The officer received a small burn to his right arm when the air bag deployed.  The driver of the Toyota was not injured.  The police unit #805 received $4,000.00 in damage and the Toyota received $2,000.00 in damage.  The accident was investigated by the Hollywood Police Department and the driver of the Toyota was found at fault.

08/11/07,  23 NW 2 Avenue,  Attempted Armed Robbery,  07-26582

Officers responded to Chapultepec Restaurant reference an attempted armed robbery.  A female employee of the restaurant stated she was standing at an open rear door of the restaurant when she was approached by an armed male who had his face covered with a black bandana.  The male pointed a black handgun at the female employee and demanded money, at which time the employee screamed in fear, “He’s trying to rob us!”  A security guard for the restaurant heard the scream and armed himself with a broom stick as he approached the back door.  The armed suspect then fled the scene in a waiting vehicle without any money from the restaurant.  There were no injuries reported.

ISD: At the conclusion of Detective Villanueva’s investigation, this case was listed as inactive/closed, due to the victim and witness being unable to identify the suspect or the suspect’s vehicle, and no viable leads. 
08/24/07, 501 SE 1 Avenue, Bluestein Park, Criminal Mischief, 07-28337

An electrical/cable box attached to a building at Bluestein Park was forced open by unknown suspects causing approximately $600.00 in damage.  FPL responded and secured the exposed electrical wires.

08/25/07, A1A & E. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Traffic Fatality, 07-28385

A motorcyclist observed going northbound on A1A at a high rate of speed.  He attempted to negotiate the turn on the Fly-Over ramp for the ICW Bridge, where he lost control and struck the retaining wall.  The impact caused the cyclist to be ejected and ultimately fall over the bridge’s retaining wall, approximately forty feet to the roadside (A1A) below. Upon the arrival of police and fire rescue, the subject was found to be breathing, but unresponsive. The subject was transported to Memorial Regional Hospital where he later expired.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)

The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA).  

The SOD Detectives conducted a second operation targeting prostitution activity at the Cheetah night club.  During this operation an employee of the establishment was arrested for solicitation of prostitution.

The SOD Detectives assisted the Davie Police Department with the surveillance of a narcotics trafficker.  This operation resulted in the arrest of the suspect. 

The SOD Detectives, along with SWAT, executed a search warrant at 411 N Dixie Highway, #6.

A suspect was arrested and charged with possession of cannabis with the intent to deliver, 
possession of cocaine and possession of drug paraphernalia.  Furthermore, approximately
$1,200.00 U.S. currency was seized for possible forfeiture.

Additionally, SOD Detectives assigned to the South Florida Money Laundering Unit completed an investigation, which led to the seizure of $2,419,874.00.
