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RESOLUTION NO. 2013 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, INVOKING  A ZONING IN PROGRESS AND BUILDING MORATORIUM RELATING TO WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATION FACILITIES, TOWERS AND ANTENNAS; DECLARING THAT THE CITY IS CONSIDERING AMENDMENTS TO ITS ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO ADOPT DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA AND STANDARDS REGULATING  THE PLACEMENT OF SUCH FACILITIES; DIRECTING DEVELOPMENT SERVICES STAFF TO DEFER THE ACCEPTANCE AND PROCESSING OF APPLICATIONS REQUIRING THE ISSUANCE OF PERMITTING TELECOMMUNICATION FACILITIES, EXCLUDING REQUESTS FOR PERMITS SOLELY FOR REPLACEMENT OF AN EXISTING ANTENNA WITH THE SAME TYPE OF ANTENNA; CONTINUING THIS POLICY UNTIL NEW PERMIT REGULATIONS OR AMENDED LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS ARE ADOPTED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OR UNTIL THE PASSAGE OF  A REASONABLE PERIOD OF 180 DAYS FROM THE DATE OF THIS RESOLUTION, WHICHEVER OCCURS FIRST IN ACCORDANCE WITH ARTICLE II, SECTION 8-36 AND ARTICLE III, SECTION 32-966(G) OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH CODE OF ORDINANCES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, recent advances in wireless communications technology have resulted in a new generation of cellular communication services called distribution antennae systems (DAS); and  
WHEREAS, the city’s telecommunications ordinance addresses traditional telecommunication towers and does not include standards and criteria for the new technology (DAS); and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to develop standards and requirements as permitted by law, as well as study its effects on the Telecommunications Act of 1996 in order to effectively site, locate, review and approve all technologies in wireless communication; and

WHEREAS, the established 180 days is a “reasonable period of time” to allow the City to study the effects of the authorization to place, construct or modify personal wireless service within the City in accordance with the Telecommunications Act of 1996 as amended; and  

WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach Planning and Zoning Board desires to adopt standards and criteria for the permitting of all wireless telecommunication facilities, towers and antennas within the City of Hallandale Beach; and  

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission has directed staff to develop a proposed ordinance regulating wireless telecommunication facilities, towers and antennas for City Commission review and adoption; and 

WHEREAS, the City’s intention to invoke the “Zoning in Progress” or “Moratorium” is not intended to affect installation of wireless telecommunication facilities, towers or antennas on City owned facilities; and

WHEREAS, the “Zoning in Progress” or “Moratorium” excludes the issuance of permits solely for the replacement of an existing antenna with the same type of antenna; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission wishes to definitively place all parties on notice that it is considering amending the Zoning and Land Development Code and City ordinances.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.  Zoning in Progress.  The Mayor and City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, hereby declare a zoning in progress in order to develop standards and criteria for all wireless telecommunication towers, facilities and antennas in accordance with Article III, Sec. 32-966(g) and Article II, Sec. 8-36 of the Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances. 

	SECTION 2.	Exclusions to Moratorium. The Mayor and City Commission specifically exclude from the “Zoning in Progress” or “Moratorium” installation of wireless telecommunication facilities, towers or antennas on City owned facilities and permits solely for the replacement of an existing antenna with the same type of antenna.

SECTION 3. 	 Staff Directed to Prepare Ordinance.  That City staff is directed to prepare the ordinance providing development standards and criteria for all telecommunication facilities, towers and antennas within the City of Hallandale Beach.

SECTION 4.	Expiration.  That until expiration of the Resolution, no building permit shall be granted pursuant to a request filed with a submittal date of December 11, 2013 or later.

SECTION 5.  Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
