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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

06-02-07,  748 NW 3 Court,  Shots Fired,  07-17819
An anonymous caller advised they heard three gun shots.  Upon arrival of officers, no one was observed in the vicinity.  Further inspection revealed (9) nine .45 caliber shell casings, littered about the courtyard.  An extensive search of the area failed to reveal a victim or any property damage.

06-05-07,  700 Block SW 2 Court,  Traffic Crash Involving City Vehicle,  07-18160

A city dump truck (vehicle #543) was traveling westbound in the right thru lane on SW 2 Court with a red 1991 Toyota Camry traveling directly behind the city vehicle.  The city vehicle came to a stop as it approached the intersection of SW 8 Avenue; however the Toyota Camry failed to stop.  The front of the Toyota ran into the rear of the city vehicle.  There were no injuries and no damage to the city vehicle, but the Toyota Camry did receive damage.  The driver of the Toyota Camry was found at fault and cited accordingly.  There was approximately $500.00 damage to the Toyota Camry.
06-06-07,  705 NW 4 Street,  Shooting Into An Occupied Residence,  07-18241

Officers responded to a call for sounds of gunshots.  Upon arrival, officers found 21 rounds had struck the residence, with several rounds traveling thru the residence.  Fortunately, none of the nine occupants of the residence were injured.  The suspects are unknown at this time.

ISD: The victim in this case has not returned Detective Villanueva’s phone calls.

06-06-07,  747 West Hallandale Beach Boulevard,  Armed Robbery,  07-18250

Officers responded to the 7-11 convenience store reference an armed robbery.  According to the clerks, a male wearing all black clothing entered the store and demanded money while indicating he had a gun.  The suspect took only small bills, cigarettes and lotto tickets.  Total loss estimated at approximately $104.00.

ISD: Detective Beukers is assigned to this case and scheduled an appointment for an interview with the victim.

06-09-07, Traffic Crash Involving Property of Broward County Traffic Engineering and City of Hallandale Beach,  07-18554
A Ford Van struck the traffic control box, crosswalk indicator light, the sheltered bus bench and the fence enclosing the construction site at the northeast corner of Three Islands Boulevard and E. Hallandale Beach Boulevard.  Contact was made with the driver and he was found to be intoxicated.  The driver was arrested and charged with DUI.
6-17-07,  1065 West Hallandale Beach Boulevard,  Burglary,   07-19400

Police units responded to Footmart USA reference an audible detection alarm.  Upon arrival, officers established a perimeter.  The officer in the rear (south) of the business observed three males exit the roof and flee on foot south on S.W. 11 Avenue.  A preliminary investigation revealed suspects accessed the roof of the business and proceeded to cut a hole, allowing access to the interior of the business.  Once inside the suspects spent a considerable amount of time breaking through interior walls and selecting “Top End” merchandise.  It appears that the suspect’s burglary attempts were foiled with the arrival of uniformed officers since no merchandise was stolen.  The fleeing suspects were not located.
ISD: This case is currently being investigated by Detective Beukers and remains active.

A victim was bicycling south bound in the 700 block of North Federal Highway when a vehicle with a male driver and male passenger made several passes by the victim yelling at him.  While in the 700 block of South Federal Highway, the suspect vehicle intentionally struck the victim. The victim fell to the ground and received a large bruise on his hip.  The suspect vehicle fled the scene and was later located by police officers; however the victim could not identify the driver.  A sobriety test was administered, and the suspect was arrested for DUI when he failed the test. 
ISD: This case is currently being investigated by Detective Beukers and remains active.

The victims left a night club in Pembroke Park and noticed they were being followed as they entered the city of Hallandale Beach.  The victims made a U-turn with the intention to respond to the BSO station on W. Hallandale Beach Boulevard.  The victims advised they stopped at the red light, east of the intersection of I-95 and West Hallandale Beach Boulevard.  The victims reported the suspect vehicle pulled up along side of them in the left lane, and the front passenger of the suspect vehicle fired six rounds at the victim’s vehicle with a silver handgun.  There were no injuries to the victims and they reported they did not know the suspects.

ISD: The victim in this case has not returned Detective Villanueva’s phone calls.

When the victim was taking out the garbage she was followed back into her apartment by an unknown male suspect.  The victim and the suspect struggled at the door, with the suspect over-powering the victim and forcing his way into the apartment.  Once inside the victim’s apartment, the suspect sexually assaulted the victim.  The police were contacted by the victim a short time later and a search of the area for the unknown suspect was met with negative results.
ISD: The victim provided a sworn taped statement and with the assistance of BSO, a composite sketch of the suspect was generated.

The victim was entering Wachovia Bank at 1000 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard on the southwest side of the building, when he noticed a male by the entrance/exit door.  The unknown male asked the victim for the time and then snatched a small blue duffle bag containing jewelry from the victim’s hands.  The unknown male then entered the passenger side of a maroon newer model sports utility vehicle and fled the scene, possibly towards Federal Highway.  The victim alleges a loss of $100,760.00 in jewelry. 

ISD: The victim in this case has not returned Detective Villanueva’s phone calls.

Officers were dispatched to the location in reference to a bar fight.  Upon arrival, officers located an unconscious victim outside of the business with wounds to the head.  A witness advised the victim and an unknown male had been engaged in a heated altercation within the business, which quickly turned physical.  The witness did not know the suspect, who had fled the scene.  The victim was transported by rescue to Memorial Regional Hospital and treated for non-life threatening injuries.
ISD: This case is currently being investigated by Detective Beukers and remains active

The juvenile victims advised a male approached them wearing a mask, stating he was an undercover police officer.  One victim stated he observed the suspect with a silver handgun, yet the second victim was unsure if the suspect was armed.  The victims stated the suspect told them to leave the area, at which time they complied and called the police from the Pollo Tropical parking lot.  Officer’s responded to the original scene and located the suspect concealed behind a dumpster only a few feet away from the crime scene.  A show-up was completed and the suspect was positively identified by the victims and subsequently arrested.

ISD: This case is currently being investigated by Detective Beukers and remains active.
06-25-07,  400 Block of Layne Boulevard (Guard Shack), Traffic Crash  (Damage to City Property),  07-20352
The driver of a GMC Penske moving truck was attempting to position himself to back into an adjoining parking lot and unload furniture.  While attempting this maneuver, the right side of the truck struck the control box holding the security gate arm, causing approximately $1500.00 worth of damage.  A traffic crash report was completed.
06-26-07, 701 NW 7 Avenue, Carrying a Concealed Firearm/Possession of Cannabis,

Fire Department Vehicle #676 was parked and unoccupied at the rear of the listed location.  Fire Marshal Aleman returned to the vehicle and discovered the vehicle’s rear end had been struck. The vehicle was also dragged for approximately fifteen feet by the unknown vehicle.  Damage to the city vehicle was approximately $1000.00.  There was no witness or suspect information.

 

06-28-07,  1001 NW 8 Street Apt# 12,  Attempted Homicide,  07-20745
The suspect and victim reside together as boyfriend and girlfriend, and have been involved in an ongoing domestic dispute.  The suspect filled the bathtub with water and forced the victim into the bathroom, where he began strangling her and forcing her head under the water.  The victim was able to free herself, and the suspect then armed himself with a knife.  The suspect and victim then struggled for possession of the knife, where she received several small lacerations to her left leg.  The victim left the residence and responded to police headquarters.  
ISD: Detective Beukers is investigating this case and arrested the suspect on 06/28/07.

06-29-07,  SW 8 Ave and W. Hallandale Beach  Blvd.,  Motor Vehicle Crash with Injuries to a Police Officer  (Police Vehicle #756),  07-20772

Officer DiStefano was stopped in the northbound turn lane of SW 8 Avenue and E. Hallandale Beach Boulevard waiting for the light to change from red to green.  When the light changed to green, Officer DiStefano entered the intersection and was struck at the driver’s door by an eastbound 4 Door Mercedes that failed to stop for the red light.  The crash was witnessed by CSA Mejdoub, who was driving behind Officer DiStefano.
 

Officer DiStefano was trapped in his vehicle and was extricated by the Fire Department.  Officer Distefano was transported to Memorial Regional Hospital with neck and back injuries as a trauma alert.  He was treated and released the following morning.  Officer DiStefano’s passenger, Josue Hernandez was also injured, receiving minor lacerations. 
Estimated damage to the marked police vehicle is $15,000.00.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION

The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency Task Force, Group Two.  During this investigation, the SOD Detectives in conjunction with the DEA Task Force seized $10,360.00 from a potential narcotics trafficker.  

Additionally, SOD Detectives assigned to the South Florida Money Laundering Unit completed an investigation, which led to the seizure of $387,728.00.
