The following are activities and accomplishments for the month of July 2007:                                                                

Recreation Program Highlights 
· Summer Camp continued at Bluesten Park, Johnson Park, and the Teen Center.  Bluesten had an average of 110 children, Johnson 60 children, and the Teen Center 20 children.  Campers are enjoying themselves tremendously.  Some trips they have taken are to the swimming pool, Boomers, CB Smith Park, skating rink, IMAX, bowling, Laser Fun, movies, and TY Park.

· The free music program funded through our Performing Arts Grant continued at the Cultural Center.  There were 85 participants enrolled in various disciplines including guitar, keyboard, wind, and choir.  Campers from Bluesten, Johnson, and the Hepburn Center took lessons during camp hours while the general public took lessons from 4-7 Monday through Thursday.
· The children’s summer art series continued with three events in July.  The first show was salsa dancers on July 11.  The second show was the World of Music on July 18th.  The third show was the steel drum on July 25.  The packed house enjoyed all three experiences and got a chance to learn about different kinds of music.
· Classes that continued in July included music classes; Tae Kwon Do, Fencing; Aerobics, and Line Dance.

Athletics (PAL)
· Youth summer soccer began its regular season, with a total of twelve teams competing in-house.  There are six Under 6 teams, four Under 8 teams and four Under 10/12 teams competing at Bluesten Park.
· Youth Track and Field headed off to Knoxville, Tennessee for the 2007 AAU Junior Olympics.  Fourteen of our best runners will compete with athletes across the nation in various track and field events.

· Youth Baseball concluded its regular season and playoffs in July.  Participants and their families enjoyed an awards ceremony on July 10th.

· Youth Football and Cheerleading began practicing in July.  Over 180 football players and 80 cheerleaders will be participating throughout Broward County.
