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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

07-01-07,  411 N Dixie Hwy,  Aggravated Battery,  07-21022

Victim one was asleep when the suspect entered the apartment with victim two, who has permission to be in the apartment.  The suspect attempted to have sexual relations with the victim.  The victim refused and fought with the suspect.  The suspect hit the victim several times with a beer bottle.  The suspect left the scene in a bright blue Nissan Maxima with large silver rims.    

ISD:  The victim in this case moved from her listed residence and no contact information is available.  Without the cooperation of the victim, this case cannot be further investigated and is inactive/closed.  
 
07-01-07,  478 Alamanda Drive,  Burglary Conveyance (Boat),  07-21013
Units responded to the listed location reference a suspicious incident involving a subject swimming in the Intracoastal Waterway.  Upon arrival, it was determined that the victim’s vessel, docked to the rear of the listed location, was burglarized. A search of the area failed to locate the potential suspect; however, a female was found on scene.  Upon questioning, she was found to have significant knowledge of the suspect.  ISD responded and conducted an investigation which resulted in the identification and arrest of the suspect.  In addition, the suspect was linked to at least three other burglaries which occurred in the Golden Isles District.

ISD:  Detective Villanueva took taped statements from the victims and witnesses in this case and it has been presented to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.

07-03-07,  605 N.W. 1 Avenue,  Armed Occupied Burglary/Shooting,  07-21279
Units responded to the listed residence reference shots fired.  Upon arrival, contact was made with homeowner/victim, who advised that while he and his girlfriend slept in the home’s N.E. bedroom, an unknown suspect(s) broke into his residence and subsequently shot and killed his four month old Pit Bull puppy.  Both victims advised the front door to the residence was left unlocked.  Neither victim was confronted or observed the suspect(s) inside or fleeing from the residence.  Upon examination, blood stained foot prints indicated the suspect(s), upon shooting said dog, fled to the rear of the residence interior and upon encountering a locked door, returned to the front door and fled the scene.  Further inspection revealed the victim’s dog to have suffered from a single gun shot wound to the side.  A .380 shell casing was located a few feet from said animal.  Also recovered from within the residence, in plain view, were three small baggies of suspect cannabis. 

ISD:  The victim in this case refused to cooperate with the investigation and there are no other viable leads.  Case is inactive/closed.

07-07-07, 629 N.W. 3 Court, Aggravated Assault w/ Deadly Weapon, 07- 21969

Officers were dispatched to the location reference a domestic disturbance involving a firearm. The victim and suspect reside together as a family and have children in common.  A heated verbal argument occurred, during which time the suspect brandished a black semi-automatic handgun.  The victim states the suspect racked the handgun and pointed the firearm at her person, placing the victim in fear for her life.  The suspect fled the scene and returned after the officer’s arrival, at which time he was arrested.  No handgun could be located.

ISD: Taped statements were taken from the victim in this case and it has been presented to the State Attorney’s Office for case filing.

07-08-07,  504 Foster Road,  Burglary Battery (Occupied) Conveyance and Residence, Aggravated Battery,  07-22044

Officers were dispatched to 504 Foster Road in reference to a burglary battery.  The victim advised the suspect entered her vehicle through the driver side door and began punching her.  A nearby resident heard the commotion going on outside and upon exiting his residence to intervene, was approached by the suspect who now armed himself with a bottle.  The suspect then chased the second victim into his residence and struck him in the forehead, causing a laceration and minor swelling.  The suspect then fled the scene and avoided apprehension.

ISD: The victim in this case has not kept numerous appointments to provide a taped statement.  The case remains active/open.

07-08-07,  600 NE 5 Street,  Armed Robbery  07-22068 

The victim advised while walking home, a male suspect brandished a small black semi-automatic handgun and pointed it at the victim.  At the same time, the victim states a second male appeared and began reaching into his pockets, as the victim lay on the ground.  The victim stated the second male removed his wallet and fled the area with the first male, northbound on Federal Highway.  The victim was uninjured.  

 ISD: The victim in this case was unable to provide an identification of the suspects.  The video obtained was of poor quality and provided no identifiable features.  The case is inactive/closed.
07-10-07,  208 Foster Road,  Robbery,  07-22318
The victim walked out of the listed location and was met by two suspects.  Both suspects began striking the victim causing a large laceration to the victim’s head.  The victim advised during the altercation one of the suspects took his wallet, which contained approximately $500.  One suspect had been a friend with the victim for over 40 years.  The victim advised that one suspect was alleging the victim was having a sexual affair with his wife.  The suspects then fled the scene in a vehicle.  A BOLO was issued for the suspect vehicle.  A Broward Sheriff’s detective observed the vehicle northbound on I-95.  Officers stopped the vehicle at I-95 and SR 84.  The suspects were positively identified by the victim. The victim was transported to the hospital for medical treatment. 
ISD: Detective Beukers was able to obtain a taped confession from both suspects.  This case has been presented to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.

07-10-07,  1055 W. Hallandale Beach Blvd.  Robbery,  07-22348
The victim was offered a ride by two unknown females to the check cashing store at 409 W. Hallandale Beach Boulevard to cash her check.  After the check was cashed, the suspects drove her to the Winn Dixie parking lot on West Hallandale Beach Boulevard and forced her out of the vehicle while taking jewelry and $224 in cash from her wallet.  The victim was not injured.

ISD: The victim in this case has not returned detective’s requests to provide a taped statement.  The case remains active/open.

07-11-07,  620 N.E. 4 Court  Armed Robbery,  07-22417

Upon walking home from Flanagan’s, the victim advised she was robbed at gunpoint by an unknown male suspect.  The victim stated as she arrived at her residence she was approached by the suspect, who took hold of her arm and pointed a black semi-automatic hand gun at her  demanding her purse.  The suspect then fled from the area on foot with the victim’s purse.  The purse contained approximately $6 and miscellaneous paperwork.

ISD: This case is currently under investigation and is active/open.

The victim, a Domino’s delivery driver, responded to the listed location in order to deliver food items but no one answered the door.  The victim returned to his vehicle and a male suspect made contact with him.  The suspect punched the victim in the face.  At this time the victim states approximately two or three more males joined in by punching and kicking him, as they searched his pockets.   After searching the area, officers observed two black males fitting the suspect’s description walking north along NW 5 Avenue.  The suspects were in possession of items taken in the robbery.  The suspect’s were positively identified by the victim and arrested.  

ISD: Detective Matias was able to obtain a taped confession from suspect Kenon.  This case has been presented to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.

07-16-07,  411 W. Hallandale Beach Blvd.,  Armed Robbery,   07-23207

The suspect entered the listed location wearing some type of clothing over his face and armed with a small black semi-automatic handgun.  The suspect located the store employee and walked him over to the register at gunpoint.  The suspect proceeded to remove the cash from the register and from another compartment drawer located behind the counter before fleeing.  Approximately $4,000 was stolen and there were no injuries.

ISD: This case is currently under investigation and is active/open.
07-17-07,  131 S.E. 5 Street,  Missing/Recovered Elderly Person,  07-23284 

Officers responded to the above listed location reference a missing elderly female who suffers from Alzheimer’s.  After a three hours search, the victim was located at Jackson North Hospital by Detective Williams.  It was learned the victim was found walking on I-95 at 0301 hours the previous night by a Miami-Dade PD officer and Baker Acted.  The victim was observed by Detective Williams to be in good condition. 

07-20-07,  Metro PCS,  214 N. Federal Hwy.,  Armed Robbery,  07-23763

Officers responded to the Metro PCS Store in regards to an armed robbery.  Two male suspects entered the store brandishing handguns demanding all employees to surrender their personal cell phones.  The suspects then demanded the keys to the business and locked the front door.  The suspects jumped over the counter ordering the employees to open the safe, registers, display cases and stock cabinets.  The suspects removed an unknown number of cell phones and approximately $3,000 in currency.  

 
The suspects left the business via the backdoor, locking the door as they left.  In the suspects haste to leave, they left behind one loaded Taurus 9mm handgun.  This handgun was ultimately reported stolen to the Miami Gardens Police Department.
 
ISD: This case is currently under investigation and is active/open.
07-21-07,  Dollar Store,  20 West Hallandale Beach Blvd.,  Attempted Armed Robbery,    07-23907
As the victim was closing his business, two male suspects approached him in front of the listed location.  One suspect brandished a firearm and demanded money from the victim.  The victim refused and a physical altercation ensued.  After a brief struggle, both suspects fled empty handed.  The victim retaliated by throwing a glass bottle at the fleeing suspects, whereupon one of the suspects turned and fired two shots at the victim.  The victim was not harmed.  The suspects entered a vehicle and fled the area. 

ISD: This case is currently under investigation and is active/open.
07-22-07,  100 SW 10 Avenue,  Burglary of Structure,  07-24030

Officers responded to the listed location reference an anonymous complaint of three black males walking around in a closed construction site.  Upon arrival officers observed one suspect being lifting by a second suspect through a smashed out window of a trailer.  A third suspect was also observed to be standing by as a look out.  The suspect’s were alerted to the officer’s presence, at which time they fled the area on foot.  A perimeter was established and K-9 was utilized.  The K-9 unit did locate two suspects concealed in heavy foliage behind a trailer.   One suspect was contacted by the K-9 unit and was rendered first aid on scene by Hallandale Beach Fire Rescue and transported to Hollywood Memorial Hospital.  
 

ISD: This case is currently under investigation and is active/open.
07-23-07,  Sun Trust Bank,  1900 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd.,  Theft,   07-24169
Officers were dispatched to SunTrust Bank in response to a silent alarm.  Upon arrival, the officer observed that the ATM card reader had been removed.  Officers believed that the goal of this crime was to remove the machine's internal card reader, which can be utilized for credit card and debit card fraud.
ISD: The bank manager stated that no further police action was needed at this time as Sun Trust security was investigating the incident.
07-26-07,  Wachovia Bank,  1401 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd.,  Armed Robbery,  07-24539

Officers responded to an armed robbery at the Wachovia Bank.  Contact was made with the bank teller who stated a male entered the bank through the south doors armed with a black semi- automatic handgun.  The suspect pointed the gun at the teller stating, “Give me all the money now... now.”  The suspect demanded the teller put the money into a black bag as he held it open.  The teller advised she was struck in the right hand with the gun when she was putting the money into the bag.  The suspect exited the bank through the northwest doors and fled the area. 

 

ISD: This case is currently under investigation and is active/open.
07-26-07,  637 Foster Road  #2,  Burglary/Agg. Battery/ False Imprisonment,   07-24589
The victim advised she returned home from work, a suspect approached her from behind and forcibly made entry into the residence.  Once inside the suspect, who was known to the victim, strangled her until she lost consciousness.  The victim awoke approximately two hours later and attempted to exit her apartment.  The suspect tried to stop her but she was able to escape.  The victim found refuge in her building’s water heater room where she phoned police.  The suspect did locate the victim and contained her inside said room.  Upon arrival of officers, the suspect was taken into custody and a large machete was found concealed within his waistband.
ISD: This case has been investigated by Detective Matias and has been presented to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.

07-27-07,  300-900 NW 11 Avenue,  Sexual Battery/Robbery,  07-24713

The victim and her boyfriend were passengers in a vehicle being operated by a friend.  The victim’s boyfriend forced himself upon the victim and sexually battered her.  After the victim fought off her boyfriend, the driver stopped the vehicle and robbed her of approximately $127 cash from her pocket.  The victim was then forced out of the vehicle in the 900 block of NW 11 Avenue.  The suspects then fled the scene.
ISD: Two suspects have been positively identified by the victim and probable cause affidavits are currently being created.  
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)
The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA).  During this investigation, the SOD Detectives in conjunction with the DEA Task Force arrested a potential narcotics trafficker for an outstanding warrant.  

The SOD Detectives conducted an operation targeting prostitution activity at the Cheetah night club.  During this operation an employee of the establishment was arrested for solicitation of prostitution.

The SOD Detectives assisted the Davie Police Department with two operations.  These operations resulted in the arrest of four suspects charged with trafficking in Oxycodone pills valued at approximately $4,500.  

The SOD Detectives assisted the DEA Task Force with an investigation resulting in three narcotic traffickers being placed under arrest.  Furthermore, during this operation approximately 114 kilograms of cocaine were seized.  Said cocaine carries a street value of approximately two million dollars.

The SOD Detectives assisted the DEA Task Force Group Two, with an investigation wherein two narcotic traffickers were placed under arrest.  During this operation it was discovered two residences were being utilized in the growing and cultivation of cannabis plants.  Additionally, 306 cannabis plants with root structure were confiscated.
