SUBJECT:    Monthly Progress Report-Weed & Seed Initiative
The Palms Community Youth Corps program, a partnership between the Hallandale Beach Police Department and Eagles Wings Development Center is getting ready to graduate its first class. Thirty individuals will be celebrating the completion of the eight week program with a cookout celebration at CB Smith Park on Friday August 3, 2007. The group will be in attendance at the August 1st Commission meeting, where Pastor Sanders will give a PowerPoint presentation to the commission and audience.    
The Palms Development Group, LLC hosted a community meeting, sponsored by the Civic Association. They will be meeting weekly to create and organize a master re-development plan for the Palms. Upon completion, the residents will present the plan to the City Commission. The first strategy meeting for members is Monday, July 30, 2007 at the Hallandale Beach Best Western. The group will meet to discuss the operation of the LLC and go over the timeline for project presentation. 

The Weed and Seed initiative is looking forward to moving into its new outreach location at 701 NW 7th Ave. This Outreach Office will be utilized by Weed and Seed staff to better serve the area residents. The office is located in the heart of a one of the most challenging areas of the Northwest. Staff and volunteers will be available in the evenings and on weekends. The office will also be accessible to zone officers on duty. The increased police presence in that neighborhood is greatly needed and residents are anxious to see the new location open.  At this time, we are in the process of better securing the space with security equipment. Once this is done the office will become fully operational. 

The Neighborhood Restoration sub-committee, in partnership with Crime Watch, hosted its first Crime Walk on July 20th. The event was a great success with approximately 60 participants. Included in those participants were 25 youths from Palms Community Youth Corps. The group proceeded along a designated route holding crime prevention signs. The group then met at the Hepburn Center for refreshments. Many are looking forward to doing this type of event again in the near future. 

Police Community Partnerships Division continues to enforce the juvenile curfew ordinance in an effort crib juvenile loitering during summer recess. Signs outlining the curfew ordinance have been strategically placed throughout the community. Curfew sweeps will continue throughout the year. Several concerned parents have made contact with the Weed and Seed Office and the Police Department for clarification on the ordinance. 
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
