Amending Fees and Charges for City Services, Applications, Licenses and Permits and Adopting a Fee Booklet.  (see backup and Additional Materials Folder)  CAD 1/03

Mayor Cooper read the title of the Resolution and said anyone wishing to speak may do so at this time.  No one came forward to speak, and the Mayor closed the Public Hearing.  There was no Commission discussion on the Resolution.
MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER, SECOND BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, TO APPROVE THE RESOLUTION AND AUTHORIZE APPROPRIATE OFFICIALS TO SIGN.    The motion carried by roll-call vote, as follows:

2. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Levying an Ad Valorem Tax Millage for the 2003-2004 Fiscal Year.  (Second Reading) CAD 1/03

Mayor Cooper read the title of the Ordinance and said the proposed millage rate set by the City Commission is 6.7480 mills which will generate General Fund revenues of $14,854,954 representing a 15.62 percent increase over the rolled-back rate of 5.8362 mills.  The specific purposes for which ad valorem tax revenues are being increased are to raise additional revenue for the General Fund to assist in reducing the difference between the General Fund revenues and the General Fund expenditures and to maintain and/or increase services to the citizens of Hallandale Beach.

Mayor Cooper said the general public would be allowed to speak and ask questions about the millage rate.
No one came forward to speak, and the Public Hearing was closed.

There was no City Commission discussion on the millage rate.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECOND BY COMMISSIONER GIBBONS, TO SET THE MILLAGE RATE AT 6.7480 MILLS CITYWIDE AND AN ADDITIONAL MILLAGE OF 1.2900 MILLS FOR THE GOLDEN ISLES SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD DISTRICT AND 1.1170 MILLS FOR THE THREE ISLANDS SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD DISTRICT.      The motion carried by voice vote, 4/0.
Mayor Cooper announced the percentage increase in property taxes over the aggregate rolled-back rate is 15.65 percent, including the Golden Isles and Three Islands Safe Neighborhood Districts’ millage.

Mayor Cooper asked for a motion to adopt the Ordinance on second reading.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECOND BY COMMISSIONER GIBBONS, TO APPROVE THE ORDINANCE ON SECOND READING LEVYING AN AD VALOREM TAX MILLAGE OF 6.748O MILLS FOR THE 2003-2004 FISCAL YEAR AND AUTHORIZE APPROPRIATE OFFICIALS TO SIGN.    The motion carried by roll-call vote, as follows:

Mayor Cooper read the title of the Ordinance and opened the Public Hearing.   No one came forward to speak, and the Public Hearing was closed.

Finance Director Mark Antonio said there are no changes to the budget, but there are

two additional reappropriation requests which take money from the current year’s budget and move it to the budget for FY 2003-2004.  The $115,000 is for two projects that could not be completed in this fiscal year.
MOTION BY COMMISSIONER GIBBONS, SECOND BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER, TO REAPPROPRIATE $115,000 FOR TWO PROJECTS AS REQUESTED  BY THE FINANCE DIRECTOR.    The motion carried by voice vote, 4/0.
There was no Commission discussion on the Ordinance.

Mayor Cooper said she would entertain a motion to adopt the Ordinance on second reading.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECOND BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER, TO APPROVE THE ORDINANCE ON SECOND READING ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR FY 2003/2004 INCLUDING THE GOLDEN ISLES  AND THREE ISLANDS SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD DISTRICT BUDGETS AND THE HALLANDALE BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY BUDGET AND AUTHORIZE APPROPRIATE OFFICIALS TO SIGN. The meeting was recessed at 5:17 p.m. in order for the Commission to convene as the Board of Directors for the Golden Isles Safe Neighborhood District, the Three Islands Safe Neighborhood District, and the Community Redevelopment Agency.

The meeting reconvened at 5:30 p.m.  All Commissioners were present.

Mayor Cooper stated several years ago the Commission created an “ERU” which is an imaginary border around the City that permits Orthodox Jews and Hassidic Jews the ability to walk through the City in reflection of their holidays and their temple.  A new “ERU” has been established in Aventura.  In the future a ceremony with the Mayor of Aventura will be held to transfer of the right of the City of the border.  Because of the upcoming  holidays, the Rabbi has requested this be done today as it must be publically recogniized.
Rabbi Leibel Miller, 1200 Moffett Street, said he was President of the orthodox congregation in Hallandale.  He spoke about the establishment of the “ERU” which allows the carrying of objects from one place to another on the Sabbath, such as from house to house or from house to the synagogue.  This “ERU” has been joined with one in Hollywood and now with the new one in Aventura.  With the communities joined together, people can walk from one community to another to visit.  

Noel Sturtz, 20185 E. Country Club Drive, #303, Aventura, FL  33180, said he was Vice President and founder of Young Israel of Aventura located in the Waterways.  He said he was pleased with the link to the Hallandale area and grateful for the recognition by the City.
