 ORDINANCE NO. 2008 - 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING SECTION 28-171, “POWERS OF THE CITY” IN ARTICLE V “TOWING” OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH CODE OF ORDINANCES; PROVIDING AUTHORITY FOR THE CITY TO TOW VEHICLES FROM UNAUTHORIZED AREAS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE
WHEREAS, the City requires the authority to enforce a parking meter and permitted parking program within the City to ensure orderly and adequate parking; and 
WHEREAS, the City requires the authority to tow vehicles not authorized to park in permitted or metered parking spaces; and 
WHEREAS, the Code of Ordinances of the City should be amended to add a provision allowing the City to tow unauthorized vehicles from permitted or metered parking areas.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.   Section Amended.  Section 28-171 of the City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as follows: 

ARTICLE V. TOWING


Sec. 28-171. Powers of city.
The city, through the officers of the police department, has the inherent power to protect persons or property, preserve order and to remove vehicles not authorized to park in permitted parking areas from such areas and vehicles involved in a traffic accident to a place of safety, or to have an authorized towing agency to provide this these services. 
(a) Accident Scene.  The latter occurs A vehicle may be towed from an accident scene when either the person in charge of the vehicle is incapacitated, has absented himself from the scene, or requests a police officer to obtain an authorized towing agency to perform towing service. In this regard, the city through its police department performs a dual function:

(1)   First, the police endeavor to care for the injured and/or arrested persons and for their vehicles and their contents when the individuals are unable to do this for themselves; and

(2)   Second, the police must immediately minimize traffic congestion, and reestablish the orderly flow of pedestrian and vehicular traffic.

(b)  Permitted Parking.  A vehicle may be towed from a permitted parking area where a permit is not properly displayed to park in such permitted area.


(c)
A City Administrative Policy issued by the City Manager’s office shall stipulate the requirements and procedures associated with a parking meter and permitted parking program.

SECTION 2.
Severability.  If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase or work of the Ordinance is for any reason held by any Court to be unconstitutional, inoperative, and invalid or void, such holding shall in no manner effect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 3.  Conflict.  The provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to control and prevail over any ordinance or portion thereof in conflict with the terms hereof.
SECTION 4
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective as provided by law.
