RESOLUTION 2008 - 
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE INITIATION OF CONFLICT RESOLUTION PROCEDURES WITH THE CITY OF HOLLYWOOD, FLORIDA PURSUANT TO FLORIDA STATUTES, CHAPTER 164 

WHEREAS, on October 15th, 2008, the City of Commission of the City Hollywood, Florida, voted to approve items 30 and 31 of the agenda relating to a site plan and rezoning of the Beach One project (the “Project”); and 

WHEREAS,  the City of Hallandale Beach City Commission has grave concerns about the several unresolved issues pertaining to the Project, including, but not limited to, traffic and fire safety issues relating to the Hallandale Beach Fire Station located directly adjacent to the Project; and


WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach is prepared to institute proceedings in circuit court to redress its concerns regarding the Project, but, in a spirit of cooperation and good faith and in compliance with Florida Statutes, Chapter 164, is authorizing the initiation of negotiations with the City of Hollywood.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 


SECTION 1.
The City Commission authorizes the City staff to take all actions necessary to pursue negotiation and resolution of issues involving the City of Hollywood’s site plan approval and rezoning of the Beach One Project.  


SECTION 2.   Within 5 days after the passage of this resolution, a letter and a certified copy of the resolution shall be provided to the city manager of the City of Hollywood, Florida, by certified mail, return receipt requested.
SECTION 3.
The City Clerk shall forward this Resolution to all appropriate persons and parties.
