Response: 
The City of Hallandale Beach is located within Broward County, Florida and is the home of the Hallandale Beach Main Post Office.  Hallandale officially became a town on May 14, 1927. By that time, there were 1,500 residents, street lights, and electricity in the community. In 1947, Hallandale was reincorporated as a city, and was allowed to annex land to the east. In August of 1999, the city officially changed its name to Hallandale Beach.  Today it is a thriving municipality with a diverse community of 37,000 residents.  
	The City of Hallandale Beach is a full-service municipal government that is dedicated to enhancing the quality of life in the community in a fiscally responsible manner by providing superior services that meet the needs of the community as well as plan for their future needs through continued communication. 
The City provides employment to 450 people. The City Commission is the legislative and policy setting body of the City and consists of five elected officials: a Mayor, a Vice-Mayor and three Commissioners. The Mayor and Commissioners are elected at-large at municipal elections that are held the first Tuesday of November in even numbered years.  
The City Manager is appointed by the City Commission.  It is the City Manager’s responsibility to coordinate, implement and evaluate all policies, procedures, protocol and programs, in accordance with City codes adopted by the Commission.  In addition, the City Commission also appoints the City Attorney who is responsible for providing in-house legal advice to the City Commission, City Manager and all City departments and represents the City in legal proceedings.
The City Manager is then responsible for hiring employees in the following departments to ensure the following responsibilities are carried out.  The City Clerk is entrusted with duties under both state law and local ordinances. The Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) was created in 1996 to redevelop and improve the CRA area. The Development Services Department includes Building, Planning and Zoning and Code Compliance serves residents, business owners, developers and contractors who are doing business within the city.  Another Department is Finance which is responsible for the financial management and planning of the City. The Fire Department encompasses five divisions including Administration, Operations, Training & Professional Development, Emergency Medical Services, and Fire Prevention & Public Education Divisions.  General Services and Purchasing administers and oversees all purchasing, warehousing and inventory control of all stored materials for the City.  The Human Services Department was established to provide social services to the residents of Hallandale Beach.  The Information Technology (I.T.) Department is responsible for all computer technology used throughout the City. Parks and Recreation oversees the maintenance of parks and facilities, the creation of recreation programs and the provision of special events. The City’s Personnel Department is tasked with maintaining a competent and motivated work force. The City also has its own Police Department that employs both sworn and civilian personnel.  The Department of Public Works, Utilities & Engineering provides several services to the residents including: Sanitation Services, Landscape/Grounds Maintenance and Construction Staff. This department also coordinates water plant activities for water production, treatment and distribution. Many of the Public Work activities are performed under the supervision of the Engineering Division which offers technical and field support.  The Risk Management Department is responsible for maintaining insurance on City owned property, administering the City’s self-insured general liability program, controlling the City’s Workers’ Compensation expenses, obtaining appraisals/adjustments of property damage claims involving City vehicles, and timely renewal of bonds.

The City of Hallandale Beach acquires property to build and operate facilities for recreational use, for housing projects, for municipal services and utilities.

The Hallandale Beach Main Post Office site is located next to numerous community facilities and a city-wide park.  To the North of the facility is the City Hall Complex which includes the Commission Chambers, several administrative departments of the City, the Police Department and the Chamber of Commerce.  Within the complex is the Cultural Community Center which is the Parks and Recreation administrative office; a site for various classes and programs held throughout the year; and also available for meetings and private rentals.  The Broward County Library is also a neighbor to both these facilities.  

To the west of the Main Post Office site is Peter Bluesten Park which is 16 acres of recreation space including a community center; the municipal pool; athletic fields; basketball, tennis and racquetball courts; and a walking trail. The City is currently beginning to implement its Parks Master Plan.  Under this concept the entire area would be conducive to a Town Center concept where people can utilize various facilities in one place.  Acquiring the Main Post Office space would allow for the creation of a city-wide gathering place. In addition, the site would tie into the Gulfstream Park Racing and Casino which is located directly east of the site across Federal Highway (US1).

The City of Hallandale Beach has completed the following municipal facility development projects in order to improve the community:

1).  City Hall Complex

7).  Foster Park Community Center which is currently being built and slated to open in 
      March 2012. This is a 9,000 square foot $1.8 million facility that will be the City’s 
      first Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) certified building.

The City of Hallandale Beach Development Services Department reviews and approves all projects for development within the City. All of the above projects listed have been within the City.  The City has completed overall land use and zoning changes involving Broward County.  Three examples of projects that have been completed within the City include:

1).  Gulfstream Park Racing and Casino and the Village at Gulfstream Park

      This project included the construction of a new clubhouse, casino and racetrack with 

      the construction cost of approximately $195 million. In addition, the Village of 

      Gulfstream Park includes sixty acres of mixed use, open-air retail and office space, 

      residential units, a cinema and hotel to be completed over a ten year period at a total 

      project costs estimated at approximately $330 million.

 2). The Beach Club consists of three towers of luxury condominiums located on 

     beachfront property.  There are 1,255 units with an estimated construction cost of 

     approximately $225 million.

3).  The Ocean Marine Yacht Club is a twenty-seven story residential condominium 

      building with a market value of $113 million.
