Ordinance No. 2007-__

An ordinance of the city of Hallandale beach, Florida, amending the city code of ordinances, chapter 18, occupational licenses, Article II “Local BuSiness Tax,” section 18-40 “Suspension or revocation of occupational licenses”; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE
WHEREAS, 
it is in the best interest of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, and its residents to amend the present provision for suspension and revocation of an Occupational License to grant authority to the City Manager to better ensure the public health, safety, and welfare.
Now therefore, be it ordained by the city commission of the city of Hallandale beach, Florida: 

Section 1. 
That the City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 18, Occupational Licenses, Article II Local Business Tax shall be amended to read as follows:

Sec. 18-40 Suspension or revocation of occupational licenses.

(b)   The city manager may suspend or revoke an occupational license if the health, safety, or welfare of the city's residents is threatened by the continued operation of the licensed business. However, in such case, the city manager shall immediately notify the licensee of the suspension or revocation in writing through certified mail, including the grounds for the suspension or revocation, a copy of the governing Ordinance and shall also notify the licensee of his/her right to appeal the city manager's decision to the city commission that the matter will be placed before the city commission at its next regularly scheduled meeting for its consideration. Should a licensee seek an appeal from the suspension or revocation of the license, the licensee shall furnish a written request for an appeal to the city manager within ten (10) working days after receipt of such notice.  Upon timely receipt of a written request for an appeal, the city manager shall place the appeal on the next regular city commission agenda. The city clerk shall notify the licensee in writing of the date and time of such hearing.   At the hearing, the city commission shall hear and determine the appeal; and the decision of city commission shall be final and effective immediately.

Section 2.
That all ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Ordinance are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 3.
That if any section, clause, sentence or phrase of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, the holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.


Section 4.
That this Ordinance shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
