MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON MONDAY, MARCH 26, 2007 AT 10:00 AM

1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 10:13 A.M. 

2. ROLL CALL

A. Certification of Election Results by the City Commission (Motion to accept Certification)

City Clerk McGough read the results of the March 13, 2007 election into the record and announced that appointed Commissioner Keith London had been elected as a Commissioner and Vice-Mayor William “Bill” Julian had been re-elected as a Commissioner.

Commissioner London thanked his supporters and recognized his family present in the audience. He stated he is looking forward to serving the City. 

Vice-Mayor Julian thanked his supporters and recognized his mother present in the audience. He noted it is an honor to be elected to a third term in office. 

C. Administration of the Oath of Office by the City Clerk and Presentation of Certification of Election for the Newly-elected Commissioners. 

City Clerk McGough swore in Commissioner London and presented a Certificate of Election. 

City Clerk McGough swore in Vice-Mayor Julian and presented a Certificate of Election. 

D. Newly-elected Commissioners Assume Seats on the Commission. 

E. Election of Vice-Mayor

D. Parks and Recreation Summary Report

Report presented by Rebecca Munden-Correa, Parks and Recreation Director. 

City Manager Good spoke of the City’s upcoming 80th Birthday Celebration on May 12, 2007. Mayor Cooper requested that the Historical Preservation Board be included in the planning of the celebration.  

6. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 10:15 A.M.)

Andrea Coyne, 300 Diplomat Parkway #305, spoke in opposition of the proposed redevelopment project immediately north of the City’s Beach Fire Station on the Genet Property in Hollywood. Mayor Cooper advised that since the project is located in the City of Hollywood Ms. Coyne should also speak in opposition of the project before the Hollywood City Commission. City Manager Good noted that the City has met with the City of Hollywood to discuss this project and that the City is officially opposing the project as currently proposed.  

7. PUBLIC HEARINGS (to be heard at 10:30 A.M.)

A. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending the City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 18, Occupational Licenses, Article II "Occupational License Tax," Providing for Conflicts; Providing for Severability; and Providing for an Effective Date. City Attorney Jove provided background on the item and advised that this ordinance will bring the City into conformity with recent State Statute changes as well as be updated based on changes in the City’s administration of licensing procedures.

B. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending Chapter 21, Personnel, Article II Civil Service, Division 2, Civil Service Board, Section 21-62 Meetings. (First Reading)(Staff: Personnel Director)(see backup)

City Manager Good provided background on this item. He advised that at the April 4, 2007 Commission Meeting the Commission will have the opportunity to appoint four (4) civilian members to this Board as the terms of the existing members expire on March 31, 2007.  

Mayor Cooper asked that applicants be provided to the Commission along with background information about each candidate.  

Mayor Cooper Opened the Public Hearing. Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

C. A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Accepting the Village at Gulfstream Park Plat Located at 901 South Federal Highway.(Staff: Director, Development Services)(see backup) CAD #029/04

Edwin Stacker, Attorney representing Forest City, advised that representatives from Kimley Horn and Calvin Giordano were present to answer questions as necessary. It was noted the plat approval is associated with the City and Forest City entering into a Voluntary Regional Transportation Mitigation Agreement which has been placed on the agenda as Item No. 8.F.  

City Manager Good noted that the Regional Transportation Authority (RTA) will not be utilizing the $3,000,000 contribution from Forest City for improvements to the FEC track to accommodate a light rail system as this system is 10 to 20 years away. A more timely use of the funds would be for improvements in other areas. Will Voegele, Forest City, stated the RTA has approved using the $3,000,000 to address transit improvements already defined in the Development of Regional Impact (DRI) document.  

Mayor Cooper asked if the $3,000,000 would be used in conjunction with extending 213th Avenue in Aventura. City Manager Good stated at this point it does not appear to be a measure that the City of Aventura is willing to agree to but communication is continuing. He also noted that the agreement between Magna and the City of Aventura prohibits 213th Avenue from being extended.  Forest City is in agreement with the City on the need to extend 213th Avenue but  having access along 213th Avenue to Dixie Highway is unlikely based on an agreement between Magna and the City of Aventura.  Other measures are being investigated to facilitate flow of traffic from the Village at Gulfstream Park to Dixie Highway. Further, the change of Dixie Highway to a two-way roadway is being reviewed as part of a transportation analysis.

County Commissioners Sue Gunzburger and Diana Wasserman-Rubin who represent  Hallandale Beach are to be invited to the Planning Special Workshop Meeting which is to include further discussion of community transportation issues.  

NOTE:
County CommissionerS Wasserman-Rubin and Gunzburger are to be invited to the CITY COMMISSION’S PLANNING/Development SPECIAL Workshop MEETING.

Commissioner Ross noted that the road between City Hall and the Post Office is not a public road and is part of the Post Office property. She stated that the road will have increased use in the future.  

Commissioner London asked about creating an intersection on S.E. 9 St. and Dixie Highway to expedite traffic flow from Gulfstream to Dixie Highway. City Manager Good noted that the FEC would not agree to two intersections being placed that close together to cross the railroad, noting that there is a crossing nearby at County Line Road. 

Commission London asked who is being targeted to promote increased use of public bus services. City Manager Good advised the entire community is being targeted to use the bus service and that the City will be working with Broward County to promote and market the use of the transit system that will include  a “fast bus” to the airport, a super stop at Gulfstream and other improvements. He noted that the use of vouchers and passes for use of the transit system will be evaluated. Edward Stacker advised that Forest City is committed to traffic solutions and will be working with the City, Broward County and other related parties toward transportation measures which benefit the community.

Commissioner London asked about off site parking for staff at the facility. Will Vogel stated that Forest City is reviewing this matter including the location and cost of the property where off site parking will be located.  

Commissioner London asked about construction traffic. Will Vogel stated that construction traffic will be carefully managed. Vice Mayor Julian asked about construction during racing season. Will Vogel noted construction will be limited during the racing season. 

Vice Mayor Julian requested an update on the pedestrian cross over bridge from City Hall to the Village at Gulfstream Park. City Manager Good advised it is being designed and going through the approvals with FDOT.  Forest City is working with the design phase and permitting process and the City will participate in the construction costs. 

Vice Mayor Julian asked about the extension of Hibiscus Road. City Manager Good advised that talks are underway with all parties involved. He noted that Forest City has already agreed to improvements at Hibiscus Road and S.E. 3rd Street.  Commissioner Schiller asked how much is anticipated to be completed. City Manager Good stated if fully extended, the roadway would go from U.S.-1 eastward to a “tie in” with Church St. which extends eastward to Layne Blvd. This would relieve some of the traffic volume on East Hallandale Beach Blvd.  Based on Magna facilities, there will not be a straight east-west roadway extension.

Commissioner Ross spoke of the theatre in the proposed Villages at Gulfstream Park and the project changing due to market demands. She also noted that the facility could be used by the Hallandale Pops Orchestra. Will Vogel advised that in mixed use projects such as this the facilities are subject to change due to market needs but also noted that the demand for a theatre for the community has been noted. 

Commissioner London asked if Forest City has considered the use of grey water for irrigation. Will Vogel advised that Magna has a Floridian Well Permit and that the irrigation would be using that well but grey water is still being evaluated with Hollywood. City Manager Good advised that the controlling entity is Magna.  Further, the design of the project will incorporate energy efficient features and measures to enhance sustainability.

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.

Norma Haskins, 814 SW 6 Avenue, asked about the use of County Line Road and how the City is going to encourage use of the transit system. City Manager Good advised that there would be limited impact on County Line Road and the City will not support traffic intrusions into the Southwest neighborhoods. He stated that public transportation needs and improvements are being planned now to improve convenience and shorten time of travel. 

Chaive Mesmer, 717 NE 1 Street, asked about one way roadways within the City. City Manager Good advised that the one way roads within the City will be converted to two way by June, 2007 pending approval by Broward County.

Motion BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER, SEOONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN to ADOPT THE RESOLUTION approvING the plat, 5/0. The motion carried by a roll call vote, as follows:

D. A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Accepting the Uston Estate Plat Located at 812 South Dixie Highway, As Amended. (Staff: Director, Development Services)(see backup)

City Manager Good provided background on the item noting that this is an amendment to a plat the Commission had previously approved. 

Christy Dominguez, Director, Planning and Zoning, provided additional background on the item. She noted that the Plat note needs to be amended to reflect the change in use from a Montessori School to Commercial Retail use. She noted that the change is consistent with the area and is a permitted use of the current zoning.

Mayor Cooper asked about conditions and if a development agreement would be brought back before the Commission. City Manager Good advised that the conditions approved when the Plat was first brought before the Commission are included in the conditions of this amendment. He also noted that the project must still go through Major Development Review and a development agreement can be brought forward to the Commission. 

Damien Thomas, 7919 SW 79 St., Miami, representative for the property owners, confirmed that the property is no longer planned to be a School and that the Plat note needs to be amended to reflect the new requested use.  

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. Seeing no speakers the Public Hearing was closed.

8. CITY BUSINESS

A. Report from Human Services Advisory Board (Presented by Julie Hamlin, Chair)(see backup)

Report presented by Julie Hamlin, Chair of the Human Services Advisory Board. Ms. Hamilin was thanked for her leadership and the good work of the Board.

B. Report from Education Advisory Committee (Presented by Norma Haskins, Chair)(see backup)

Report presented by Norma Haskins, Chair of the Education Advisory Committee. 

Norma Haskins noted the Committee is considering changing the meeting time to 3:30 P.M. in order to facilitate attendance by School representatives.  The meetings are more productive when school representatives such as Principals are in attendance.

Norma Haskins advised that working toward a resolution of issues associated with the location of the Middle School is the Committee’s number one priority. Assistant City Manager Antonio noted that the School Board is forming a task force to review this matter. He stated that the task force’s number one priority would be to resolve issues related to the location of Gulfstream Middle School but that they would be addressing other issues as well.  

Mayor Cooper spoke of doing a Town Hall meeting similar to the meeting with the School Board in July, 2006.  The meeting would focus on the City of Hallandale Beach schools, including gang related activity. 
Ms. Haskins was thanked for her leadership and the work of the committee.

C. Report from Historical Preservation Board (Presented by Eddie Pickett, Chair)

Report presented by Eddie Pickett, Chair of the Historical Preservation Board. 

Eddie Pickett advised that Julia Roberts has resigned from the Board and this  appointment needs to be filled. 

Eddie Pickett recommended that the City use developers and donations from area companies in the moving of the PBA Hall.  
He also stated that the Curci House Project is moving forward and the Moffitt House is being moved by the developer once the redevelopment project is underway. 

Vice Mayor Julian encouraged residents to bring in pictures and items of historical value to the City Clerk’s Office at City Hall to be placed in the City’s Archives. 

Mr. Pickett was thanked for his leadership and the work of the Board.

D. Request by John Hardwick to Discuss a Broward Carnival Celebration at Gulfstream Park.(Presented by John Hardwick, President, Caribbean Unity Committee) (see backup)

John Hardwick, 708 Foster Road, discussed the Broward Caribbean Carnival Celebration to be held at Gulfstream Park in October, 2007. He introduced Andy Ansola from the Caribbean Unity Committee. 

Andy Ansola presented information about the Broward Carnival Caribbean event that is inclusive of all cultures and backgrounds. He stated that this is the fifth annual event.  He stated that this event has the potential of being the largest event in Florida and has economic benefit to the City. It is a two week event culminating at Gulfstream with approximately 30,000 estimated in attendance. They are requesting a partnership with the City of Hallandale Beach including in-kind and financial contributions from the City. 

Mayor Cooper asked if the event can be accommodated at Gulfstream. Mr. Hardwick advised that they have been in discussions with Bill Murphy at Gulfstream and that there is ample space to accommodate the event. 

Mayor Cooper asked where the event has been held in the past. Mr. Ansola advised it was held at Lockhart Stadium and Markham Park, which are now too small.  The event was also held at Pompano Race Track which is currently under construction. He also stated that a permanent location is desired and Gulfstream Park in the City of Hallandale Beach is the number one choice.  

City Manager Good asked if the Commission wanted to move forward with evaluating this request.  Staff is to evaluate the request and bring back a recommendation to the City Commission when ready.  One consideration could be generation of revenue for the Future Foundation from the event’s proceeds.

Vice Mayor Julian suggested a 5K event be included and possibly have runners from the Caribbean participate. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO DIRECT THE CITY MANAGER TO EVALUATE AND BRING BACK RECOMMENDATION TO THE CITY COMMISSION, WHEN READY. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 12:45 P.M.

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting in room 219 at 1:36 P.M. 

Mayor Cooper announced that the Commission was going into an Executive Session to discuss Union Negotiations with the General Employees Union.  

The Executive Session was convened at 1:37 P.M. Following initial discussion, it was determined that it would be beneficial to re-schedule the session on April 4, 2007.

Mayor Cooper adjourned the Executive Session at 1:44 P.M.

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting in the Commission Chambers at 2:05 P.M.

E. Consideration of Approval to Apply for a Water Savings Incentive Program (SIP) Grant (Staff: Director, DPW/Utilities & Engineering)(see backup)

City Manager Good provided background on the item and noted the City’s water conservation efforts prior to passage of Phase I Restrictions by the South Florida Water Management District. 

Earl King, Assistant Director, Public Works, outlined the proposed grant program and the types of items the City can distribute such as automatic rain sensors for private, residential irrigation systems. He stated that this will further enhance the City water conservation programs.  He also noted that the City already uses automatic shut off sensors for irrigation systems at City facilities. 

Mayor Cooper asked about a soil gauge which measures the water level in soil and requested staff evaluate municipal installation/use.  Further, it was noted that irrigation sprinklers on Hallandale Beach Blvd. need adjustment so as not to water the roadway.

Mayor Cooper asked if a public notice regarding the Phase I Restriction can be placed in the water bill and on the City website. City Manager Good advised that a notice is already on the City’s website, that a notice will be included in the water bill, and informational signs will be erected. 

Commissioner London noted the City is distributing non-xeriscape (non drought resistant) plants and trees to the public and asked if water requirements associated with the plants could accompany the plant distribution. More xeriscape materials should be distributed. Further, he questioned if free mulch could also be made available.  City Manager Good stated the City’s mulch sites are being re-built and the plan is for a distribution site by the Public Works Compound. 

Commissioner Ross noted that water is not being served in some restaurants unless requested.  Commissioner Schiller spoke of establishing a water conservation program with the restaurants with recognition of the restaurants which participate.  City Manager Good stated this program will be developed.

Motion BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN to Authorize a grant application in the amount of $50,000 for a Water Savings Incentive Program, Authorize a City match in the amount of $50,000, and Authorize THE City Manager to execute the application, contracts and other related documentation and implement the project. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.

Mayor Cooper discussed the appointments to the Broward, Florida, and National League of Cities. She noted that the Broward League of Cites has changed its bylaws and is now requesting that each City name a Director and two alternates. 

Vice Mayor Julian nominated Mayor Cooper as Director, nominated Commissioner Ross as 1st Alternate, and Commissioner Ross nominated Vice Mayor Julian as 2nd Alternate for the Broward League of Cities. 

Motion BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED by COMMISSIONER ROSS to approve nominationS for the broward league of cities. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
Commissioner Schiller nominated Mayor Cooper as Director, Commissioner Ross as 1st Alternate, and Vice Mayor Julian as 2nd Alternate for the Florida League of Cities.

9. MONTHLY REPORTS

Commissioner London, asked about posting of Commission Minutes on Municode and how the process works. Deputy City Clerk Canada advised that the Minutes are sent to Municode after approval and that Municode has advised that the Minutes will be posted within 30 days of receipt. Deputy City Clerk Canada advised the entire process is performed within 45 days of approval of the minutes. 

Commissioner London asked about the reference to the Ocean Marine Yacht Club. City Manager Good stated the intent is to keep the Commission informed about this development.  

In regard to the Special Commission Workshop Meeting on Planning/CRA, the date will be determined.

In regard to Information Technology’s (IT) Monthly Report pertaining to the Sunpro Fire Inspection Module, the use of this system which would link with the Broward County system is in the investigation stage.

In regard to IT’s Monthly Report pertaining to implementation of Credit Card processing for City utility payments, the City should absorb the 2% fee to encourage payment and avoid the need to process payments by checks.

10. OTHER

Mayor Cooper spoke of Broward Days events and City’s legislative issues. She met with Representative Garcia regarding the Beach Dunes Project and the Beach Bypass Project. As the Beach Renourishment Project has not been completed, the need for a change order to the project’s description to ensure the beach’s armor net is properly built in was discussed.  This may involve a reconfiguration of the beach and sand dunes.   
Mayor Cooper noted that the bills regarding slots had passed committee. 

In regard to additional “no wake zones” in the Intracoastal Waterway, the State is amenable to reviewing the request if there is strong support from local residents. The Ocean Marine development indicated support of additional “no wake zones”.  Mayor Cooper suggested the City provide residents with post cards which advocate additional “no wake zones” in Hallandale Beach.  These post cards can be sent to members of the Florida Legislature.

The South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) and Hallandale Beach came to a resolution and will support an appeal of an administrative rule regarding water usage. The SFWMD will assist the City in obtaining water from Brian Piccolo Park through a 20 year permit and a 5 year permit for well fields in the City. Currently, the City is using 6.5 million gallons of water daily, with about 7.3 million gallons peak usage.  The City projects a need for 11 million gallons daily.  Salt water intrusion, surface water treatment, desalination, and the purchase of water from multiple agencies are all associated components of a long term solution. 

The walkway between La Mer and Malaga Towers was repaired and now is puddling. Brick pavers are being used for drainage in the area. The situation is to be evaluated.   
Mr. Birdman of Sun Vest who represents the proposed Park Central development, is to be invited to attend the Special City Commission Workshop Meeting on Planning and the CRA.  

The Kiwanis Club is conducting a book drive for Children’s Books and is seeking donations.   Becky Wright is the contact for donation information.

The Hallandale Beach Community Council Scholarship Fund is accepting donations through the Hallandale Beach Area Chamber of Commerce. 

Commissioner Ross noted that the Kiwanis Club has arranged to provide English to Spanish and English to Creole dictionaries to students at Hallandale Elementary School. Through the Reading with Margaret Program, books are provided to students to establish a library at home. 

City Manager Good noted the City is in the last phase of the grant program toward construction of the City Marina on the Three Islands.  A boat ramp will not be included. 

Commissioner Ross asked about communications with Advisory Boards and Committees and was advised the City liaisons are to convey information, as needed, to the City Manager’s Office.

The Special Commission Workshop Meetings regarding Ethics/Protocol Manual and Planning/Development/CRA will be scheduled within the next 3 to 4 weeks.
