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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

04/06/07, 20 W. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Armed Robbery, (07-11504) 

Two male suspects entered the “Dollar Plus and Beauty Supply” store.  One suspect selected an item and proceeded to the cash register.  Once at the register, the second suspect produced an unknown type of dark handgun from his waist, pointed it at the clerk and stated, “You’re being robbed.”  Suspects then rounded the sales counter, one taking possession of the cash contained in both sales registers and the other taking possession of two of the business’s laptop computers.  Both suspects then fled the business on foot in a northerly direction, with an estimated $1,000.00 cash and $1,500.00 in computer equipment. 

ISD:  This case is currently being investigated and remains active.

04/08/07, 2301 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Armed Robbery (07-11661)

At approximately 0600 hours, the Assistant Manager was opening the Burger King when she was met by a male armed with a firearm.  The male grabbed the victim and ordered her to open the safe.  The suspect fled out the back door with approximately $1500.00 in cash and both victims’ purses. 
 ISD:  This case is currently being investigated and remains active.
04/10/07, 134 N. Federal Hwy., Burglary/Theft (07-11865)

An unknown suspect, utilizing a small rock, smashed the front door of the business and gained entry.  Once inside, the suspect removed approximately $300.00 in U.S. currency (coins and small denominations) from the cash register and detached a video surveillance camera from the wall.  The suspect then fled through the front door, northbound on N. Federal Highway. 

ISD:  This case is currently being investigated and remains active.
04/15/07, 1484 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Homicide (07-12424) 

A victim was stabbed with a broken beer bottle inside Club Millenium.  Prior to Hallandale Beach Fire Rescue’s arrival on scene, the victim stopped breathing and did not have a pulse.  Officer Allen was able to resuscitate him.  Rescue transported the victim to Hollywood Memorial Hospital, where the victim again stopped breathing and was pronounced deceased.  The suspect admitted to stabbing the victim and was charged.
ISD:  The case file is under final review and will be sent to the State Attorney’s Office for case filing.  The charge is second degree murder.
04/24/07, 217 N. Federal Hwy., Burglary (07-13540)

Officers responded to an alarm and while checking the rear of the business, a suspect was found exiting a hole in the wall that was used as a vent. The metal bars covering the hole had been removed.  Surveillance video revealed the suspect inside the business attempting to conceal his identity with a jacket.  The suspect was arrested and charged accordingly. 

ISD:  The victim in this case did not wish to pursue charges and has signed a waiver.  This case is closed.
04/25/07, 500 Block of NW 1 Ave., Shooting (07-13617)

Officers responded to the 500 block of NW 1st Avenue to the sound of several gunshots being fired.  Investigation revealed that two victims were fired at by a suspect who was targeting them because they were providing the Hollywood Police Department with information about a homicide. 

ISD:  This case is currently being investigated and remains active

04/27/07, 100 Ansin Blvd., (The Cheetah), Kidnapping (07-13763)

The victim stated she was leaving the above location and her ex-husband (suspect) walked up to her and ordered her to get into her vehicle or he would kill her.  The victim stated the suspect struck her several times with his fist while he was driving, but eventually she was able to jump out of the vehicle to escape.  
ISD:  The victim has given a sworn statement and the charges of False Imprisonment and Aggravated Assault have been forwarded to the Office of the State Attorney for filing.  The suspect is currently in custody in Miami, Federal Bureau of Prisons, for charges unrelated to this case. 

04/27/07, 2501 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Armed Robbery (07-13867)

The manager of the Dollar Tree was walking to her vehicle and was approached by a male suspect.  The suspect pointed a gun at the victim and stated, “Give it up!”  The victim extended her hands and the suspect snatched a black purse and a clear plastic bag containing the night deposit ($1,835.78) for the Dollar Tree store. The suspect then fled.   The victim was uninjured and cannot identify the suspect. 
ISD:  This case is currently being investigated and remains active.

04/29/07, 1830 S. Ocean Dr., Drowning (07-14029)

The lifeguard working at City Beach observed an object floating approximately 40 yards from shore.  He kayaked to the object and found a person floating face down.  The lifeguard was able to bring the victim to shore but attempts to resuscitate were unsuccessful.  The victim was pronounced deceased by Rescue. Family members approached the scene and advised their grandmother was missing.  After viewing the victim, one of the family members provided a positive identification. 

ISD:  The preliminary report from the Broward County Medical Examiner’s Office has ruled the death an accidental drowning.  The death investigation remains active.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)
During the month of April, a total of nine arrests were made, seven of which were narcotics related and two for soliciting prostitution.  

In an effort to combat prostitution concerns in the city, SOD has been concentrating efforts on businesses possibly posing as legitimate massage parlors but performing sexual acts.  SOD Detectives, along with members of the South Broward Drug Trafficking Unit conducted two separate month long undercover operations in order to ascertain if such acts were being committed.  Undercover Detectives went to two separate locations (2500 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Suite A and 218 S. Dixie Hwy.) pretending to be customers and ultimately confirmed our original suspicions.  The operations yielded one arrest at each location for soliciting prostitution. 

After receiving a citizen’s complaint regarding a location in the northwest section of the city where illegal narcotics were being distributed, SOD Detectives conducted an investigation which ultimately led to the issuance of a search warrant.  The search warrant yielded two felony arrests for narcotics related violations, the recovery of 5 grams of crack cocaine with an approximate street value of $400.00 and the seizure of $278.00 in cash.  
Additionally, SOD Detectives along with members of the Uniformed Patrol Division, conducted a street level drug enforcement operation which resulted in three felony arrests, one misdemeanor arrest and the recovery of 10 grams of marijuana.
