Monthly Progress Report-Weed & Seed Initiative
The Weed and Seed Steering Committee is getting ready for their summer activities associated with the initiative.  Karline Prophete, who is a teacher at Hallandale High School and Palms resident, is organizing, planning and recruiting for the up coming six week educational/fitness camp for incoming freshmen. Hallandale Police Department Officers will provide positive mentoring as well as physical fitness classes. The program is designed to identify boys and girls in the Northwest Section that would significantly benefit from getting a jump start in the ninth grade curriculum.

 Planning for the 2007 DEFY, Drug Education For Youth, camp in collaboration with other South Florida Weed and Seeds has occurred. The initial site for the camp was originally in Homestead. Recently, Gulfstream Racetrack has offered the use of its dormitory facility free of charge for the camp. The U.S. Attorney’s Office will conduct a site visit to determine whether the camp will be held there. This is a great opportunity for Hallandale Beach to host the program within the City.

Eagle’s Wing’s Job Development Program is up and running. Six young men from the community demonstrating significant obstacles in their lives are currently enrolled in the jobs program.  The Youth Entrepreneur program is demonstrating great progress. The young men and women of L.R.G. (living Real Good) attended the Hallandale Beach Chamber Card Exchange, where they sold shares of stock in their honey company.  Honey production will begin the first of May, 2007.  Pastor Sanders has left his full time position in the City of Fort Lauderdale to concentrate on the program and other Weed and Seed initiatives. 

Outreach staff is working hard to identify the needs of the community and establish relationships with residents to boost participation.  May 12th will be the annual May Day Celebration in the Palms. Flea market, food, games for the kids and a gun buy back program are planned.
