Consideration of an Amended Interlocal Agreement for Public School Facility Planning   CMD #005/03

PURPOSE:

City Commission review of the Amended Interlocal Agreement (ILA) for Public School Facility Planning and provide comments to be transmitted to the Department of Community Affairs (DCA) along with the proposed ILA.  

BACKGROUND:

On April 15, 2003, the City Commission adopted and approved an Interlocal Agreement, as required by Senate Bill 1906 requiring all nonexempt local governments and school boards to enter into an Interlocal Agreement that addresses school siting, enrollment forecasting, school capacity, and infrastructure.  

In 2005, Senate Bill 360 introduced a number of significant reforms to the state’s growth management laws. Chiefly among these changes is a new requirement obligating all local governments and school boards to adopt a school concurrency program by 2008 in order to keep the pace with growth statewide. This requires amendments to the approved ILA between the non-exempt municipalities and the Broward County School Board. 

The ILA is scheduled to be transmitted to the Department of Community Affairs on June 1, 2007 for initial review and comments.  Each City Commissioner is requested to review the proposed ILA and provide comments to be included in the package transmitted to the DCA. (All additions to the ILA are underlined and deletions are stricken through)

DISCUSSION
Staff recommends the following comments be adopted and incorporated into the comments sent to the DCA.  

Two sections within the ILA provide the School Board forty-five (45) days to review for consistency and capacity: 

Section 7.3 “Plan Review. Consistency Determination” – The Amended ILA grants the School Board forty-five (45) days to review comprehensive plan amendments and rezoning applications and provide comments back to the City.  

Section 8.13(d) “Review Process” – Grants the School Board forty-five (45) days to verify whether sufficient capacity exists.

Forty-five days will slow down the total review process; therefore, Staff recommends that the ILA be amended to reflect the old language “shall be no less than twenty-one (21) days and no greater than thirty (30) days.

Staff is attending a Staff Working Group meeting on May 11, 2007.  If there are any additional comments resulting from this meeting they will be discussed at the Commission meeting.

PURPOSE 

Consideration of Adopting a Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Authorizing an Application for Assistance under the 2007-2008 Florida Inland Navigation District Waterways Assistance Program for Phase II of the Public Marina Dock Project.  

BACKGROUND

On September 2, 2003, the City Commission authorized staff to pursue providing public dockage on the Intracoastal Waterway adjacent to the Three Islands Fire Station.  On March 16, 2004, the City Commission approved a Resolution authorizing application for the FIND grant for Phase I of the marina project, which encompasses preliminary engineering and permitting.

DISCUSSION

The FIND Assistance Program is funded from the fees boaters pay for licenses throughout the State of Florida.  Staff successfully submitted an application last year for Phase I and received grant funds in the amount of $27,000 with a dollar for dollar City match.  Since the City Commission previously authorized a Resolution for Phase II of the project, staff has submitted a grant application in the amount of $840,989 for Phase II of the project under the 2007-2008 FIND Waterways Assistance Program. Following submittal of the grant request, staff was advised that a new Resolution was required specific to the funding request. 

The cost of the public marina could range from $500,000 to $850,000 depending upon the type of dockage, the amount of grant funds received and the amount available for the City’s matching contribution.

RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission:

1) Adopt a Resolution Authorizing an Application for Assistance under the 2007-

2008 FIND Waterways Assistance Program for Phase II of the Public Marina Dock Project; and,  

2) Authorize the City Manager to execute the funding agreement and implement the funding, including the establishment of appropriate accounts.

PURPOSE

An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending the City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 18, Occupational Licenses, Article II "Local Business Tax," Section 18-40 "Suspension or Revocation of Occupational License"; Providing for Conflicts; Providing for Severability; and Providing for an Effective Date. 


On May 2, 2007, the City Commission approved the Ordinance amendments and set Second Reading for May 16, 2007.  

Chapter 18 of the City’s Code of Ordinances “Local Business Tax” sets forth suspension and revocation of Occupational licenses.  Currently under Section 18-40 the City Manager has authority to suspend an occupational license with an automatic appeal to the City Commission.  Additionally, the proposed ordinance change grants the City Manager the authority to revoke an occupational license if the health, safety or welfare of the City’s residents is threatened by the continued operation of the licensed business. As requested by the City Commission, the Ordinance has been amended to require a copy of the governing Ordinance be provided with the notice of suspension or revocation.

At the May 2, 2007 Commission meeting, the Commission requested the City Attorney  research whether a Special Magistrate can hear the appeal of a suspended or revoked Occupational License.  The City Attorney researched the matter and found that the option is available.  If desired, the Special Magistrate Appeal may be inserted into lines 29, 34, 36, and 37, in lieu of the City Commission.
