Application #15-07-V by John Bartos, Imperial Stone, Inc., is requesting a variance to construct a 6-foot high wall in the front yard of a legal nonconforming light industrial use at 739 NW 2nd Street. 



The variance is from the following Code provision:

Article III Section 32-335(c)(1) regarding the maximum height restriction of 4-feet for walls and fences in the front yards of the Residential Single-Family District (RS-6).

Mr. Patterson opened the Public Hearing.

Mr. Frank Smith, architect, presented a brief summary of the project.

Mr. Darrell Cole, 741 NW 2 Street, home owner next to said project stated

he does not want a six foot wall by his property it will take away from the

beauty of his home and decrease the value. 

Mr. Smith stated that by the Code of the City, the six foot wall between the

properties is legal, he is asking for a variance to replace the barb

wire, slatted fence in very poor condition with a 6 foot cement wall across

the front of the building.  It does not have anything to do with Mr. Cole’s

property. Mr. Smith stated they will landscape with hedges and trees and

make the property look much nicer. 

Mr. Fendell stated that he does not feel there is any purpose of putting at

6 foot wall in front of the building, that a 4 foot wall is sufficient.

Mr. Cooper requested clarification of the three entrances and about the

parking situation.

Lengthy discussion regarding types of gates (aluminum decorative picket fence gate, a visually attractive gate) and position of gates during the 


day and evening hours. Various comments for and against the project followed.

 Mr. Smith stated the gates will be closed at night and open during the day.

Ms. Natelson requested clarification of the information regarding Mr. Cole’s property and exact placement of the fencing/wall. 

Mr. Schneider stated the wire fence has been removed. 

Ms. Mobley suggested that the main idea is to work out a peaceful solution with the neighbors.

Mr. Cole stated the employees and others don’t use the dumpsters and all the debris blows into his yard leaving it for him to clean up. 

Mr. Patterson closed the Public Hearing.

MR. FENDELL MOTIONED DENIAL OF APPLICATION #15-07-V BY JOHN BARTOS, IMPERIAL STONE, INC. IS REQUESTING A VARIANCE TO CONSTRUCT A 6 FOOT HIGHT WALL IN THE FRONT YARD OF A LEGAL NONCONFORMING LIGHT INDUSTRIAL USE AT 739 NW 2 STREET.
