NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

05-01-07, 826 NW 7th Street, Sexual Battery, 07-14276

Officers made contact with a parent who advised that her child (4 yoa) was allegedly sexually battered by a relative.  The parent took the child to Memorial Hospital for treatment.

ISD:  A charge of Lewd & Lascivious Molestation for the victim’s cousin (11 yoa) has been presented to the Office of the State Attorney for their review.

05-02-07, 501 Southeast 1st Avenue, Aggravated Assault, 07-14427

The victim advised he was playing a recreational pick up game of basketball at Bluestein Park.  At the conclusion of the game, a player from the opposing team got upset over losing the game and brandished a small handgun in a threatening manner.  He departed the area in a Cadillac Escalade.

ISD:  The victim in this case stated the firearm was never pointed at him, thus he refused to cooperate in identifying a possible suspect.  
05-03-07, 301 North Federal Hwy. #80, Armed Home Invasion, 07-14502

Officers responded to a burglary in progress and upon arrival determined the culprits had fled the scene.  Preliminary investigation reveled the culprits entered the victim’s residence armed with handguns, took $300.00 from the victim’s purse and fled the residence. 
ISD:  The victim in this case stated she did not desire for the case to be investigated any further as she would not cooperate in the prosecution if a suspect was identified.
 05-03-07, 601 West Hallandale Beach Blvd., Armed Carjacking/ Kidnapping, 07-14536

The victim and her friend were returning to their car after eating dinner at the above location.  As the victim entered the car she was accosted by two males who ordered the victim into the car at gunpoint and forced her to drive away from the restaurant.  The victim’s friend observed what was going on and fled.  As officers were responding to the original call a Broward Sheriff 

Deputy observed the victim’s vehicle and began to follow.  The suspect abandoned the vehicle and fled on foot.  During the foot chase the suspect began to remove his clothing and the deputy, fearing the suspect was retrieving a firearm, discharged his firearm in the direction of the suspect.  The suspect continued to flee and was not apprehended. 
ISD:  This case is being investigated by Detective Ron Beukers and remains active. 

05-15-07, 510 NW 2nd Avenue, Sick Injured Child, 07-15861

Sergeant Shorkey and Officer Grieco responded to a rescue call where a 9 year old female was not breathing.  Upon arriving it was discovered the child was having difficulty breathing because her tracheotomy tube had been accidentally removed during a treatment conducted by her mother.  Officer Grieco conducted CPR on the girl until rescue arrived. 
05-19-07, 1020 West Hallandale Beach Blvd., Armed Robbery, 07-16252

Officers were dispatched to IHOP restaurant reference an armed robbery.  Preliminary investigation revealed two masked culprits had entered the restaurant; one armed with a shotgun.  The culprits then removed money from the registers and robbed eight patrons of their personal items. 
ISD:  Three subjects have been identified by Detective Villanueva; he obtained a sworn confession from the subject who was armed with the shotgun.  All three subjects are incarcerated without bond in Dade County for additional Armed Robbery cases.  Our investigation of this case continues.  

05-20-07, 2301 East Hallandale Beach Blvd., Armed Robbery, 07-16363

Burger King Manager Pedro Chavez and employee Victor Santiago locked and exited said business on the date listed.  As both men walked towards Chavez’s vehicle parked on the west side, a male suspect brandishing a dark colored hand gun, pointed it at Chavez and demanded money.  Chavez then surrendered his wallet and two bank deposit bags containing approximately $1,200.  The suspect then fled the area on foot towards “Wal-Mart.”
ISD:  This case is being investigated by Detective Villanueva and remains active.
05-26-07, 722 Atlantic Shores Blvd., Armed Robbery, 07-17278

Officers responded to the 7-11 reference an armed robbery of the business.  Preliminary investigation revealed that the culprit entered the store armed with a screwdriver.  The culprit hopped the counter and removed money from the cash register then departed the store. 
ISD:  This case is being investigated by Detective Villanueva and remains active.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION

The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency Task Force Group Two.  During this investigation, SOD Detectives located a federal fugitive wanted by the U.S. Marshals for trafficking in large amounts of illegal narcotics.  Soon after, the U.S. Marshals arrested the subject in the city of Miramar.

Additionally, SOD Detectives assigned to the South Florida Money Laundering Unit completed an investigation which led to the seizure of $1,496,580.00 in cash.
