PURPOSE

Provide an update to the City Commission on the various outstanding wastewater issues between the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood; obtain authorization for the City Manager to enter into the necessary agreements and make required payments to settle the outstanding wastewater issues with the City of Hollywood.

BACKGROUND / DISCUSSION 

Over the past seven years, there have been several major issues that have developed between the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Hollywood pertaining to the Southern Regional Wastewater Treatment Plant, which is located in and operated by Hollywood.  The City of Hallandale Beach is one of six (6) Large Users that send wastewater to the plant for processing.  The other Large Users are:  Broward County, Dania Beach, Miramar, Pembroke Park and Pembroke Pines. 

The first major issue pertains to an undercharge to the City of Hollywood and an overcharge to the large users based upon inaccurate meter readings of effluent (water leaving the plant).  The second major issue pertains to an undercharge to the City of Hallandale Beach at the City’s northernmost meter.  The third issue pertains to the procurement of additional reserve capacity for the City of Hallandale Beach.

Staff have been working toward a settlement that would resolve all three of the issues.

Undercharge to the City of Hollywood and Overcharge to the Large Users

The inaccuracy of the effluent meter resulted in the undercharging of the City of Hollywood and the overcharging of the Large Users. The proposed resolution of this matter includes costs associated with a bond refinance.  Between January 2004 and September 2006, the City of Hollywood reached an agreement with all Large Users except Hallandale Beach. Hollywood has offered to pay the City of Hallandale Beach $1,940,000.00 to settle the effluent meter discrepancy.  Staff recommends accepting this offer as it is a fair amount based on the sewage that was not accurately recorded.

Undercharge to the City of Hallandale Beach

On September 14, 2004 Hollywood announced that the Fletcher Street meter was under-reading the flow from Hallandale Beach.  Hollywood discovered a bypass valve was opened allowing the wastewater to bypass the meter.  Hallandale Beach was not involved with the opening of this bypass.  The bypass valve has been buried under asphalt to assure that it will not be opened in the future.  Hollywood calculated the undercharge to be $1,145,419.  Hallandale Beach and Hollywood staff conducted further analysis pertaining to the meter flows and $435,100 is owed to Hollywood which is an amount that was justifiable to both cities.   It should be noted that regardless how the sewage flow arrived at the Hollywood Sewage Plant unrecorded, the City of Hallandale Beach did produce the sewage. Accordingly, staff recommends paying $435,100 to resolve this matter.  

Please refer to the attached June 5, 2007 letter from the Hollywood Public Utilities Director pertaining to the proposed settlement.

Procurement of Additional Reserve Capacity

The City of Hallandale Beach is in need to increase the City’s reserve sewer capacity.  Since the City of Miramar has reduced its capacity by 4 mgd (million gallons per day) by diverting flow to its own wastewater treatment plant, some of the reserve capacity that had been Miramar’s can be transferred to the City of Hallandale Beach.  The issue has been one of quantity.  The City of Hollywood and the City of Hallandale Beach agreed that Hallandale Beach would be granted 30%, or 1.2 million gallons a day (mgd) increased capacity.  

With this additional reserve capacity, the City’s total will rise from the current 6.65 mgd to 7.85 mgd.  Based upon projected levels of growth, staff estimates this will be sufficient to accommodate growth in Hallandale Beach for the next five (5) years.  Furthermore, during this 5-year period, the City of Hollywood anticipates re-rating the treatment plant capacity from the current 50 mgd to 55 mgd.  This will result in additional capacity.   Finally, modifications are planned to the plant which will assure additional capacity is available for all Large Users to substantially reduce the risk of any moratorium due to sewer capacity needs.

RECOMMENDATIONS / CONCLUSION

The City Commission:   
· Authorize the City Manager to execute the Settlement Agreement in the amount of $1,940,000.00 to settle the effluent meter discrepancy; and,

· Authorize the City to pay $435,100.00 as settlement for the Fletcher Street meter adjustment; and,

· Authorize the City Manager to enter into an agreement with the City of Hollywood for the transfer of 1.2 million gallons a day (mgd) of reserve wastewater capacity and to pay the debt service and operation and maintenance expense as required by the Large Users Agreement.

| would like to thank you and your staff for meeting with us last Thursday to discuss the
outstanding Large User issues between the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of
Hollywood. By working collectively in a cooperative environment, we were able to agree
on a final resolution that was determined to be fair and equitable for both Cities. The
following is a summary of our discussion:

1. Large Use Meter Settlement: The City of Hollywood is indebted to the City of
Hallandale Beach for the amount of $1,940,000.00 for the Large User meter
settlement. This amount was derived from the same formula that determined the
settlement amounts for the other Large Users, excluding Pembroke Pines, who
independently filed suit against the City of Hollywood on this issus. All of the
Large Users, with the exception of Hallandale Beach at this time, have
settlement agreements with the City of Hollywood. Upon approval by both
commissions, the City of Hollywood will issue a check for the above mentioned
amount to the City of Hallandale Beach within 30 days of that approval.

2. Fletcher Street Flow Adjustment. The City of Hallandale Beach is indebted to the
City of Hollywood for the amount of $435,000.00 for the Fletcher Street flow
adjustment. It was agreed by both the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of
Hollywood that a bypass valve at the Fletcher Street Large User meter was
inadvertently positioned in the open position. This resulted in a portion of
Hallandale Beach's flows to go unmetered and Hollywood eventually incurring
the cost for those flows. The City of Hollywood agrees that the above mentioned
settlement is fair compensation for the diverted flows.

Discussion of Posting Zoning and Land Development Public Hearings

Presently, the City’s Zoning and Land Development Code requires posting of properties being considered for public hearings.  The current Code does not specify the size of the posted sign.  

I suggest that City Commission and Planning and Zoning Board hearings involving Rezoning, Land Use Plan Amendments and Major Development Plan approvals be required to be posted with a large sign of 6-feet by 4-feet, including the contact information for both the City’s representative and the applicant.  The applicant would be required to post the property to such specifications fourteen (14) days prior to the City Commission hearing, or prior to the Planning and Zoning Board hearing should the item be heard in front of the Planning and Zoning Board first.  Furthermore, the sign should be kept up during the process to provide information regarding the status of the application.

Should the City Commission concur, this new posting requirement could be handled by staff through the adoption of an Administrative Policy.

At the June 6, 2007 Commission meeting, the City Commission passed the attached ordinance on First Reading and set Second Reading for June 20, 2007.

The current property tax legislation pending in Tallahassee may drastically alter the City’s budget for the upcoming fiscal year. II.  RELATED LAND USE HISTORY

____________________________________________________________________________
PREVIOUS REQUESTS ON SAME PROPERTY:  

In 1993, the City Commission approved a conditional use permit to allow Kay’s Starlight Lounge, a nightclub, to operate in the B-L zoning district as well as a variance to allow the subject nightclub to operate within 300 feet from any residential district or use. Subsequently, in 1994, the City Commission approved a 6:00 A.M. nightclub license for the subject property. While occupied by Kay’s Starlight Lounge from 1994 to 2000, a total of 195 service calls were made to the subject property for various offenses. 

On September 20, 2005 the City Commission approved a 6:00 A.M. Nightclub License for Vladmir Edelstein d/b/a Club Pearl which operated from the premises until April 2006. While occupied by Club Pearl there were 25 service calls to the subject property. The Club was then closed for renovations by the present operator.

III.  INTERDEPARTMENTAL REVIEW SUMMARY

____________________________________________________________________________
The Fire Department rated the premises for a maximum seating capacity with tables and chairs at 480 and has no objection to the proposed nightclub license as it will not affect the occupancy of the building.

Tatiana’s Club has been operating since December 31, 2006 with a 2 a.m. closing, the Police Department conducted a review of required service calls since December 2006. Please refer to the attached incident report which includes information on activity from the previous business.  Therefore, the Police Department has no objections to the issuance of the subject nightclub license.  There have been (8) service calls since Tatiana began operations.  None of these calls were for a criminal offense. (See Exhibit “A”).

IV.  FINDINGS
____________________________________________________________________________
1.
The sale of alcoholic beverages in the City is not permitted after 2 A.M., unless a Nightclub License for later closing time is approved by the City Commission.  

2.
According to Chapter 5, Section 5-9, applications for nightclub licenses shall be placed on the Planning and Zoning Board and City Commission 


agendas for consideration and City Commission approval.

3.
Tatiana’s Club has 14,318 square feet in gross floor area. The establishment currently has 441 seats.

The parking requirement for bars, nightclubs and dance halls is 1 parking space for each 100 square feet of floor area, or 1 space for every 4 seats, whichever is greater. Based on the aforementioned criteria, 144 parking spaces are required. Based on the existing commercial uses in the Hallandale Shopping Center, parking on-site is considered nonconforming under the City’s present Code.  Currently there are 386 existing parking spaces which serve the Hallandale Shopping Center, however, the majority of the adjacent businesses located in the Hallandale Shopping Center are not open in the evening, resulting in no additional impact on the existing parking situation on the subject site.

____________________________________________________________________________
V.  APPLICATION CRITERIA

____________________________________________________________________________
Section 5-9 Nightclub Licenses; Issuance and Renewal sets forth the following criteria for Planning and Zoning Board recommendations and for City Commission considerations in making decisions on Nightclub Licenses:

(1)
The amount of off-street parking in relation to the demands created by the extra hours of operation, especially with regard to any spill-over effect creating illegal or hazardous parking or parking in adjacent residential areas. 

As mentioned above, the subject site has nonconforming parking under the City’s current Code, however, a majority of the businesses located in the Hallandale Shopping Center are closed in the evening, therefore the proposed 6 A.M. license will not impact the existing parking situation on-site.

(2)
The amount and degree of law enforcement activities generated by the extra hours of operation, both inside and outside the particular location, with particular reference to noise, vehicular use by patrons, and illegal activity of any kind of employees, patrons or others associated with the establishment, during or within one hour after the extended hours of operation. 


According to the Police Department's query of law enforcement activities since December 2006 there has been no criminal incidents where the Hallandale Police Department were called for service response to the subject address. During such time Tatiana’s Club has operated with a 2:00 A.M. license. The Police Report includes activities of the previous business.

 (3)
The adverse effects, if any, that the extended hours of operation will have on neighboring properties, especially with respect to the effects of noise, parking, and glare from headlights or exterior lighting, on nearby residential properties.


Extended hours may increase the potential of service calls however, according to records, no complaints from nearby residential properties have been received. 

In accordance with Section 5-9(b), the City Commission may require, as a condition of the privilege of extended hours of operation, compliance with any reasonable conditions deemed by the Commission to be necessary to mitigate or eliminate the adverse effects of that operation. These conditions may include, without being limited to, provision by the owner or operator of the licensee, at his expense, of additional off-street parking, security personnel, and screening and buffering from nearby properties. 

Furthermore, according to Section 5-9(c), the granting of extended hours of operation is a privilege subject to modification or termination by the City Commission each year at renewal time, and no person may reasonably rely on the continuation of that privilege.

VI.  STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS

____________________________________________________________________________
According to Police records, the Police Department has no objections to the issuance of the requested 6:00 A.M. license to the applicant. In addition, the Fire Department also has no objections to the requested 6:00 A.M. license. While parking at the Hallandale Shopping center is considered nonconforming under the current Code, a majority of the businesses located in the Hallandale Shopping Center are closed in the evening, therefore the proposed 6 A.M. license will not impact the existing parking situation on-site.

As a result, staff recommends the approval of the proposed Nightclub License application.

Consideration of a Moratorium Ordinance  

PURPOSE:

To impose a city-wide moratorium on the issuance of Development Orders, Permits and the processing of new Major Development applications, Land Use Plan and Zoning Amendments for a period of six months.

BACKGROUND:

The City Commission at their May 4, 2007 City Commission Special Meeting directed the City Manager to initiate a six (6) month moratorium to ensure that increased development pressures are addressed and associated impacts are properly mitigated in order to protect the health, welfare and safety of existing and future City residents.  To ensure development within the City takes into consideration the best interests of our community, the City Commission directed the City Manager to complete a City-wide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy, finalize the City-wide Traffic and Transportation Analysis and address concerns related to water and sewer capacity.
DISCUSSION
The attached Ordinance will impose a six (6) month moratorium on the acceptance or processing of applications for land use plan and zoning amendments, and the issuance of Development Orders and Permits for Major Development applications.  

The term "Development Order" means any order granting, denying, or granting with conditions an application for a Development Permit; and the term "Development Permit" includes any land use plan amendments, building permit, zoning permit, subdivision approval, rezoning, certification, special exception, variance, or any other official action of local government having the effect of permitting the development of land.

Section 32-782(a)(2) of the City’s Zoning Code defines  Major Developments as, “those which contain ten residential dwelling units or more, or 4,000 square feet of nonresidential gross floor area or more and shall be subject to review by staff and the planning and zoning board, and review and approval by the city commission.”  As such, the moratorium will not affect any existing structures (commercial or residential) that seek interior or exterior improvements, or any new development which meets the definition of Minor Development.  Section 30-782(a)(1) defines Minor Development as  “those which contain less than ten residential dwelling units, or less than 4,000 square feet of nonresidential gross floor area”.

The moratorium also includes provisions for a vested rights determination, as well as a provision for the City Commission to grant a waiver.  Both a vested rights determination and waiver will require a public hearing with the City Commission and must be based upon substantial and competent evidence.

The moratorium provides exemptions for Minor Development as defined in Section 32-782(a)(1) that does not increase the intensity or density of development or adversely impact traffic conditions or public facilities and services, including but not limited to such development as:

a. The construction, renovation or improvement of individual single family homes; and

b. The construction, renovation or improvement of multifamily, commercial, retail or office space within the confines of existing buildings; and

c. Façade and roof improvements and interior buildouts of existing structures; and

d. Replacement of mobile homes within a mobile home park, pursuant to Section 723.041(4), Florida Statutes; and
e. The construction, renovation or improvement of non-habitable structures, including fences, billboards, swimming pools, poles, transmission lines, advertising signs, cable television or telecommunication facilities and the like.

In addition, the moratorium provides further exemptions for the following categories of Development Orders and Permits:

1. Any infrastructure or public facilities and services which is required to be provided by any government entity; and

2. Major Development applications that have been approved by the City Commission as of the effective date of this ordinance and related companion applications; and 

3. Major Development and related companion applications that have been formally reviewed and issued comments by the City’s Development Review Committee (DRC) as of the June 20, 2007.  A list of such development is attached as Exhibit “A of the attached ordinance;” and

4. Any development pursuant to a development agreement which is protected from a change in municipal ordinances to the extent provided by Section 163.3233, Florida Statutes, prior to the effective date of this Ordinance; and

5. Improvements authorized by administratively approved amendments to site plans referenced in paragraph (2) above, so long as said improvements do not increase the intensity or density of development,   adversely impact traffic conditions or increase the demand for water and sewer capacity; and

6. The construction, renovation or improvement of recreational facilities, restaurants, lounges, clubhouses or health and fitness spas, which constitute lawful accessory uses designed to serve existing multi-family buildings; and

7. The reconstruction of marinas and dry dock storage facilities.

RECOMMENDATION:


It is recommended that the attached moratorium Ordinance be approved on First Reading and, upon recommendation by the Planning and Zoning Board at their June 27, 2007 meeting, be placed on the agenda for Second Reading/Adoption at the August 1, 2007 Commission meeting.

SUBJECT: 
An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending the City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 10, Budget and Taxation, Article II, "Budget Transfers", Section 10-31, "Authority for Budget Transfers"; Providing for Greater Flexibility and Utilization of Budgeted Funds; Providing for Conflicts; Providing for Severability; and Providing for an Effective Date.  


Section 10-31 of the City’s Code of Ordinances grants the City Manager authority to transfer budgeted funds with certain restrictions.   The current ordinance does not allow for the City Manager to utilize lapsed salary funds to hire outside services while the position is vacant.  The City is competing with other companies and government agencies that offer higher salaries.  The proposed ordinance change grants the City Manager authority to utilize lapsed salary funds to hire outside services on a temporary basis while the position is vacant.  

Additionally, the proposed ordinance change removes the City Manager’s restriction on transferring from or to personnel services and capital improvement accounts, as well as, transferring funds into new accounts.  However, any transfer in excess of the City Managers purchasing authority requires City Commission notification.  These changes provide greater flexibility between City accounts to ensure the City funds are put to the best use.
