MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, JUNE 6, 2007 AT 10:00 AM

1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 10:15 A.M. 

2. ROLL CALL

Mayor Cooper, Vice Mayor Julian, Commissioners London, Ross and Schiller, City Manager Good, City Attorney Jove, City Clerk McGough - All present

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Pledge was led by Mickaella Mori, Hallandale Elementary School

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Presentation of Certificates to the Student Citizens of the Month

Mickaella Mori, Hallandale Elementary School, received a certificate of recognition as Student Citizen of the Month for May, 2007.

B. Arbor/Earth Day Poster Awards Presentation

Earl King, Acting Director, Public Works/Utilities & Engineering, introduced staff and congratulated the students. Gary Gibson, liaison, Beautification Board, thanked the Beautification Board members for their work associated with selecting the poster award recipients. Members present from the Board were recognized. Mary Francis Jeannot and Mike Morse, Public Works Department, were also recognized for their contributions. 

Mayor Cooper noted that a beautiful City is the result of a team effort of the residents and City employees.

The student posters were displayed through a power point presentation and each student received a certificate of recognition, school supplies and Water Conservation Kits for indoor and outdoor applications.  

Ms. Scales, Hallandale Elementary School, thanked the Commission for recognizing the students.  She stated the school was expecting an “A” rating again this year and that a DVD is on sale for $30.00 which chronicles the new school facility.

City Manager Good noted staff met with representatives from the School Board regarding the Hallandale Adult Community Center athletic fields and the work should be done in the next week. 

C. Presentation by the Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) for Excellence in Financial Reporting for Fiscal Year Ended September 30, 2005 and the Distinguished Budget Presentation Award for the Fiscal Year  2006-07 Budget (Staff: Director of Finance)(see backup)

Mr. Owens was unable to attend. Mary Anderson-Pickle, Member of the FGFOA Board of Directors presented the awards to the Commission.

Mayor Cooper requested that all the plaques that the City has received be placed in the lobby of City Hall.

City Manager Good spoke of the department’s dedication and efforts to ensure that the City’s Finances adhere to the highest ethical standards.  The City’s auditors have reviewed the City’s finances to confirm no irregularities.

D. Presentation of Certificate of Recognition to Division Chief Alex Baird, Fire Department, for continued service to the City of Hallandale Beach Community Emergency Response Team (CERT)

Chief Sullivan spoke of Chief Baird’s dedication to the CERT program and his efforts to establish the CERT program in Hallandale Beach.  

Janet Neuschatz, Hallandale Beach CERT Coordinator, noted the program has grown to about 175 members and these volunteer members provide hundreds of hours of service to the community. 

Mayor Cooper presented the Certificate of Recognition to Chief Baird.  Chief Baird spoke of the importance of CERT and thanked all the people in the City and County that work with him.  Commissioner London encouraged participation by the community in both the Police Academy and the CERT Programs.

E. Presentation of Certificate of Recognition to Division Chief James P. Johnson for Assignment to the State Public Information Officers Deployment Team

This item was deferred to the June 20, 2007 Commission Meeting. 

F. Parks and Recreation Summary Report

Report presented by Robert Williams, Acting Director, Parks and Recreation.   Mr. Williams discussed activities and programs during June and July, including the City’s Independence Day Beach Bash scheduled for June 30, 2007.  
G. Discussion of Public Works Construction Projects

Report presented by Earl King, Acting Director, Public Works/Utilities & Engineering. 

The City Commissioners each received Water Conservation Kits for indoor and outdoor applications.  These kits are being distributed within the community.  In regard to violations of the lawn watering regulations, the City is now issuing tickets following a period of issuing warnings. 
Mike Morse, Operations Manager, Public Works/Utilities & Engineering, presented a power point to the Commission regarding the Golden Isles Drive water main project. He explained the existing conditions, the need for the project and the savings to the City by completing the project in house. 

The project’s unexpected delays are due to unrecorded utilities, such as three FPL concrete vaults and unmarked gas lines. Three unexpected water main breaks have also delayed the project. However, staff has addressed these issues and the project is on track. 

Mayor Cooper asked about electric vaults associated with the project and was advised they are fully functional. 

Mayor Cooper asked why cast iron piping is used and was advised of the reasons for the usage.  She was advised that cast iron will not be used to replace the existing water main; but that rather P.V.C. piping will be used.   

Mayor Cooper noted that underground utilities are desired and their installation is being evaluated within the Golden Isles area and asked if it was possible to place electrical and other types of conduit in the same trenches as the water pipes.  City Manager Good noted there are concerns with electrical and other conduits being exposed to water in event of a pipe break but FPL is reviewing alternatives.  The goal is to only do one installation of trenches and avoid tearing up of streets more than once.  

Mayor Cooper requested that a letter be sent to each Condo President about status of the project, including safety concerns, and request that the information be posted.

Mayor Cooper requested that the power point presentation be provided to each Commissioner along with the cost savings achieved by the City staff completing the project. City Manager Good advised the savings was approximately one million dollars.

Vice Mayor Julian commended staff for their prompt and professional response to water main breaks.  

Commissioner Ross asked if the upgraded water mains would improve the fire insurance rating for properties. City Manager Good noted this would be determined.

Commissioner London asked about measures taken for temporary roadway surfaces during period of construction.  Mike Morse advised that asphalt and steel plates are being used currently.  Commissioner London asked about ensuring the health and safety of the water in the functional portion of the water mains and was advised all proper sanitation procedures are followed and the Water Plant routinely tests the water quality. 

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 10:15 A.M.)

Morris Cook, 300 Three Islands Boulevard, asked about the status of the City’s comprehensive traffic study report. Mayor Cooper advised the preliminary study/master transportation plan was presented at the Special Commission meeting on May 4, 2007 and clarified that the intent of the study was not to delay development but to ensure all developers pay their proportionate share of the cost of future traffic and transportation improvements.  

City Manager Good stated once the study/master plan is complete, which is estimated to be in August or September, 2007, it will be presented at a meeting where the public will have the opportunity to speak. 
6. CONSENT AGENDA

A. Pursuant to Chapter 23, Section 23-226 through 23-228, Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances, Request Authorization to Award RFQ #2005-2006-007, Engineering Design and Construction Services for Installation of a Liquid Chlorination System to GlobalTech, Inc. in the Amount of $241,380. (Staff: Acting Director, Public Works/Utilities/Engineering) (see backup) BP# 019/04

Commissioner London noted there was only one vendor.  City Manager Good stated the services are very specialized area and there are few vendors. The project specifications were sufficiently broad to not exclude proposers.  Hal  Elsasser, Water Plant Manager, stated that the relatively small size of the project also had an impact in the number of vendors.  

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO APPROVE THE CONSENT AGENDA. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.
7. PUBLIC HEARINGS (to be heard at 10:30 A.M.)

A. Consideration of an Appeal to the Planning and Zoning Board Decision of Application #15-07-V by John Bartos, Imperial Stone, Inc., For a Variance to Construct a 6-foot High Wall in the Front Yard of a Legal Nonconforming Light Industrial Use Located at 730 NW 2nd Street.

The Variance is From the Following Code Provision: 

Article III Section 32-335(c)(1) Regarding the Maximum Height Restriction of 4-feet Wall for Walls and Fences in the Front Yards of Residential Single-Family District (RS-6) Zoned Properties. 

(The Planning and Zoning Board denied the application on January 24, 2007). (Staff: Director, Development Services) (see backup)

City Manager Good addressed the issues and how the property owner and the adjacent residential neighbor have reached agreement on a fence between the two properties. 

John Mosaer, agent for Mr. Bartos, 739 NW 2 Street, advised the fence will be a galvanized picket type fence which is acceptable to Mr. Cole, the adjacent property owner.

Commissioner London inquired how many persons are employed at Imperial Stone, Inc. and was advised about 26 employees of which 7 or 8 are local residents.  

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO APPROVE THE VARIANCE. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
B. Application #05-06-CU by Millennium Group for a Conditional Use Permit Pursuant to Section 32-175(2)(d)(5) of the Zoning and Land Development Code in Order to Construct 179 Residential Units Within the Proposed Mixed Use Development Located at 2500 East Hallandale Beach Blvd.  (Staff: Director, Development Services) (see backup)

(Item discussion under Item # 7.E.)

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPROVE THE CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT CONTINGENT ON THE ORDINANCE PASSING ON SECOND READING AND MAJOR DEVELOPMENT REVIEW APPROVAL. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.  

C. A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Assigning 179 Residential Flexibility Units to the Millennium Hallandale Group Project. (Staff: Director, Development Services) (see backup)

Commissioner London asked if the assignment of 179 flexibility units was the maximum for the property and was advised affirmatively. He noted that he is concerned about the assignment of flexibility units because the City is allotted only a certain number. 

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.
MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPROVE THE RESOLUTION ASSIGNING 179 RESIDENTIAL FLEXIBILITY UNITS CONTINGENT ON THE ORDINANCE PASSING ON SECOND READING AND MAJOR DEVELOPMENT REVIEW APPROVAL. The motion carried by a roll call vote, as follows:

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

E. Application #06-06-DB by Millennium Group Requesting Major Development Review Approval Pursuant to Section 32-782 of the Zoning and Land Development Code in Order to Create a Mixed Use Development and Build a Residential/Retail Building at 2500 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard. (Staff: Director, Development Services) (see backup)

Mayor Cooper noted that consideration of these items associated with the Millennium Group development is subject to the Quasi-judicial process. Steven Geller, attorney for the applicant, stated the applicant will waive the process.

Mayor Cooper requested that a tax analysis be conducted for each proposed development in the City so estimated tax revenues to be generated by projects can be considered when reviewing projects.  A project water/sewer usage analysis is also to be provided. The agenda item format should be reviewed to ensure this information is included.  City Manager Good noted that the water/sewer analysis is already required and can be provided to the Commission.

Christy Dominguez, Director, Planning and Zoning, provided a summary of the project and the waivers requested from code requirements associated with development of the project.  She noted staff does not have objections to the project based on the conditions of approval.

Steven Geller confirmed he had registered as an attorney and not as a lobbyist to represent the applicant and further noted he could provide a template for calculating fiscal/tax impacts of projects used by the State.

Mr. Geller discussed the three public meetings held to review the proposed project as well as the project improvements and how the project reduces non-conforming usage.  

Complimentary valet parking will be offered during construction.  

The existing 2500 Building will not be demolished but will be upgraded.  The other buildings associated with the project will be demolished.

Commissioner Schiller inquired about the project’s impact on traffic flow on Diana Drive and was advised the impact would be minimal because of the design of the project. 

Mr. Geller outlined the contributions to be made to the City through the proposed Development Agreement and confirmed that the Developer has agreed to pay the project’s fair share of costs for future transportation improvements based on the City’s Master Transportation Study and Plan.  

Changes were discussed in the proposed Development Agreement:

1.
The applicant requested that the developer’s contribution of $150,000 for improvements to the Golden Isles Tennis Facility would be made at the time of issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy rather than upon issuance of the Building Permit; and,

2.
Valet service for parking would be offered on a continuous basis; and,

3.
Applicant will also enter into a share-parking agreement with neighboring businesses; and, 

4.
Solid barrier screening such as from plywood fencing would be required during the construction period to shield the adjoining areas from debris and better ensure safe conditions; and,

5.
Development would include purple piping for use of recycled (grey) water.  Recycled water would be used for irrigation.  Piping will be used for regular water until such time as grey water is available and must be able to accommodate use of recycled water when it is available.

6.
Development will be a Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) certified building 

7.
Developer agrees to provide easements to the City for water main crossing at Golden Isles site. 

These changes are to be negotiated with the City. 

Allen Tinter, Tinter and Associates, further explained traffic and parking issues and noted the traffic volume increase is about 5% more than existing conditions. The parking calculations include use of an internalization calculation since residential and commercial use is on the same site. 

Mayor Cooper noted that the applicant should evaluate incorporating the additional parking within the existing structured parking. 

Commissioner London inquired about the traffic study results and the differences between HDR’s  findings and Tinter’s findings.  City Manager Good noted that both studies are now in agreement.  

Mayor Cooper asked about landscaping along Diana Drive and requested to review the plans for improvements along Diana Drive, including sidewalks, security lighting, landscaping and bikepaths before the June 20, 2007 Commission meeting to further consider the item.

Mayor Cooper asked about environmental and green building initiatives to be incorporated into the development.

The landscaping plan was discussed.  Mr. Geller stated the plans for the building have not been drafted but the developer will work with the City regarding incorporating green building systems into the development.

Ignacio Martinez, Chairman, Millennium Group, noted the project can proceed to construction with 40% to 50% of presales accomplished.  Construction is estimated to take no longer than 18 months with occupancy within 24 months. 

Commissioner Schiller asked if the valet will be for commercial and residential. Mr. Geller stated that valet would be provided at the commercial building and the condo association would determine how to best address residential parking. City Manager Good noted there is no code deficiency in the amount of residential parking. Discussion continued about the City’s parking code requirements.

Commissioner London recommended an evaluation of the City’s parking code requirements to determine if it best meets the needs of the City’s residents. Mr. Geller stated the City has one of the most stringent parking requirements in the area. 

Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 1:50 P.M. and stated discussion of this item would resume at 2:30 P.M. following a lunch break. 

Discussion of the item resumed at 2:39 P.M.

Commissioner London asked for the charge for valet parking and Mr. Martinez stated the charge was not yet determined.  Commissioner London asked if the developer would reduce the size of the building. Mr. Martinez stated the original plan was 35 stories and the City Manager negotiated it down to 29 stories, the number of stories needed for a viable development.  

Commissioner London asked about the shortfall in the landscaping and Mr. Geller stated that they would work with the City on all issues. 

Commissioner Ross asked about location for the sales office and was advised it would be on the ground floor of the 2500 Building.  Commissioner Ross expressed desire that the development incorporate “LEED” (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) building standards. 
Mayor Cooper opened the public hearings for all items related to the Millennium Project. 

June Laffey, 2300 Diana Drive, asked about construction access and whether the trucks would be using Diana Drive.  

Mr. Geller stated that the construction access would be on Hallandale Beach Blvd.

Seeing no other speakers, the Public Hearing was closed. 

Commissioner London asked where the construction workers would park. Mr. Martinez stated there are available locations within the area and this will not be a problem.  

Commissioner London stated he had an overriding concern about future projects involving additional City development.

F. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending the City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 2, Administration, Article III “Boards, Committees, Districts and Authorities,” Section 2-74 "Election of Officers" and 2-75 “Excessive Absences of Board Members”; Providing for Conflicts; Providing for Severability; and Providing an Effective Date (First Reading)(Staff: City Clerk)(see backup) CAD# 018/07

Mayor Cooper stated that line 33 should be amended to allow flexibility in voting procedure – that election of officers of Boards and Committees should be conducted by open or closed balloting.  Further, the definition of Excused and Unexcused is to be included in the Board and Committee Administrative Policy.

Vice Mayor Julian noted the members of Boards and Committees are volunteers.  Members should inform the Chair of their absence in advance of the meeting and the reason for missing the meeting not be questioned. Commissioner Ross concurred with Vice Mayor Julian. 

Commissioner Schiller recommended including language in the ordinance that the Board or Committee staff liaison call members to confirm their attendance.  Mayor Cooper amended the recommendation to pertain only to quasi-judicial boards.

Commissioner London recommended including language in the Ordinance that members who are more than 15 minutes late arriving at a Board or Committee meeting be considered as an unexcused absence.  The Commission did not act on this recommendation.

Robert Fraidenburg, Assistant Director, Finance, stated this item will provide needed flexibility in the budget process based on the proposed changes in Property Tax legislation under consideration by the Legislature. The recommended changes do comply with requirements of law pertaining to adoption of the budget.

City Manager Good stated that it is staff intention to complete and submit the budget to the City Commission as originally required; however, due to the uncertainty with State legislation, we need the flexibility.  

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

8. CITY BUSINESS

A. Consideration to Accept and Place on File the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) and the Single Audit Report (Compliance Report) for the Fiscal Year Ended September 30, 2006. (Staff:  Director of Finance)(see backup)

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER JULIAN TO DEFER TO THE JUNE 20, 2007 COMMISSION MEETING. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
B. Discussion of Proposed Property Tax Reform. CAD#008/07 (City Manager)(See Backup)

Mayor Cooper asked that the joint letter to the Florida Legislature from Speaker of the House Marco Rubio and Senate President Ken Pruitt regarding the framework for a tax reform proposal and the Power Point presentation presented to the Joint Select Committee on Property Tax Reform be distributed to the City Commission.

The various property tax reform options were discussed.  City Manager Good noted the House and the Senate are still substantially different in their plans. 

Any reform that requires a referendum would need to be approved in early July in order to place the legislation on the November, 2008 ballot. A roll back of tax rates does not need a referendum. The Broward League of Cities is meeting tomorrow at noon in Hallandale Beach to discuss taxation issues toward building a consensus of the membership regarding the issue.

Introduction of new Development Services Director

City Manager Good introduced the new Director of Development Services, Richard Cannone, and discussed his professional background. Mr. Cannone noted he was looking forward to leading the Development Services Department.

C. Consideration of Supporting the Golden Isles Homeowners Association Pertaining to a Broward Beautiful Grant. (Mayor Cooper) (see backup)

City Manager Good noted the Golden Isles Homeowners Association, the Public Works Department and the City Manager’s Office worked together to complete the grant application.  The request is for $10,000 to be matched with cash or in-kind contributions.

City Manager Good requested that the Commission provide authority for the City to match the grant in cash and/or in-kind up to the maximum needed to make the project work and that the project area extend from the Golden Isles Arch to the guardhouse area. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO AUTHORIZE SUPPORT OF THE GRANT WITH THE GRANT MATCH AT THE DISCRETION OF THE CITY MANAGER FOR A WORKABLE PROJECT AND THE PROJECT AREA TO EXTEND FROM THE GOLDEN ISLES ARCH TO THE GUARDHOUSE AREA. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
Commissioner Schiller asked about beautifying South Ocean Drive. City Manager Good stated that three developers have contributed monies to the beautification and when the building developments are completed the roadway improvements will be done. 
D. Discussion of Amending the City Code Pertaining to City Commission Compensation. (Mayor Cooper)(see backup) 

Mayor Cooper discussed the subject and recommended an ordinance be drafted with the following provisions: 

· Commission salary changes would only be considered during the budget process; and,

· Consideration of an increase in the Commission salary would be submitted as an agenda item with  proper backup; and, 

· The maximum Commission salary increase would be capped at 10% as recommended by the last Charter Review Committee; and,

· The increase could mirror the cost of living increase approved for employees. 

Commissioner Ross recommended a full time salary for Commissioners be considered to in order to encourage more residents to run for the office. 

Commissioner Schiller stated factors other than population of the City should be considered when determining the salary but recommended the matter be considered during the budget process. 

Vice Mayor Julian recommended the City Attorney draft an Ordinance related to Commission compensation and the matter considered as part of the budget process.

Mayor Cooper recommended the Ordinance be placed on the agenda for First Reading on June 20, 2007 and Second Reading on August 1, 2007 and include the provisions she outlined in the discussion.  

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER TO AUTHORIZE PREPARATION OF AN ORDINANCE PERTAINING TO COMMISSION COMPENSATION WITH FIRST READING SET FOR JUNE 20, 2007. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
E. Discussion of Town Hall Meeting on Property Tax Legislation (Mayor Cooper)(see backup)

Mayor Cooper stated it is important that the community become better informed about the proposed impacts of the Property Tax Legislation. 

Commissioner Ross suggested it would facilitate the discussion of accurate information if the meeting were held after the Legislature took action.  

City Manager Good noted the Special Legislative Session to consider property tax reform was anticipated to be completed by June 25, 2007.  Consensus was reached to schedule the Town Hall Meeting on June 27, 2007 in the Cultural Center.  

F. Discussion of Request for Information Regarding the Allocation of Slot Machine Revenues Received by the State for Education. (Mayor Cooper)(see backup) CAD # 007/05

Mayor Cooper stated she had received inquiries from residents about the subject and a clear answer was needed from the State.  

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY COMIMISSIONER SCHILLER TO APPROVE SUBMITTAL OF A LETTER TO GOVERNOR CRIST REQUESTING A WRITTEN REPORT ON THE ALLOCATION OF SLOT MACHINE REVENUES FOR EDUCATION. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
G. Discussion of the Status of the Beach Club Sales Center Building and City Uses. (Commissioner Schiller)(see backup) CAD # 012/03; CR #024/07

Commissioner Schiller asked if a section of the Beach Club Parking Structure had been turned over to the City for public parking.  City Manager Good stated that approximately 100 spaces had been turned over to the City.  These parking spaces will not be metered initially but would be metered approximately January 1, 2008. 

Commissioner Schiller asked what was being considered for the sales center building which would be turned over to the City.  As a City facility there would be ongoing costs for staff and having to pay to park would discourage some patrons.  Perhaps the City could put out a proposal for an oceanfront restaurant.

Vice Mayor Julian suggested a permanent cover or roof be placed on the top floor and a kitchen facility added.

Mayor Cooper recommended the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board be requested to give ideas.  She is opposed to commercial use of the property.

H. Pursuant to Section 18-40 of the City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances, Consideration of Revocation of Occupational Licenses at 218 South Dixie Highway.(City Manager)(see backup)

City Manager Good advised that an attorney representing the holder of one of the occupational licenses, Personalized Spa, Inc. had requested that this item be deferred.  

MOTION COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO DEFER CONSIDERATION OF REVOCATION OF THE LICENSE FOR PERSONALIZED SPA, INC. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
The holder of the other license, Personalized Massage, has not submitted a request for deferral.  Deputy City Attorney Perez stated that the license of Personalized Massage should be considered for revocation. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO DEFER CONSIDERATION OF REVOCATION OF THE LICENSE FOR PERSONALIZED MASSAGE. 
City Manager Good requested that the Commission allow him to confer with the City Attorney and the Deputy City Attorney.

City Manager Good stated it would be better if all evidence be heard at the same time.  Accordingly, it is recommended that consideration of revocation of both occupational licenses be deferred.  It was requested that the previous motion to revoke the license for Personalized Massage be withdrawn.  
COMMISSIONER ROSS WITHDREW HER PRIOR MOTION.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO DEFER CONSIDERATION OF REVOCATION OF BOTH LICENSES AND BRING BACK WHEN READY.  The motion carried on a 5/0 vote.

Mayor Cooper asked if the two businesses can operate based on the Commission action. 

City Manager Good stated the businesses are closed and there will be no change in the status of the closure.   

9. EVENT REPORTS

Mayor Cooper advised the Lower East Coast Water Plan has been submitted.  This Plan discusses water supply, water reuse and water reclamation issues.

Mayor Cooper noted testimony was taken in opposition to the new east side Charter School; however, the school met all requirements. 

City Manager Good advised the cities of Hollywood and Dania Beach are requesting that Hallandale Beach support opposition to the proposed runway expansion at the Fort Lauderdale/Hollywood International Airport.   Mayor Cooper noted the need for an evaluation of the economic and environmental impacts and issues before Hallandale Beach takes a position. 

City Manager Good noted there is progress in the agreement with the City of Hollywood regarding water and sewer capacity.  
Commissioner Ross announced that AAAA Towing and Recovery, Inc., Hallandale Beach, was selected as the Hallandale Beach’s Area Chamber of Commerce’s Small Business of the Year.

10. OTHER

Mayor Cooper noted that a report from Eagle’s Wings has been received.  

City Attorney Jove requested that a Special Meeting/Executive Session be held on or before June 20, 2007 to consider settlement of the Cirilo/Hagopian case.

Commissioner London asked for the status of the workshop for members of Boards and Committees and the City Commission regarding Parliamentary Procedure.  City Manager Good stated a memo regarding dates for the workshop would be circulated within two weeks. The workshop will be scheduled for some time in August and it will be opened to all Board Members. 
Commissioner Ross nominated Dr. Marc Pomerantz to the Human Services Advisory Board, Ms. Rochelle Pomerantz to the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board and Mark Sadolf to the Transportation/Flood Mitigation Advisory Board.  

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPOINT DR. MARC POMERANZ TO THE HUMAN SERVICES ADVISORY BOARD.  The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPOINT ROCHELLE POMERANZ (TABMAN) TO THE PARKS AND RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONCED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPOINT MARK SADOLF TO THE TRANSPORTATION/FLOOD MITIGATION ADVISORY BOARD.  The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
11.
PLANNING AND SCHEDULING MEETING (to be heard during lunch recess in Room 219)

City Manager Good noted that an item was on the agenda pertaining to revocation of occupational licenses.  He advised the City had received a letter requesting that the consideration be deferred and he had determined that this would be in the interest of the City.

The Commission reviewed the Calendar of Events and Meetings for the month of June, 2007.  A South Florida Water Management District Rule Workshop has been scheduled for June 18, 2007 at Fern Forest Nature Center.  City Manager Good advised he will attend.  Mayor Cooper will be attending the 75th Annual U.S. Conference of Mayors in Los Angeles, CA which is scheduled for June 22, 2007 through June 26, 2007.

There being no further business to come before the Commission, the meeting was adjourned at 5:00 P.M.
