III.  INTERDEPARTMENTAL REVIEW SUMMARY

____________________________________________________________________________
The Fire department had no objections to the proposed nightclub as it will not affect the occupancy of the building. 

The Police Department conducted a review of required service calls over the last 2 years (copy attached).  The Police Department noted that the facility has its own security force which is supplemented by off-duty Hallandale Beach police officers.  The Florida Department of Law Enforcement agents are also on site during operating hours. The Department had no objections to the issuance of the requested 6:00 a.m. license.

IV. ANALYSIS

____________________________________________________________________________
1. The subject property is a gaming facility which includes greyhound dog track and casino which operates and sells liquor until 2:00 a.m. The State recently approved the casino to operate 18 hours during weekdays and 24 hours on the weekends. The casino is opened Monday thru Thursday from 10:30 a.m. until 4:30 a.m. and weekends it is opened 24 hours with Fridays opened at 10:30 a.m. thru Monday at 4:30 a.m. 

2. The sale of alcoholic beverages in the City is not permitted after 2:00 a.m., unless a Nightclub License for later closing time is approved by the City Commission. 

3. According to Chapter 5, Section 5-9, applications for nightclub licenses shall be placed on the Planning and Zoning Board and City Commission agendas for consideration and City Commission approval. 

4.
The ground floor has 83,375 square feet in gross floor area and has been rated for a 
maximum occupancy of 3,708. There are approximately 1,298 parking spaces 
available on site. 

____________________________________________________________________________

V.  REVIEW CRITERIA

____________________________________________________________________________

Section 5-9 Nightclub Licenses; Issuance and Renewal sets forth the following criteria for Planning and Zoning Board recommendations and for City Commission considerations in making decisions on Nightclub Licenses:

(1)
The amount of off-street parking in relation to the demands created by the extra hours of operation, especially with regard to any spill-over effect creating illegal or hazardous parking or parking in adjacent residential areas. 

The property has approximately 1298 parking spaces on site. The casino is licensed by the State to operate the gaming facility 24 hours a day in weekends and 18 hours during the week. No spill-over effect is anticipated from the additional operating hours of the sale of alcoholic beverages until 6:00 a.m.  
(2)
The amount and degree of law enforcement activities generated by the extra hours of operation, both inside and outside the particular location, with particular reference to noise, vehicular use by patrons, and illegal activity of any kind of employees, patrons or others associated with the establishment, during or within one hour after the extended hours of operation. 


The Police Department has reviewed the proposal and have no objection to the additional hours requested for alcoholic beverage sales. Further, the Gaming Center utilizes off-duty Hallandale Beach Police officers, as well as Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE) on site during operating hours. 

 (3)
The adverse effects, if any, that the extended hours of operation will have on neighboring properties, especially with respect to the effects of noise, parking, and glare from headlights or exterior lighting, on nearby residential properties.

The Mardi Gras Gaming Center is located on 45.17 acres. No effects of noise, headlights or glare are anticipated from the extended hours of operation. 

In accordance with Section 5-9(b), the City Commission may require, as a condition of the privilege of extended hours of operation, compliance with any reasonable conditions deemed by the Commission to be necessary to mitigate or eliminate the adverse effects of that operation. These conditions may include, without being limited to, provision by the owner or operator of the licensee, at his expense, of additional off-street parking, security personnel, and screening and buffering from nearby properties. 

Furthermore, according to Section 5-9(c), the granting of extended hours of 

operation is a privilege subject to modification or termination by the City Commission each year at renewal time, and no person may reasonably rely on the continuation of that privilege.

II.  HISTORY

____________________________________________________________________________
PREVIOUS REQUESTS ON SAME PROPERTY:  

On March 20, 1990, the City Commission approved an application by LAL Ocean Corporation, Arnie Oreinstein, for a 6:00 A.M. Nightclub License for Ocean’s Eleven South.The 6:00 A.M. license was approved conditioned on Mr. Oreinstein agreeing to abide by a 1983 Parking Agreement which required the parking at 814 North Federal Highway (Carini’s) and at 614 NE 8 Street to be shared and available for use by Ocean’s Eleven.

On January 26, 2005, the City Commission approved Application #09-05-CL for a 6:00  A.M. License to Efrain Alfonso subject to Mr. Alfonso abiding by the 1983 Parking Agreement. Please note, Nightclub licenses are not transferable, therefore, Joseph Franco, the new operator of Ocean’s Eleven Lounge, is seeking approval to also operate until 6:00 A.M.

III.  INTERDEPARTMENTAL REVIEW SUMMARY

____________________________________________________________________________
The Fire Department rated the premises for a maximum seating capacity with tables and chairs of 140. They had no objections to the request.   

The Police Department conducted a review of required service calls over the last two years. (Copy attached)

The Police Department had no objections to the issuance of the license to Joseph Franco for Ocean’s Eleven Lounge.

There are minor Code Enforcement issues which are being addressed.

____________________________________________________________________________

IV. ANALYSIS

____________________________________________________________________________

1.
Arnie Oreinstein, the former operator of Ocean’s Eleven, was granted a Nightclub License with a 6 a.m. closing in 1990 and every year thereafter. In 2005, a 6:00 A.M. license was issued to Elfrain Alfonso who operated Ocean’s Eleven subsequent to Mr. Orenstein.  Nightclub licenses are not transferable, therefore, Jospeh Franco, the new operator of Ocean’s Eleven Lounge, is seeking approval to also operate until 6:00 A.M.

2.
The sale of alcoholic beverages in the City is not permitted after 2 A.M., unless a Nightclub License for later closing time is approved by the City Commission.  

3.
According to Chapter 5, Section 5-9, applications for Nightclub Licenses shall be placed on the Planning and Zoning Board and City Commission agendas for consideration and Commission approval.

4.
Ocean’s Eleven has 3350 square feet in gross floor area. The establishment has 140 seats. 

The parking requirement for bars, nightclubs and dance halls is 1 parking space for each 100 square feet of floor area, or 1 space for every 4 seats, whichever is greater. Based on the present code, 35 parking spaces are required. There are 5 spaces on the property.  Therefore, the property is nonconforming as to the present parking requirement. However, the applicant’s lease provides for access to the parking facilities at 814 North Federal Highway and at 614 NE 8 Street in accordance with the 1983 Parking Agreement. There are 40 parking spaces at 814 North Federal Highway and 30 parking spaces at 614 NE 8 Street for a total of 75 parking spaces available for use by Ocean’s Eleven.

V.  REVIEW CRITERIA

____________________________________________________________________________

Section 5-19 Nightclub Licenses; Issuance and Renewal sets forth the following criteria for Planning and Zoning Board recommendations and for City Commission considerations in making decisions on Nightclub Licenses:

(1)
The amount of off-street parking in relation to the demands created by the extra hours of operation, especially with regard to any spill-over effect creating illegal or hazardous parking or parking in adjacent residential areas. 

The site is nonconforming and does not meet present parking requirements. However, per the 1983 Parking Agreement, 75 parking spaces are available for use by the applicant. The business has operated since 1983 pursuant to the Parking Agreement without adversely affecting neighboring properties, therefore, it is anticipated that additional parking other than the existing number of parking spaces per the Agreement should not be necessary. 

(2)
The amount and degree of law enforcement activities generated by the extra hours of operation, both inside and outside the particular location, with particular reference to noise, vehicular use by patrons, and illegal activity of any kind of employees, patrons or others associated with the establishment, during or within one hour after the extended hours of operation. 


According to the Police Department's query of law enforcement activities in the last 2 years; there were 145 incidents in 2006 and 64 incidents so far this year at Ocean’s Eleven. (See attached report for type of incidents) During such time, Ocean’s Eleven has operated with a 6:00 A.M. license.

 (3)
The adverse effects, if any, that the extended hours of operation will have on neighboring properties, especially with respect to the effects of noise, parking, and glare from headlights or exterior lighting, on nearby residential properties.


Some adverse effects due to extended business hours may be service calls experienced, however, according to records, no complaints from nearby residential properties have been received. Also, the applicant intends on operating similarly to the former operation.

In accordance with Section 5-13 (b), the City Commission may require, as a condition of the privilege of extended hours of operation, compliance with any reasonable conditions deemed by the Commission to be necessary to mitigate or eliminate the adverse effects of that operation. These conditions may include, without being limited to, provision by the owner or operator of the licensee, at his expense, of additional off-street parking, security personnel, and screening and buffering from nearby properties. 

Furthermore, according to Section 5-13 (c), the granting of extended hours of operation is a privilege subject to modification or termination by the City Commission each year at renewal time, and no person may reasonably rely on the continuation of that privilege.

VI.  STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS

According to Police records, the Police Department has no objections to the issuance of the 6:00 A.M. License to the applicant.  As a result, staff recommends the approval of the Nightclub License, subject to the following conditions:

1. The applicant acknowledge the 1983 Parking Agreement in a form acceptable to


The City Attorney.

2. The transfer shall be predicated upon the production of a valid Alcoholic


Beverage License from the State of Florida.

3.
The license will be re-evaluated by the City within 6 months. Should the number of incidents not be reduced within such time, the City Manager shall take any appropriate action pursuant to Section 5-9 (e) of the Code.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this memorandum is to request City Commission consideration and approval of all nightclub licenses as per Section 5-9 (d).

BACKGROUND

Licenses to sell alcoholic beverages are issued by the State, however, hours of sale are controlled by the City.  Section 5-4(a) of the Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances specifies establishments shall not sell alcoholic beverages between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 7:00 a.m. on weekdays and Saturdays or between 2:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m. on Sunday, unless a Nightclub license has been issued by the City.  Nightclub licenses do not include extra hours of sale (6:00 a.m. Saturday on premises and 7:00 a.m. Sunday off premises) granted by Ordinance 94-13.

Section 5.9 (d) states all nightclub licenses expire at 11:59 p.m. on September 30 of each year and the City Commission may consider renewal of these licenses at the first regular meeting in August.  The criteria for issuance and renewal of Nightclub licenses (Section 5-9 of the Code of Ordinances) include, but are not limited to, the amount of off-street parking available, the amount and degree of law enforcement activity generated by the extra hours of operation, and any adverse effects the operation may have on neighboring properties.  

DISCUSSION

Attachment #1 is a list of Nightclubs that presently have licenses in the City (FL-Tatiana Club Restaurant, Flanigan’s Seafood Bar & Grill and New Millennium Ballroom).  Attachment #2 provides a comparison of Police calls for service for the periods July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006 and July 1, 2006 through May 31, 2007.  

The Police Department has no objections to the renewal of the Nightclub Licenses for the three (3) establishments listed. The Police Department two-year history report indicates the number of calls for service for Flanigan’s Seafood Bar & Grill increased by seven over the current twelve-month period.  The majority of the calls were service related and not criminal infractions.  Millennium Ballroom, Inc. and FL-Tatiana Club-Restaurant, Inc. showed a decrease in calls for service.  

Ocean’s 11 Lounge South has a new owner, Joseph Franco, who made application to transfer the 6:00 a.m. license from the previous operator, Sinbad Pub Inc.   Mardi Gras Gaming has also applied for a 6:00 a.m. closing nightclub license.  The two applications are also on the August 1, 2007 agenda for consideration of approval.  

The Police Department will continue to monitor activity at the locations and work with the owners to reduce the calls for service. 

The Fire Department inspections revealed no significant threat to occupants’ safety and therefore have no objections to renewal of the licenses. The Code Enforcement Division observed several minor violations at FL Tatiana Club-Restaurant, Inc. and one at New Millennium Ballroom Inc.   Flanigan’s Seafood Bar & Grill has an open case requiring them to clean and paint the walls in the parking lot and enclose the dumpster.  Code Enforcement is monitoring these businesses to ensure these minor violations are corrected.

The reports from Fire Department, Development Services, Code Compliance Division and the Police Department detailed two year history are also attached.  

CONSIDERATIONS

Establishments holding extended hours licenses are continually reminded that the granting of extended hours is a privilege, subject to modification or termination by the City Commission each year at renewal time.  If, prior to renewal time, the City Manager determines that any licensee has either violated a condition of renewal or is operating in a manner harmful to the public health, safety or welfare, he may place on the City Commission agenda the matter of revoking the nightclub license (Section 5-9 (e)).

CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS

Staff has no adverse comments to renewal of the Nightclub Licenses for the following establishments subject to conditions of approval as noted below:

Section 10-31 of the City’s Code of Ordinances grants the City Manager authority to transfer budgeted funds with certain restrictions.   The current ordinance does not allow for the City Manager to utilize lapsed salary funds to hire outside services while the position is vacant.  The City is competing with other companies and government agencies that offer higher salaries.  The proposed ordinance change grants the City Manager authority to utilize lapsed salary funds to hire outside services on a temporary basis while the position is vacant.  

Additionally, the proposed ordinance change removes the City Manager’s restriction on transferring from or to personnel services and capital improvement accounts, as well as, transferring funds into new accounts.  However, any transfer in excess of the City Manager’s purchasing authority requires City Commission notification.  These changes provide greater flexibility between City accounts to ensure the City funds are put to the best use. 

The ordinance was passed on first reading on June 20, 2007 with the following amendment: the Ordinance was amended on line 48 whereby the City Manager would notify the Commission of the budget transfer exceeding the City Manager’s purchasing authority level at the time the transfer is initiated.  The notification would include the amount of the transfer and the cumulative amount spent.

It is recommended that this ordinance be adopted on Second Reading, as amended.

Cities are required to certify, in this form, the rolled-back millage rate, current year proposed millage rate, and the date, time and location of the first public hearing.   

DISCUSSION
House Bill 1B, signed into law on June 21, 2007 requires cities to reduce the amount of roll-back rate by a graduated scale of percentages which are based upon the Compound Annual Growth Rate in Per Capita Taxes levied between 2001 and 2006. According to the numbers provided by the Department of Revenue the City of Hallandale Beach is required to levy a maximum millage rate of 91% of the roll-back rate or, in other words, roll-back less 9%.
The Broward County Property Appraiser’s Office has submitted their July 1st 2007 Certified Taxable Value. The rolled-back millage will be 5.5479, when extended upon the current year's adjusted taxable value of $3,674,973,770 [Gross taxable value ($4,846,649,780) minus new taxable value ($239,261,289) minus CRA dedicated increment value ($932,414,721)]. The City’s gross taxable value had an increase of $661,203,641 (or 15.8%) from $4,185,446,139 in 2006, to $4,846,649,780 in 2007.

The millage rate staff proposes to provide to the County is 5.0486, which is 9% below the rolled-back rate of 5.5479.  

In addition to the millage rate, the City must also advise the Broward County Property Appraiser the date and time of the public hearing and the total amount to be collected from the Fire Assessment.  The costs of Fire protection services for the City continues to rise as the City’s revenue streams from other sources continues to decline. For this reason the City Manager is recommending to increase the Fire Assessment rate from $70 per year to $115 per year ($45 increase, or 64%) for residential classification. All other classifications will increase proportionally. At $115 the City’s rate would still be among the lowest in Broward County. At this rate, for Fiscal Year 2007-08, the gross assessment of $4,324,000 will net receipts of approximately $4,107,800 or $1,607,800 above the current year amount of $2,500,000.

Staff proposes to conduct the Fire Assessment hearing at 5:05 p.m. on September 12, 2007 in accordance with State Statute.

The date of the first public hearing by law has to be set between September 3 and September 18.  Furthermore, it cannot conflict with either the County or the School Board's hearings. Purpose: 

Enter into a Third Amendment to the Interlocal Agreement with Broward County in order to receive reimbursement of funds expended for the purchase of the final Foster Road Park property under the land acquisition grant with Broward County.

Background:

The land acquisition process for the expansion and upgrading of Foster Park began in December, 2001 when the City Commission authorized a grant application for the Broward County Land Preservation Bond Program.  The grant request was approved and ten properties were acquired, some with funds matched by the City, and conveyed to the City.  The acquisition of 636 Foster Road has now been completed and is the final property to be purchased for the Foster Park expansion project.  

In order to receive reimbursement for a portion of the costs for acquisition of 636 Foster Road, the City is required under the terms of the grant to enter into an amendment to the Interlocal Agreement with Broward County. 

Discussion:

As part of the requirements for receiving funding for park land acquisition, on November 4, 2003, the City Commission approved the first Resolution obligating the City to execute a Conceptual Resource Management Plan/Conceptual Park Management Plan, (Park Management Plan) and including the obligations of the Park Management Plan in the City’s Five Year Capital Improvements Plan.  The City Manager was authorized to enter into the First Interlocal Agreement. In May, 2004 a Second Amendment to the Interlocal Agreement was authorized by the City Commission to incorporate additional properties acquired by the County and conveyed to the City under this Program. 

In 2005 Broward County ceased efforts to negotiate purchase of 636 Foster Road.  The City was authorized to continue efforts with a commitment from the County that funds would be available for the acquisition if the City was successful.  On March 5, 2005 the City Commission authorized the City Manager to continue negotiations and approved a purchase price of $355,000 for the Property.  This price was accepted by the owners of 636 Foster Road.

The City will receive $308,000 towards the purchase price of the property which is 10% above the County’s appraised value and the maximum amount authorized under the grant program. In addition, the City will receive $7,523.50 for reimbursement of costs incurred for due diligence (appraisals/environmentals) for a total reimbursement of $315,523.50. Accordingly, the total cost to the City is approximately $47,000.

The grant reimbursement was approved by the Broward County Land Preservation Board on Thursday, July 19, 2007 and will be presented to the Broward County Commission during August, 2007.

In keeping with prior grant requirements for obtaining reimbursement of expenditures,  the City is requested to pass a Resolution pertaining to the acquisition of 636 Foster Road.  The Resolution indicates the City will include the contractual obligations of the Interlocal Agreement with the County in the City’s Five Year Capital Improvements Program.  A Third Amendment to the existing Second Amended Interlocal Agreement requires execution. The requirements include the use of the land acquired for passive park uses only and that the site remain for public use and control by the City unless prior approval is given by the County. The City Attorney has drafted the proposed Resolution to meet these requirements. 

Recommendation:

The City Commission approve the Resolution indicating that the contractual obligations for the property will be included in the City’s Five Year Capital Improvement Program and authorize the City Manager to execute the Third Amendment to the Interlocal Agreement with Broward County and any other related documents.
