Weed & Seed Monthly Report – August, 2007
During the month of August, the Weed and Seed Steering Committee voted in a new Committee Chair. Jessica Sanders, a Palms of Hallandale Beach resident and Program Director for Eagle’s Wings Development Center has accepted the position and will begin immediately. 

Curfew violation prevention efforts continue to operate by the Police Community Partnerships Division. Four curfew sweeps were conducted in the month of August, resulting in five (5) juveniles being issued NTA’s. The department is developing new strategies for truancy prevention. Weed and Seed is looking into hiring support staff to assist officers when family issues preventing regular participation in school are identified.  In the month of August, Community Police Officer Jackson assisted the US Marshal’s Office by conducting warrant sweeps in the Palms of Hallandale Beach. 

Residents, providers and Weed and Seed committee members participated in two community events in August; National Night Out and a School Supply Giveaway. Both events were very successful. The School Supply giveaway was a collaboration of faith-based organizations and providers. Streamlining special services such as turkey giveaways and holiday food distribution, in order to eliminate duplication of services is a main focus of the Weed and Seed committee. 

Weed and Seed proudly announces and supports the implementation of the H2H (Homeless to Home Ownership) program in the Northwest. This program prepares residents who have traditionally been unable to own a home to successful move toward independent homeownership. The group meets once a month at Friendship Baptist Church and is in partnership with Bank Atlantic. 
Anthony Sanders, Jessica Sanders, Becky Wright, Sgt. Paul Robert and J D Smith attended the CCDO (Community Capacity Development Office) National Conference in Detroit. This very informative conference provided significant valuable information on program development, neighborhood revitalization and economic development.
