Athletics/Aquatics/Tennis/Scholarship Highlights                                                 
Athletics (PAL)
-
Youth Soccer concluded its first ever Summer Soccer Season with playoffs at Bluesten Park.  All teams advanced to the playoffs and champions were crowned in three different age divisions.

Youth Track and Field participated in the 2007 AAU Junior Olympics in Knoxville, Tennessee.  Fourteen participants from Hallandale Beach joined thousands of athletes from across the nation.  We were proud to bring home three medals, including a gold medal in the Young Men’s High Jump.

Youth Football and Cheerleading began play in the month of August.  Six teams in the following will participate throughout Dade and Broward Counties.  In addition, the cheerleaders will have 5 squads showing their support throughout the season.  Games will go on until November with playoffs set to begin that same month.

-
Youth Baseball began practicing for the upcoming 2007 Winter Baseball Season.  Four teams, T-ball, Rookie, Bantam and Juvenile, will compete throughout Broward County.  Games are set to begin in September with playoffs scheduled in November.

Aquatics

· Three pool passes were sold in August:  1 Adult Resident and 2 Adult Non-Resident.
· Swim lessons remain in full-swing, with various levels offered on weekday mornings and evenings as well as Saturday mornings.

· Over 1,223 cooled off at the pool in August.

· A boys and girls 10-14 tournament was hosted on August 25th.
· Summer camp ended August 17th.  The after school tennis program began on August 27th and will continue through May.

· The Fall Adult Clinic Schedule began, with students having the option of morning or evening classes.
