09/01/07, 3199 S. Ocean Drive  Attempted Armed Robbery, 07-29414

The victim was waiting for a friend when he was approached by the male suspect.  The suspect brandished a firearm and demanded money from the victim.  The victim refused and pushed the suspect away.  The suspect then fled on foot.  The area was searched; however, the suspect was not located.  There were no injuries.

ISD: This case has been assigned to Detective Matias and is currently being investigated.   
Status is active/open.

A taxi driver picked up a fare in the Northwest section of the city.  When he arrived at the intersection of 5 St. and 5 Ave., the passenger exited the vehicle and approached the driver as if he was going to pay the fare. ISD: The victim positively identified the suspect and an arrest was made.  The case has been sent to the state attorney’s office for case filing.

Officers were dispatched to the parking lot of Club Millennium reference a shooting.   Upon arrival the victim was located lying on her back in the parking lot.  The victim was coherent and talking to officers.  According to the victim, a male (suspect) was flirting with her in the parking lot attempting to ask her on a date.  The victim states she denied his request, at which time the suspect became enraged.  Shortly thereafter, the victim advised the suspect brandished a handgun and struck her with it.  After being struck with the handgun, the suspect pointed it at her and fired one round.  The bullet struck the victim in the right hip.  The victim was transported to Hollywood Memorial Hospital. 

ISD: A suspect was identified and an arrest warrant was issued.  About two weeks later, he was arrested in New York.  Extradition is pending.
09/03/07, 920 NW 9 Avenue  Armed Robbery, 07-29636

Officers were dispatched to Pembroke Park for a delayed report of an armed robbery.  The victims stated that they were walking in Hallandale Beach when two unknown males approached them in a gray Volvo.  The suspects were armed with handguns and demanded the victim’s cash, jewelry, and clothing.  Upon receiving the items, the suspects got back into the vehicle and fled Northbound toward Pembroke Road.  There were no injuries.

ISD:  This case has been assigned to Detective Villanueva and is currently being investigated.  Status is active/open.

A distraught subject was on the roof of the building threatening to jump.  Hostage negotiators responded and established a rapport.  After two hours, the negotiators were able to talk the subject into surrendering for medical assistance.

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION
The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA).  

The SOD Detectives conducted an investigation into a narcotics trafficker, who was purported to live in the Hallandale Beach area.  After a thorough investigation the SOD Detectives confiscated two ounces of powder cocaine (street value $1,600.00) and arrested two suspects, who were subsequently charged with two counts each of trafficking in cocaine.  

The SOD Detectives, along with SWAT, executed a search warrant at 411 N Dixie Highway, #6. One suspect was arrested charged with possession of cocaine and drug paraphernalia.  Additionally, $1,270.00 in U.S. currency was confiscated for possible forfeiture.
