A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, ADOPTING THE FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT AND HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN AND ADOPTING THE 2007 ANNUAL FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT PLAN EVALUATION REPORT. 

WHEREAS, participation of the City in the National Flood Insurance Program’s Community Rating System requires that the City have a Floodplain Management Plan; and,


WHEREAS, management of the City’s floodplain is an important means of flood mitigation; and 

WHEREAS, management of the City’s floodplain is an important means of protecting the natural and beneficial functions of the floodplain; and

WHEREAS, the Commission authorized the formation of the Floodplain Management Plan Committee to develop a floodplain management plan on November 20, 2006; and 
WHEREAS, the Committee worked in cooperation with the community and with pertinent agencies to complete the plan; and 

WHEREAS, the Committee has also developed the 2007 Annual Floodplain Management Plan Evaluation Report; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the residents and businesses of the City to garner points to help improve the City’s Community Rating System rating in order to reduce premiums on flood insurance.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.

The Commission adopt the City of Hallandale Beach Floodplain Management and Hazard Mitigation Plan.
SECTION 2.

The Commission adopt the 2007 Annual Floodplain Management Evaluation Report.
