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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

10/01/07,  104 N.W. 9 St.,  Burglary/Battery, Discharge of a Firearm,  07-33345

The victim and suspect were engaged in a verbal argument centered on the victim disciplining the suspect’s daughter.  The argument became violent when the suspect forced his way into the victim’s vehicle and struck him several times with a handgun.  The victim was able to flee in his vehicle, whereupon the rear window and front passenger window of his vehicle suddenly shattered.  A witness confirmed the suspect had fired his handgun at the vehicle being driven by the victim.  The victim did not have any visible injuries and refused rescue.

ISD: After obtaining taped statements from the victim and witnesses, Detective Matias generated a Not-In-Custody Probable Cause Affidavit charging the suspect with Attempted Felony Murder, Burglary/Battery, and Shooting into an Occupied Vehicle. The case file was forwarded to the State Attorney's Office for their review.  
10/01/07,  704 N.W. 4 St., # N.,  Burglary/Battery,  07-33329

A known suspect forced open the back door to the victim’s residence, splitting the doorframe.  Once inside, the suspect armed himself with a lamp and shoved the victim.  The victim defended himself with a knife and was able to call the police.  Upon realizing the police had been notified, the suspect fled the scene.  No items were taken and no injuries were reported. 

ISD: Detective Matias obtained taped statements from the victim and witnesses.  The suspect was arrested and charged with Burglary/Battery (Domestic). 
10/02/07,  800 Parkview Dr.,  Strong Armed Robbery,  07-33505

The victim observed three suspects sitting in a vehicle as she walked across the parking lot.  Moments later, two suspects approached her from behind and knocked the victim down, taking her purse from her shoulder.  The suspects then entered the vehicle occupied by the third suspect and fled the scene.  No injuries were reported.

ISD: Detective Williams has made repeated attempts to contact the victim to further the investigation, yielding negative results; however efforts will continue.

10/02/07,  200 S.W. 10 Terrace,  Strong Armed Robbery,  07-33466

The victim was walking home from Hallandale Adult Community Center when two suspects approached from behind and grabbed him, placing a hand over his face.  One of the suspects reached inside the victim’s pocket and took his Ipod and cell phone.  The suspects then fled on foot.  There were no injuries reported.

ISD: This case is currently being investigated by Detective Matias. 

10/03/07,  800 S.W. 5 Ct.,  #B,  Home Invasion,  Armed Robbery,  07-33600

Two suspects entered the victim’s home, one armed with a handgun, and demanded money from the victim.  While the suspects searched the victim’s home, the victim began screaming.  One of the suspects attempted to gag the victim, however the victim continued to scream.  The suspects fled from the home without taking any property.  No injuries were reported. 

ISD: This case is currently being investigated by Detective Matias.
10/04/07,  757 N.W. 4 St., # 2,  Sexual Battery,  07-33740

The victim and the suspect were drinking together in the victims home when the suspect began choking her.  The suspect forcefully removed the victim’s clothing and sexually battered her.  The victim was transported to the Sexual Assault Treatment Center.
ISD: Detective Villanueva obtained taped statements from the victim and suspect.  A Not-In-Custody probable cause affidavit was generated charging the suspect with Sexual Battery and Battery.  The case file has been forwarded to the State Attorney's Office for their evaluation and review of the totality of the facts and the evidence in this case. 

10/06/07,  111 N. Federal Hwy.,  McDonalds,  Armed Robbery,  07-34205

Three suspects entered the McDonalds Restaurant carrying handguns.  The suspects demanded money from the restaurant’s cash drawers and stole one patron’s purse.  The suspects fled the restaurant and drove from the scene in a truck.  There were no injuries reported.

ISD: Detective Villanueva is investigating this case.  The victims and witnesses interviewed thus far are not able to identify the suspects. There is no video surveillance available. 
10/08/07,  1045 W. Hallandale Beach Blvd.,  Rent-A-Center,  Armed Robbery,  07-34348

Two armed suspects entered through the warehouse and forced two employees into the break room.  The suspects removed approximately $1500.00 from the transaction area and fled.  There were no injuries reported.   

ISD: Detective Matias is investigating this case. The victims and witnesses cannot identify the suspects, as the suspects were wearing masks. The video surveillance did not capture the image of the suspects and no latent fingerprints of value were recovered on scene. 

10/12/07,  818 S.W. 5 Ave.,  Suspicious Fire,  07-34768

Officers responded to the residence and found several small fires in the home.  Hallandale Beach Fire Department responded and extinguished the flames.  The State Fire Marshal responded to the scene and the investigation is on-going.

10/20/07,  1009 Foster Rd.,  Sexual Battery,  07-35856

The victim and her parents came to the police station and reported that approximately two years earlier a friend of the family had forced the victim to perform oral sex with him.  At the time of the incident, the victim was under the age of 16.  The family recently learned of the incident from the victim.  

ISD: Detective Taylor is investigating this case. 

10/21/07,  116 N.W. 9 Terr., Apt. #406, Aggravated Assault with a Firearm,  07-35944
The victim advised that she and her live-in-boyfriend were involved in an argument at which time the boyfriend armed himself with a handgun and pointed it at her head stating he was going to kill her.  Upon arrival of the police, the suspect was taken into custody without further incident.  There were no injuries reported.

ISD: Taped statements were obtained from the victim and the suspect. The suspect was charged with Aggravated Assault with a Deadly Weapon and Battery (Domestic Violence). 

10/22/07,  708 Foster Road,  Criminal Mischief (Marked Police Unit #884), 07-36144

While the officer was on a foot patrol along Foster Road, unknown suspect(s) used rocks to damage the hood and drivers door of the unattended marked police vehicle #884.  Approximate damage to the city vehicle is $1000.00.  No suspects were located.
10/25/07,  South City Beach,  Burglary/Conveyance,  07-36494

Officers patrolling the area learned that two suspects were burglarizing a vehicle within the South City Beach parking lot when the victim observed them.  A witness to the burglary attempted to prevent the suspects from fleeing the parking lot by block the exit with his vehicle.  The suspect rammed the witness’s vehicle, disabling their own.  The suspects fled on foot and officers were deployed to the area.  One suspect was apprehended and identified.  The second is still at large.  

ISD: Detective Williams obtained taped statements from the victims, witnesses, and the suspect. The suspect confessed to intentionally striking the victim vehicle with his vehicle and stated he was aware the other suspect was committing a burglary/conveyance. The suspect was charged with Burglary-Conveyance/Principle and Aggravated Assault with a Motor Vehicle.
10/26/07,  201 W. Hallandale Beach Blvd.,  Armed Robbery,  07-36630

The victims were sitting in their car when the two suspects approached them.  One suspect was armed with a handgun and demanded the victims’ wallet and purse while pointing the gun at them.  The suspects then fled the area.  Officers searched for the suspects without making contact.

ISD: Detective Williams is investigating this case. 

10/27/07,  116 N.W. 9 Terrace.,  Armed Robbery/Carjacking,  07-36665

Two suspects approached the victim after he had parked his vehicle and was walking to his apartment.  One suspect brandished a handgun and demanded the victims’ wallet, cell phone, and keys.  The suspects then fled the scene in the victims’ vehicle.

ISD: Detective Matias is investigating this case. 

10/27/07,  1870 S. Ocean Dr.,  Throwing a Deadly Missile ,  07-36729

The driver of a city minibus was traveling northbound on S. Ocean Drive when he heard a loud shattering noise from the rear of the bus.  Upon stopping the bus and investigating, the rear window was observed to be shattered.  Pieces of a broken beer bottle were observed in the rear of the bus.  No injuries were reported and no suspects were observed.  Approximate damage to the City Mini-Bus is $200.00.
ISD: Detective Matias is investigating this case. 

10/27/07,  680 W. Hallandale Bch. Blvd.,  Family Dollar Store,  Armed Robbery,  07-36742

Three suspects entered the store armed with handguns.  The suspects demanded the money from the register and the safe.  The suspects fled in an older model vehicle.  There were no injuries reported.  Approximate loss to the business is $4444.00. 

ISD: After learning Miami-Dade PD arrested four suspects of a robbery to a Family Dollar Store in Miami-Dade County, Detective Williams responded and obtained a taped statement from one of the suspects.  This suspect confessed to committing the armed robbery at the Family Dollar Store in Hallandale Beach.  Investigative efforts continue. 

10/29/07,  141 N.E. 10 Ave. ,  Armed Robbery,  07-37027

The victims were approached by two armed suspects who were demanding money.  The victims surrendered their money and jewelry.  The suspects fled on foot.  The area was checked with negative results in locating the suspects.
ISD:  Detective Williams is investigating this case.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)
The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA).  

The SOD Detectives conducted an investigation into a narcotics trafficker, who was purported to be conducting his business in the City.  After a thorough investigation the SOD Detectives confiscated (99) Oxycodone pills, (street value $850.00) and arrested the suspect, who was subsequently charged with trafficking in Oxycodone.  

SOD Detectives conducted another investigation into a narcotics trafficker, conducting his business in the City.  Detectives confiscated (90) Oxycodone pills, (street value $1,500.00) and arrested the suspect, who was subsequently charged with trafficking in Oxycodone and two counts of delivery of Oxycodone.  Additionally, a second suspect was arrested in this case and charged with trafficking in Oxycodone, possession of cocaine, possession of Alprazolam with intent to deliver and possession of Diazepam with intent to deliver.  Additional illicit pills were confiscated from the second suspect with an approximate street value of $2,160.00.   

Detectives assigned to the South Florida Money Laundering Unit completed an investigation, which led to the seizure of $230,601.00 in U.S. currency and (14) kilos of powder cocaine (approximate street value $210,000.00).
