SUBJECT:    Weed & Seed Monthly Report – October, 2007
October marks the beginning of Weed and Seed’s second year of funding as an Officially Recognized site.  Providers in the area were invited to participate in a reception to help identify new resources for the community representatives from the City of Hallandale Beach’s Human Services Department, CRA, Broward Substance Abuse Council, Broward County Schools, Memorial Health and faith based organizations met to share ideas for adequate service provision.

The second “Keepin’ It Real” event will be on December 6, 2007 to discuss the topic “Men Only.”  This event will prompt an open conversation between the more seasoned male residents and the young adults/teens in the area.  The purpose of the program is to identify the specific needs of that particular population.

The Steering Committee is planning several special holiday events in November and December: (1) a community Harvest Feast pot luck meal will be held on November 17th at the Hepburn Center, and (2) on December 14th over 500 adult meals will be distributed to the underprivileged at the second annual Humana Holiday Celebration, with adult meals, food and fun activities provided for children in the community. 

The H2H (Homeless to Home Ownership program) is in full operation and looking for a bigger meeting space.  The number of participants continues to grow each month. 

A Small Business Support Service program will be launched by the beginning of the New Year. The Committee will be working with the CRA office to come up with an appropriate list of services for small and new businesses in the community.  There will be an informational meeting for business owners on November 13th at Eagle’s Wing’s Development Center.  To date there are 15 businesses registered to participate. 

There will be two training sessions for the Weed and Seed area in December provided by the Community Capacity Development Office of the Department of Justice.  On December 8th, Steering Committee members will attend half day training on committee operations and 
development.  On December 10th and 11th, The International Economic Development Council will meet with community residents, businesses and city officials to assist in creating an implementation plan for revitalization.
