RESOLUTION 2007-

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING DONATIONS OF SURPLUS FIRE EQUIPMENT AND MATERIAL TO VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENTS WITHIN THE UNITED STATES
WHEREAS, approximately eighty (80%) percent of Fire Departments are volunteer; and


WHEREAS, surplus equipment and material have been donated by municipal and other fire departments  to countries overseas; and 

WHEREAS, the expenses of volunteer fire departments could be lessened by almost half by such donations; and 


WHEREAS, the equipment and material that is paid by the taxpayers in the United Sates should be donated to sister fire departments in the United States; and


WHEREAS, a dedicated website should be established in connection with the donation and distribution of surplus fire equipment and material; and


WHEREAS, all Cities in Broward County, the Broward League of Cities, the Florida League of Cities, and the National League of Cities should join in this effort.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 


SECTION 1.
The City of Hallandale Beach supports and appreciates the sacrifice and patriotic duty exemplified by our brave men and women in the United States volunteer fire departments, and desires that economic support be made available through donations of surplus fire equipment and material from sister municipalities to them.
