NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

11/03/07, 701 N.W. 7 Avenue # 1, Criminal Mischief to Weed & Seed Office, 07-37591 

Officers responded to the Weed & Seed office and discovered the lower portion of the window had four small holes, possibly made from BBs.  No damage was observed to the interior of the office.  Damage was estimated at $50.00.

ISD:  The victim in this case does not want to pursue charges and signed a waiver of liability.

11/07/07, 839/840 Foster Road, Armed Robbery/Shooting, 07-38183

The victims were approached by a suspect who demanded money.  After the victims met the demands, the suspect shot one victim in the leg.  The injury was not life threatening.  The suspect fled the scene with twenty-one dollars.

ISD:  This case is currently under investigation and no suspects have been developed.

11/08/07, 201 S.W. 3 Street. Armed Home Invasion Robbery, 07-38190

Two suspects entered the victim’s home, armed with handguns, and demanded money.  They fled with a laptop, television, microwave, cell phone, and six dollars in cash.  The victim was then able to untie himself but prior to the call being dispatched; an officer observed a vehicle traveling with no headlights.  The officer conducted a traffic stop on the vehicle and the three occupants fled but where apprehended.  Minutes later, the home invasion robbery was dispatched and the officers were able to determine the suspects matched the description of the home invasion suspects.  The victim’s stolen property was located in the suspects’ vehicle, as well as the two handguns used by the suspects during the commission of the home invasion robbery.

ISD:  The driver of the vehicle told detectives that she was carjacked at gunpoint and forced to drive the vehicle.  She subsequently gave a full statement against the two suspects who were arrested on scene.  The case has been sent to the state attorney’s office for felony case filing.   
11/08/07, 700 Foster Road, Criminal Mischief (Police Vehicle #883), 07-38326

While officers were dispersing a large crowd in the street an unknown suspect threw a rock striking police vehicle #883.  Approximate damage to the police vehicle is $50.00.

11/11/07, 410 Golden Isles Drive, Suicide, 07-38650

Officers responded to the report of an injury and upon arrival located the victim seated within the building’s stairwell with a gunshot wound under his chin.  A revolver handgun was located on a step between the victim’s feet.  The victim was transported to Hollywood Memorial Hospital where he was pronounced dead.  The victim’s wife stated the victim had been recovering from a back operation and was in excruciating pain.  The victim’s wife stated the victim had verbalized he did not want to live.

ISD: This case has been ruled a suicide by the Broward County Medical Examiner’s Office and is closed.
11/11/07, 605 NW 1 Ave., Aggravated Assault with a Deadly Weapon, 07-38671

The victim arrived at her former boyfriends’ house whereupon an argument ensued.  During the argument, the suspect retrieved a shotgun and discharged the weapon into the air.  The suspect then pointed the weapon at the victim and threatened her.  The second suspect then took the shotgun and also pointed it at the victim.  Upon arrival of police, both suspects were taken into custody.

ISD:  Detectives obtained taped statements from all parties and this case has been sent to the state attorney’s office for review.   

11/14/07,  Three Islands Guard Gate, Criminal Mischief - City Property,  07-39093

The suspect, a resident of the Three Islands Safe Neighborhood District, became inpatient and annoyed he had to wait for the guard gate to open and intentionally drove his vehicle through the down gate.  The suspect was located at his residence and charged accordingly.  Approximate cost for replacement of the guard gate is $150.00.
  ISD:  The victim in this case does not want to pursue criminal charges since the suspect has paid for the damages.  The victim signed a waiver of liability.

11/19/07, 1001 Atlantic Shores Blvd.,  Armed Robbery,  07-39683

The victim was walking to work when an armed suspect approached her.  The suspect grabbed the victim and threw her to the ground.  The suspect took the victim’s purse and entered a waiting vehicle, which was being driven by a second suspect.  The victim suffered minor injuries.

ISD:  This case is currently being investigated and there are no new leads.

11/23/07, 2850 E. Hallandale Bch. Blvd., Found Grenade, 07-40190

While searching the shoreline with a metal detector, the complainant found a pinecone shaped hand grenade.  Officers responded and evacuated the immediate area.  BSO Bomb Squad responded and removed the device from the beach.  It was determined on scene the device was inactive.

11/23/07, 600 NW 7 Avenue, Aggravated Assault, 07-40260

The victim and suspect have had an ongoing dispute over a domestic relationship.  The two were exchanging insults when the suspect pulled out a serrated edge knife and began walking toward the victim.  Officers arrived on scene as this was occurring.  Upon conclusion of the on-scene investigation, the suspect was arrested.

ISD:  The victim in this case has not been located yet.  Case is active.
11/24/07, 700 N. Federal Hwy., Armed Robbery, 07-40337

A person known to the store clerk entered the business and demanded money which the clerk owed the suspect.  Upon being informed the clerk did not have the owed money, the suspect grabbed money off the counter, which belonged to the store.  The clerk attempted to stop the suspect from fleeing and was struck by the exterior side mirror on the getaway vehicle as it fled.  

ISD:  After a careful review of the circumstances in this case, the state attorney’s office recommended charging the suspect with petit theft instead of armed robbery.  A suspect has been identified and charges are pending.
11/25/07, 1000 Moffett Street, Armed Robbery, 07-40477

The victims were sitting outside their residence when two suspects approached on foot.  One of the suspects produced a handgun and, while placing the barrel of the gun to the head of each victim, searched the victims for money.  Both suspects fled on foot.  There were no injuries.

ISD:  This case is currently being investigated.

11/28/07, Hallandale Adult Community Center, Possession of a Firearm on School Property, 07-40825

On campus security was notified of a student who was in possession of a .22 caliber handgun, at which time police were notified and responded to the campus.  Officers made contact with the student and removed the gun from his front pocket, placing him under arrest without further incident. 
ISD: The suspect refused to talk to detectives.  This case has been presented to the state attorney’s office for review.

11/30/07, 851 NE 14th Avenue #409, Death Investigation, 07-41086

The 50 yoa victim was a long time heroin user, and on the night of her death had ingested heroin.  A companion who was also using heroin, found her on the bathroom floor of their residence and called police and rescue.  Upon the arrival of rescue personnel, the victim was pronounced dead.
ISD:  This case was ruled an overdose by the Broward County Medical Examiner's Office and is closed.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)
The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA).

The SOD Detectives conducted an investigation into a narcotics trafficker, who was conducting illicit activity in the City.  The SOD Detectives confiscated approximately (16) grams of crack cocaine (approximate street value $700.00).  Charges against the suspect in this case are pending. 

The SOD Detectives assisted an investigation with Davie police department.  The investigation led to the arrest of one suspect and the confiscation of (108) Oxycodone pills (approximate street value $1,620.00). 

The SOD Detectives assisted an investigation with DEA and several other agencies.  The investigation resulted in the arrest of two suspects and the confiscation of one kilo of powder cocaine (approximate street value $22,750.00).  

Detectives assigned to the South Florida Money Laundering Unit completed an investigation, which led to the seizure of $1,040,995.00 in U.S. currency.  

DEPARTMENT VACANCIES

The Police Department had the following vacancies through the month of November: (13) Police Officers, (3) part-time Police Officers and (1) Community Service Aide.
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
