RESOLUTION 2008-

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING A COMPLETE REVIEW AND ANALYSIS OF THE PROPOSALS BEFORE THE TAXATION AND BUDGET REFORM COMMISSION PERTAINING TO  FLORIDA SALES AND USE TAX PROVISIONS TO REMOVE EXCLUSIONS AND EXCEPTIONS FOR PURPOSES OF PROVIDING REVENUES FOR SCHOOLS IN FLORIDA


WHEREAS, Committee Member McKay has two proposed Constitutional Amendments before the Taxation and Budget Reform Commission requiring a complete review and analysis of the Florida Sales and Use Tax provisions; and 


WHEREAS, the purpose of the review and analysis is to identify exemptions and exclusions within the Florida Sales and Use Tax provisions that if eliminated could provide a substantial source of revenue to the State; and


WHEREAS, the proposals include language that would require any identified revenue received as a result of the elimination of these exclusions and exemptions be dedicated solely to the funding of Schools in the State; and


WHEREAS, the City Commission supports this complete review and analysis of the Florida Sales and Use Tax provisions for purposes of eliminating exclusions and exemptions in order to provide a revenue source for schools in Florida.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 


SECTION 1.
The City urges the Taxation and Budget Reform Commission to support proposals before them to the extent said proposals require a complete review and analysis of the Florida Sales and Use Tax provision to eliminate exemptions and exclusions for the purpose of funding education in the State of Florida.
