RESOLUTION 2008-

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING SENATE BILL 84 EXPANDING THE NUMBER OF GRANTS A LOCAL GOVERNMENT MAY APPLY FOR TO ACQUIRE LAND FOR OUTDOOR RECREATION ACTIVITIES, AND TO FURTHER SUPPORT LEGISLATION TO EXPAND THE NUMBER OF GRANTS OVERSEEN BY THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS THAT A CITY MAY APPLY FOR 

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 84 expands the number of grants from two (2) to three (3), and from $200,000 to $500,000 for each application that a local government may apply for with the State concerning land acquisition for outdoor recreation opportunities and activities; and 


WHEREAS, the expanded financial assistance to local governments concerning opportunities for land acquisition and recreational activities is significant given that the State as well as Cities, have suffered and continue to suffer a loss of revenues resulting from an economic downturn, and the property tax legislation recently passed limiting local government revenues; and

WHEREAS, legislation should concomitantly be passed to expand local government opportunities for funding as provided for in Senate Bill 84, and in the Department of Community Affairs that oversees a range of matters from affordable housing, transportation to water issues.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 


SECTION 1.
The City supports Senate Bill 84, and urges the State Senate and House to enact legislation to further expand local government funding through the State.
     
SECTION 2.
The City Clerk shall forward this Resolution to all appropriate persons.
