RESOLUTION 2008-

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, OPPOSING SENATE BILL 392 REQUIRING LOCAL GOVERNMENTS TO REPORT ON A QUARTERLY BASIS TO THE DEPARTMENT OF STATE CONTRACT EXPENDITURES OVER FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS  


WHEREAS, Senate Bill 392 shall require local governments making expenditures over five thousand dollars ($5000) pursuant to a contractual agreement to report those expenditures on a quarterly basis to the Department of State; and 


WHEREAS, requiring local governments to report expenditures in increments of five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) or more shall create an undue hardship and excessive administrative burden upon local governments and the State of Florida and is not consistent with the doctrine of local, home rule powers; and


WHEREAS, compliance with Senate Bill 392 would result in a requirement of additional staff at the municipal, County and State level and this additional staffing would increase the burden on taxpayers at every level at a time when the Legislature is reducing revenues available to meet the mandates of the State; and  



WHEREAS,  the City, like all municipalities, is required to conduct internal audits through its own staff and external audits by independent auditors for purposes of ensuring that the City is complying with accounting standards as set by the Government Accounting Standards Board and this audit process is incorporated into the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report; and


WHEREAS, the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report, including the external audit,  is provided to over thirty-five Federal, State, County and other local and private agencies, including, but not limited to, the Florida Auditor General’s Office, the Florida Department of Revenue, Department of Community Affairs Office of Inspector General, State of Florida Division of Accounting and Auditing - Bureau of Accounting, National Clearinghouse for Federal Audit Reports - U.S. Bureau of Census, U.S. Department of Justice, Dunn & Bradstreet Information Services; and


WHEREAS, the need for the proposed bill and how the information collected will be used have not been stated and it does not appear that the bill will increase accountability for local governments.
  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 


SECTION 1.
The City opposes Senate Bill 392, and urges The State Senate and House to also oppose same.
