ORDINANCE NO. 2007 - 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, CREATING ARTICLE VI IN CHAPTER 2, ADMINISTRATION, ESTABLISHING A CODE OF ETHICS TO BE FOLLOWED BY  ELECTED OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES AND OFFICERS APPOINTED TO BOARDS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach desires for the proper operation of democratic government by establishing policies for public officers and employees, members of boards and committees; and 

WHEREAS, public officers and employees, members of boards and committees should not have any interest, financial, personal, or organizational, direct or indirect, or engage in any business, transaction, or activity, or incur any obligation that is in conflict with the proper discharge of their duties in the public interest; and 

WHEREAS, public office and public employment are positions of public trust imposing the duty of a fiduciary upon officers, employees, members of boards and committees; and  

WHEREAS, such individuals shall not use their public positions for personal gain nor should they act in such a way as to give an appearance of impropriety.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

 
Section 1:
Chapter 2, Administration, is hereby amended by creating Article VI, Code of Ethics as provided in Exhibit “A” attached hereto.  The Code of Ethics shall be further supplemented by a “City Ethics Manual” which shall be adopted by the City Commission and is on file in the Office of the City Clerk.

Section 2:  In the event any provision or application of this Ordinance shall be held invalid, it is the legislative intent that the other provisions and applications hereof shall not be thereby affected.

Section 3:  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are to the extent of said conflict, hereby repealed.

Section 4:  This Ordinance shall become effective upon adoption by the City Commission.

EXHIBIT “A”
Section 2-436.  Definitions

Appointing Authority means the office with authority to appoint an individual to a position.


Financial Interest in an official action exists when the action may result directly or indirectly in a financial gain or loss accruing to the City Officer and or his immediate family to a greater extent than could reasonably be expected to accrue to the general public. Financial interest in a company, business, organization, or other entity exists when the City Officer and or their immediate family owns individually or combined , a five percent (5%) or more share of the company , business, or other entity and the value of such shares exceed five thousand dollars ($5000.00).


Immediate family means the City officer’s spouse, children, parents or spouse’s parents and any other family members within two degrees of affinity and or relation.


Organizational interest in a company, business, organization, or other entity exists when the City officer is a director or a member of a board which establishes policy and/or budgetary decisions for the entity.

Personal interest means a direct or indirect interest, matter, or relationship not shared by the general public which could be reasonably expected to impair the City Officer’s objectivity or independence of Judgment. 

Public Officer means any person elected or appointed to hold office in any agency, including any person serving on an advisory body.  If further means any employee of an agency and includes contracted City employees and officers.

Special Privilege means no public officer shall use or attempt to use his or her official position or any property or resource which may be within his or her trust, or perform his or her official duties, to secure an immoral or improper promise, favor, or influence benefit, or exempt for himself, herself, or others from other than faithfully performing their official duties.

Section 2-437.   Prohibition on Participation on Items of Personal, Financial, or Organizational Interest.

Except as otherwise preempted under applicable federal, state, and common law and policies, no Public Officer shall vote where they have a personal, financial or organizational interest. 

Section 2-438.  Disclosure on Items of Personal, Financial, or Organizational Interests.

A Public Officer who may receive some benefit not shared by the general public due to a personal, financial, or organizational interest, shall disclose the interest and shall file a written disclosure with the City Clerk describing the disqualifying interest.
Section 2-439.  Use and Disclosure of Information Prohibited. 

A Public Officer is prohibited from disclosing or offering to disclose information not available to the general public and acquired by reason of his or her position with the City. This information shall not be used for personal gain or benefit. This shall include Information obtained in the regular course of City business. 
Section 2-440.  Contracts Related Disclosure Required.

     A.
Public Officers must disclose all personal, organizational, or financial 
interests in a business that is receiving City funds, directly or indirectly, 
through a business agreement with the City or a City contractor.

     B.
The disclosure required by this chapter shall be accomplished by filing 
with the City Clerk a written statement by the City officer involved 
describing the interest being disclosed.

Section 2-441.  Attendance at Meetings of City of Hallandale Beach Boards and Agencies.

Neither the Mayor nor any Commissioner shall attend any meeting of any City board or committee which has been established by the City Commission other than for the purpose of simply quietly observing the proceedings of such board or committee as a member of the public. The Mayor or any Commissioner attending any meeting of a City board or committee , shall not engage in discussions or make presentations at the meeting, and if called upon to respond to a question, shall simply state that he or she is present solely to observe the proceedings as authorized by this Ordinance. 

Section 2-442.  Attendance at Meetings to Discuss Bids, Requests for Proposals and Requests for Qualifications.
Neither the Mayor, Vice-Mayor nor any Commissioner shall attend any meeting in the City other than for the purpose of simply and quietly observing the meeting, where a Bid, Request for Proposal or Request for Qualifications is being discussed or evaluated. The Mayor or any Commissioner attending any meeting shall not engage in discussions or make presentations at the meeting, and if called upon to respond to a question , shall simply state that he or she is present solely to observe the meeting (s) as authorized by this Ordinance. 

Neither the Mayor, Vice-Mayor nor the City Commission shall engage in any direct or indirect communication with any person or entity submitting a Bid, Request for Proposal or Request for Qualifications.
