NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION
12/02/07, 813 S.W. 7th Avenue, Possession of Marijuana With Intent to Deliver,  07-41381 

Officers responded to a suspicious vehicle at the listed location.  The investigation resulted in a narcotics arrest where 79 small baggies of suspect cannabis were confiscated along with $1,000.00 in currency.

12/05/07, 209 NW 8 Avenue,  Armed Carjacking, 07-41817 

The victim parked his vehicle in the parking lot at the above location.  As he exited the vehicle, the first suspect, armed with a handgun, approached him from behind.  The suspect demanded the keys to the vehicle and the victim refused.  The suspect struck the victim with the handgun and took the keys.  A second suspect attempted to remove the victim’s wallet and again, the victim fought with the suspect.  Both suspects fled in the victim’s vehicle.  The victim received minor injuries.

ISD: Miami-Dade PD located the victim's vehicle occupied by two male suspects in Miami-Dade County. After a vehicle pursuit, Miami-Dade PD officers arrested the two suspects for Possession of Stolen Motor Vehicle and Resisting Officer without Violence. Detective Villanueva contacted the victim, who was unable to identify the two suspects.  Having exhausted all investigative leads this case was closed.  

12/0/8/07, 705 NE 3 Street #2, Aggravated Battery with a Deadly Weapon, 07-42194

The victim and suspect live together as a family.  An argument ensued over the volume of the television.  At the time the suspect struck the victim with a closed fist breaking his glasses and cutting his face.  Moments later, as the victim was standing in the kitchen, the suspect approached from behind and struck him several times with a table lamp.  The suspect was taken into custody.

ISD:  This case was assigned to Detective Williams. After a sworn taped statement was obtained from the victim and the suspect, the suspect was arrested and charged accordingly.
12/09/07, 901 S. Federal Highway, Battery on a Law Enforcement Officer, 07-42216

Officers were working an off-duty detail at the location when they were summoned to a disturbance.  An intoxicated suspect was asked to leave the premises when he grabbed the officer’s hand and squeezed with enough forced to dislocate his finger.  The suspect was tazed; however, he removed the prongs and fled.  After a foot chase the suspect was apprehended.
ISD:  Detective Villanueva is investigating this case.  He obtained the video surveillance for this case.  The case was forwarded to the State Attorney's Office.
12/09/07, 300 Layne Blvd #214, Burglary Battery, 07-42231

The suspect, known to the victim, left the residence and returned some time later wishing to discuss their relationship.  When the victim refused to let him in, he gained entry through the kitchen window.  The incident became violent with the suspect battering the victim and the victim defending herself with a frying pan.  The suspect fled before the arrival of police.  The suspect was found in the local area and at the conclusion of the initial investigation the suspect was taken into custody.  All injuries appeared minor.  

ISD:  This case was assigned to Detective Williams.  After a sworn taped statement was obtained from the victim, the suspect was arrested and charged accordingly.
12/11/07, 638 E. Hallandale Bch. Blvd. & 901 S. Federal Hwy. Bomb Threat, 07-42576  And  07-42588

Officers responded to the location after receiving a bomb threat.  The open businesses were evacuated and the BSO bomb K-9 cleared the businesses.  No devices were found.  

A second bomb threat was received at Gulfstream Racing and Casino.  Cross-referencing the phone number, officers were able to contact the suspect who confessed to making the calls because of the concert noise coming from the racetrack and casino.  There were no devices.

ISD: Detective Williams received the 911 tapes and the voice matches that of the suspect's sworn confession.  He also received Metro PCS subscriber records indicating the suspect's phone was used to call 911 at the time of the incident.  The suspect was arrested and charged accordingly.
12/14/07, 200 N.W. 10 Street, Armed Robbery, 07-42963

The victim was counting his money when the suspect grabbed the victim’s arm and took the money.  The victim attempted to retrieve the currency when the suspect brandished a three-inch knife and then fled.

ISD:  Detective Matias made several attempts to contact the victim in order to further the investigation yielding negative results.  Efforts will continue.

12/16/07, 410 S.W. 11 Street,  Armed Robbery,  07-43171

Two suspects entered the business wearing face coverings and brandishing handguns.  The suspects took the money and fled.  There were no injuries.

ISD:  The victim spoke with Detective Villanueva and confirmed there was no video surveillance and the victim is unable to identify the suspects because their faces were covered.  This case is closed at this time due to no viable solvability factors. 

12/21/2007, South City Beach, Drowning, 07-43837

The victim was found floating face down in the ocean.  CPR was administered by the lifeguards and Rescue upon their arrival.  There may have been some initial confusion on the part of the lifeguards at the onset of the incident regarding emergency procedures.  The victim was transported to the hospital.

ISD:  Detective Williams is investigating this case.  The victim expired at Aventura Hospital. The doctor signed the Death Certificate and the body was released to the funeral home.  Detective Williams completed a subpoena for the victim's medical records. 
12/22/07, 833 NW 10 Street, Poss. of Stolen Firearm, Poss. of Cocaine w/intent to sell, 07-43911

Officers approached the suspect to investigate narcotic transactions.  As the officers approached, the suspect fled on foot.  During the chase, the suspect produced a handgun and fired a shot into the ground.  The suspect was taken into custody.   The handgun had been reported stolen and the suspect was in possession of cocaine.      
ISD: Detective Budnick is currently investigating this case.                       

12/23/07, 1295 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd. Preliminary THI, 07-44121

Two students were crossing the street mid-block when they were struck by a vehicle traveling west.  Both victims were transported to Memorial with life threatening injuries.  The investigation is continuing.

12/24/07, 800 N. Federal Hwy., Shooting / Aggv. Assault 07-44151

For reasons that are not clear, the suspect fired one shot in the bar.  When he attempted to leave the bar, he was confronted by bar security.  The suspect pointed a large handgun at the victim.  The victim slapped the barrel of the gun away as the suspect fired the weapon.  The victim was able to disarm the suspect.  The suspect fled the area.  

ISD:  Detective Williams obtained sworn taped statements from the victim and witness. The suspect was located at Memorial Hospital West, after receiving a self-inflicted superficial gunshot wound to his leg.  The suspect was arrested and charged accordingly.
12/26/07, 800 Atlantic Shores Blvd. Armed Robbery, 07-44448

Three suspects entered the store, one brandishing a handgun, and demanded the safe be opened.  The clerk opened the cash register.  The suspect struck the clerk with the handgun.  The suspect took the money and some tobacco products and fled.  Rescue treated the clerk for a gash on his head.

ISD:  Detective Budnick is investigating this case.

12/27/2007, 1930 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Injured Child (11 months old), 07-44494

An eleven-month old child was being watched at an unlicensed daycare facility when he pulled an electric cord attached to a pot of hot water.  The child was burned on the foot and leg.  Rescue transported the child to the hospital with non-life threatening injuries.

ISD: Detective Taylor is investigating this case and Child Protective Services was notified.

12/30/07, 721 Atlantic Shores Blvd., Suicide Attempt, 07-44931

The victim was standing on the rail of the third floor balcony ordering police away.  Sergeant Paul Heiser was able to grab hold of the person and pull him away from the edge.  The victim was transported to the hospital for psychiatric evaluation.

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)
The SOD Detectives assisted the Davie Police Department with an investigation regarding a narcotics trafficker.  The investigation resulted in the arrest of an individual who was subsequently charged with trafficking in cocaine.  Approximately 30 grams of powder cocaine was confiscated with an approximate street value of $700.00.

The SOD Detectives participated in a buy/bust operation hosted by the Broward Sheriffs Office.  The operation yielded 10 arrests, eight of which were charged with felonies and 2 charged with solicitation of prostitution.  Approximately 6 ounces of crack cocaine was confiscated with an approximate street value of $4,200.00.  Six of the arrests originated from the City of Hallandale Beach.

Detectives assigned to the South Florida Money Laundering Unit completed an investigation, which led to the seizure of 11 kilos of powder cocaine (street value $198,000.00), one 2006 BMW (pending forfeiture proceedings), one firearm glock (valued at $600.00) & $124,950.00.
