Ordinance 2008 -
An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, amending the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan, more specifically, amending the provisions for the Commercial Recreation land use category to permit hotel, motel and similar lodging as an ancillary use
WHEREAS, the State Legislature passed the Local Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development Regulation Act requiring all counties and cities to prepare a Comprehensive Land Use Plan; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach, pursuant to Florida Statutes and the City of Hallandale Beach Zoning Code, has designated the Planning and Zoning Board as the Local Planning Agency; and 
WHEREAS, Application No. 33-07-TC was submitted requesting that the text of the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan be amended, more specifically, amend the  provisions for the Commercial Recreation land use category to permit hotel, motel and similar lodging as an ancillary use; and 
WHEREAS, a courtesy public notice was mailed to all property owners within the affected area, and within 1,000 foot radius from the affected area; and 
WHEREAS, after notice of a public hearing being duly published, a public hearing was held before the Planning and Zoning Board, acting as the Local Planning Agency, of the City of Hallandale Beach on January 23, 2008 at which hearing all interested parties were afforded the opportunity to be heard; and 

WHEREAS, at the January 23, 2008 Local Planning Agency meeting, the Local Planning Agency recommended approval of the proposed text amendment to the Future Land Use Element.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH: 

SECTION 1.
That the Future Land Use Element of the City of Hallandale Beach Comprehensive Land Use Plan, Commercial Recreation Land Use Category be amended to the following:
“B.3. Commercial Recreation Category - The Commercial Recreation Category shall provide for suitable land areas for commercial recreational attractions and facilities of an active or passive, indoor or outdoor nature which require extensive land area and are recognized as being supportive of a tourist-oriented economy. Each parcel of land within an area designated in the Commercial Recreation land use category by the City Land Use Plan Map must be zoned in a Commercial Recreation zoning district which permits the following land uses:
a)
Golf courses.

b)
Spectator sports and entertainment facilities and auditoriums.

c)
Zoos.

d)
Marinas.

e)
Indoor and outdoor amusements.

f)
Athletic facilities and exercise facilities.

g)
Cultural centers.

h)
Accessory office, service and retail uses.

i)
Hotels, motels and similar lodging ancillary to the primary commercial recreation use.”
SECTION 2.
That the City transmit the amendment to the Florida Department of Community Affairs and other applicable agencies for review. 

SECTION 3.    All ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed, to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4.
If this ordinance or any part thereof is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the ordinance other than the part declared to be invalid. 

SECTION 5.
That this Ordinance shall become effective upon the date of its adoption herein.
