Diplomat Properties: Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Approving a Large Scale Change of Land Use from Commercial Recreation, General Commercial and Low Residential to Commercial Recreation and Irregular (11.24 units per net acre) Residential (#34-07-PA) and Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, amending the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan, more specifically, to create new provisions for an Irregular Residential (Dashed Line Areas) land use category and amending the provisions for the Commercial Recreation land use category to permit hotel, motel and similar lodging as an ancillary use (#33-07-TC).

PURPOSE:

To consider on First Reading three separate ordinances pertaining to three land use related applications, requested by the Diplomat Country Club.  Those requests include the following applications:

1. Application #34-07-PA for a Future Land Use Plan Map amendment to change the land use designation from General Commercial, Low (7) Residential and Commercial Recreation to Commercial Recreation and Irregular (11.24 units per net acre) (“Dashed-Line Area”).

2. Application #33-07-TC(A) to amend the text of the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan to allow for dashed-line areas.

3. Application #33-07-TC(B) to amend the text of the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan to allow hotels, motels and similar lodging as an ancillary use in the Commercial Recreation Future Land Use Plan designation.   

BACKGROUND:

The applicant, Diplomat Properties, Limited Partnership has filed the aforementioned applications for the 96.26 gross acres of the Diplomat County Club north of Hallandale Beach Boulevard, south of Atlantic Shores Boulevard, east of NE 14th Avenue and west of the De Soto Waterway in order to allow 1,050 residential units to be developed within the golf course.  In addition, the applicant seeks to clarify language within the Commercial Recreation Land Use category to permit hotel, motel and similar lodging uses as an ancillary use.

The applicant held a community meeting on November 5, 2007 in accordance with City Policy.

 

DISCUSSION
Attached is the staff report prepared for the Planning and Zoning Board that includes both the policy and technical analysis.

Based upon Staff’s recommendation, the Planning and Zoning Board at the January 23, 2008 meeting recommended the following:

1. Denial (Vote: 6-1) of Application #34-07-PA for a Future Land Use Plan Map amendment to change the land use designation from General Commercial, Low (7) Residential and Commercial Recreation to Commercial Recreation and Irregular (11.24 units per net acre) (“Dashed-Line Area”).

2. Denial (Vote: 6-1) of Application #33-07-TC(A) to amend the text of the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan to allow for dashed-line areas.

3. Approval (Vote: 6-1) of Application #33-07-TC(B) to amend the text of the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan to allow hotels, motels and similar lodging as an ancillary use in the Commercial Recreation Future Land Use Plan designation.   

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends the following:

DENIAL of Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Approving a Large Scale Change of Land Use from Commercial Recreation, General Commercial and Low Residential to Commercial Recreation and Irregular (11.24 units per net acre) Residential, in order to permit 1,050 residential dwelling units within the existing Diplomat Country Club Property, generally described as a portion of Tract B, Block 1 and a portion of Block 11 and Block 13 of the Diplomat Golf Estates Plat, according to the Plat Thereof, as Recorded In Plat Book 46 at Page 24, of the Public Records of Broward County, Florida (legal description attached). 

DENIAL of Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, amending the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan, more specifically, to create new provisions for an Irregular Residential (Dashed Line Areas) land use category.

DENIAL of Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, amending the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan, more specifically, amending the provisions for the Commercial Recreation land use category to permit hotel, motel and similar lodging as an ancillary use.   Staff is not in disagreement with this request but would like to further consider as part of our EAR-based amendments. SUBJECT:
An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Creating a “Public School Concurrency” Section 

PURPOSE:

To establish a new section of the Land Development Code, Chapter 32, Article VI, Section 32-888, to be titled, “Public School Concurrency” that outlines the review procedures for implementing the school concurrency requirements identified in the Public School Facilities Element and the Amended Interlocal Agreement.  

BACKGROUND:

The proposed Ordinance was created in response to the mandatory requirements outlined by Senate Bill 360 to maintain public school concurrency through the implementation of a uniform review process between the Broward County School Board and Broward Municipalities. Pursuant to the requirements of SB 360, the following components of public school concurrency have been completed:

· On December 4, 2007, the City Commission approved an Ordinance on First Reading amending the Comprehensive Plan to add a Public School Facilities Element and take other appropriate actions regarding school concurrency. A transmittal package including the Public School Facilities Element was sent to the Department of Community Affairs (DCA) for a review. DCA determined that a formal review for consistency was necessary and DCA comments will be returned no later than February 16, 2008.  Staff will address the comments and present the Public School Facilities Element to the City Commission for Second Reading. 

· On January 22, 2008 the City Commission approved the Amended Interlocal Agreement (ILA) with the Broward County School Board. The amended Interlocal Agreement states that the school board and each municipality must adopt provisions to their Land Development Regulations (LDRs) that provide procedures for the review of plats and site plans.

· On January 23, 2008, the Planning and Zoning Board recommended approval of the proposed Ordinance to create a new section in the Zoning and Land Development Code that outlines the development review process for proposed residential developments in accordance with the policies adopted in the Public School Facilities Element and the amended Interlocal Agreement. 

ANALYSIS:

All of the requirements for public school concurrency require consistency between the school board and local governments. The proposed Ordinance is consistent with the Ordinance that Broward County has adopted. The proposed Ordinance outlines procedures for developers, the School Board, and the City as it relates to residential development in concurrency service areas. The proposed ordinance addresses the following issues:

· Concurrency Service Areas – Individual school attendance zones for each public elementary, middle, and high school (required 

· Level of Service – 110% of permanent school capacity

· Permits which will be subject to School Concurrency- plats and site plans

· Exempt Applications – application that generate less than one (1) student and age restricted communities

· Vested Applications – applications within plats approved after February 2, 1979, (the date school impact fees were adopted) and applications within previously approved comprehensive plan amendments and rezonings subject to mitigation agreements or restrictive covenants 

· Review Time Frames – 45 days for School Board review of applications, 30 days for applicant to propose proportionate share mitigation to the School Board, and 30 days for applicants to appeal School Board determinations.

In approved, the Ordinance will be brought back when ready to the City Commission for Second and Final Reading along with the Public School Facilities Element. 

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission approve the proposed Ordinance on First Reading to create a new section in the City’s Zoning and Land Development Code to outline the development review procedures for public school concurrency.

Purpose: 

Prepare a Comprehensive Review of the Broward League of Cities 2008 Legislative Action Plan, Florida League of Cites 2008 Legislative Action Agenda, Broward County Commission’s 2008 Legislative Program and the Florida Association of Counties 2008 Legislative Program to review the positions presented by these organizations and make recommendations on whether the City Commission should support or oppose these proposals in a Resolution or Resolutions to the Florida Legislature.

Background:

The Broward League of Cities, the Florida League of Cities, Broward County and the Florida Association of Counties have historically prepared a proposed legislative plan, agenda or program identifying the issues these organizations have recognized as impacting their members, and establishing a position for their members either supporting or opposing the issue. These organizations have in the past submitted these legislative positions to the City Commission for review and sought the City Commission’s support for their proposal. Every year previously, the City Commission has considered these proposals individually and considered adopting a Resolution in support of these organizations. This year staff is presenting all of the legislative proposals in a comprehensive package which identifies those issues where the organizations agree and overlap and issues that these organizations are pursuing individually.  Staff has prepared a Summary of each of the proposals which addresses only those issues within the proposal that Staff has identified as potentially impacting the City, either positively or negatively, and Staff has included recommendations to the City Commission as to the effect of these proposals. The package will be supplemented with hard copies of each of the organizations proposals that will include notes from staff on whether issues are identical, vary, or are addressed at all in the other organizations proposals. 

Discussion:

The Broward League of Cites and the Florida League of Cities have each identified those issues that they will be lobbying in support of or against during this Legislative Session.  Staff has reviewed and summarized their Action Plan and Agenda and summaries of these proposals are attached as Attachments 1 and 2. Because all of the issues within the Broward League’s Plan and the Florida League’s Agenda have a potential impact on the City, each issue is addressed in the respective summary. Staff indicates its recommendation below each issue in each summary. Staff has recommended all of the positions within The Florida League of Cities 2008 Action Agenda be supported. 

The Broward County Commission has adopted a twenty-one page Legislative Program which to a large degree mirrors the Florida Association of Counties’ Legislative Program. Staff has reviewed and summarized the Program and has prepared a summary which is attached as Attachment 3. Staff has determined that not all of the issues present a potential impact to the City so only those that may have an impact have been addressed.  Staff indicates its recommendation below each issue in each Summary.

The Florida Association of Counties has adopted a forty-one page Program which addresses in great detail the issues and positions of the Association.  A summary of the Program is contained on Attachment 4.  Again, many of the issues have no impact on the City of Hallandale Beach and therefore staff has prepared a Summary of the Florida Association of Counties 2008 Program which addresses only the issues of impact for the City. Staff indicates its recommendation below each issue in each summary.

Recommendation:

The City Commission:

Review the Summaries and the source documents, the Broward County League of Cities 2008 State Legislative Action Plan, Florida League of Cities 2008 Legislative Action Agenda; Broward County 2008 State Legislative Program and the Florida Association of Counties 2008 Legislative Program to determine if the Commission wishes to endorse fully, in part or not at all each of the proposals. 

2.
Authorize staff to prepare a Resolution or Resolutions in accordance with the Commission’s direction and authorize the Mayor to execute the Resolution on behalf of the City.
