Ordinance No. 2008- 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, PROPOSING TO THE ELECTORS OF THE CITY AN AMENDMENT TO THE CITY CHARTER SECTION 3.08(1) TO ELIMINATE THE ONE (1) YEAR POST EMPLOYMENT RESTRICTION THAT PROVIDES THAT NO FORMER COMMISSIONER SHALL HOLD ANY COMPENSATED HALLANDALE BEACH CITY OFFICE OR HALLANDALE BEACH CITY EMPLOYMENT UNTIL ONE (1) YEAR AFTER THE EXPIRATION OF THE TERM FOR WHICH HE WAS ELECTED TO THE COMMISSION; PLACING THE QUESTION ON THE BALLOT ON NOVEMBER 4, 2008; PROVIDING A BALLOT TITLE AND BALLOT LANGUAGE; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the City Charter prohibits Commissioners from holding any compensated City office or employment until one (1) year after the expiration of the term for which the Commissioner was elected; and

WHEREAS, a City Commissioner, in fulfilling obligations to the City’s residents, should have the ability to hold a compensated City office or employment following his or her term, and not wait for a one (1) year period before holding a compensated office or employment of the City, including as an appointed or elected commissioner; and


WHEREAS, a change in the City Charter must be approved by referendum of the electors of the City.

Now therefore, be it ordained by the city commission of the city of Hallandale beach, Florida: 
Section 1. 
The City Commission hereby calls for and orders that the holding of a referendum election to be held at the time of the General Election on November 4, 2008, to determine whether the amendment to the City’s Charter, appearing in Section 2 of this ordinance shall be approved by a majority of votes case in such election.  All qualified electors of the City of Hallandale Beach shall be entitled and permitted to vote in the referendum.  The referendum election shall be held and conducted in the manner prescribed by law for all elections.
Section 2. 
It is proposed that the City Charter, be amended to read:

Sec. 3.08 Prohibitions.

(1) Holding other office.   Except where authorized by law, no commissioner shall hold any other Hallandale Beach city office, Hallandale Beach city employment, or other elected public office during the term for which he was elected to the commission, and no former commissioner shall hold any compensated Hallandale Beach city office or Hallandale Beach city employment until one year after the expiration of the term for which he was elected to the commission.

Section 3.
The ballot title shall read:
ELIMINATING THE ONE YEAR WAIT BY A COMMISSIONER CONCERNING COMPENSATED CITY OFFICE OR EMPLOYMENT

Section 4.
The following question shall be placed on the ballot for consideration by the qualified voters of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida:


Should the City of Hallandale Beach City Charter be amended to allow a Commissioner to accept a City office or employment immediately following the expiration of his or her elected term?

Section 5.
The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to take all appropriate actions necessary to carry out the provisions of this ordinance.

Section 6.
The Broward County Supervisor of Elections is requested to canvass the ballots and certify same, and in turn, certify the election results to the Hallandale Beach City Commission.  The City Commission shall declare the results thereof, and such returns shall be recorded in the minutes of the City Commission at the first meeting after certification.

Section 7.
The City of Hallandale Beach will reimburse the Broward County Supervisor of Elections for the costs of placing this proposed Charter Amendment on the ballot.

Section 8.
Upon approval by a majority of electors voting in the referendum, the Charter Amendment contained in Section 2 of this ordinance shall be deemed immediately adopted and incorporated into the City Charter.  Following adoption, the City Clerk shall file the revised Charter with the Florida Department of State, as required by Section 166.031(2), Fla. Stat.
Section 9.
All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are repealed to the extent of the conflict.
Section 10.
If any portion of this ordinance or application thereof, is held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such portion or application shall be deemed severable from the remainder of the ordinance and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions or application of the ordinance.
Section 11.
This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
