Development Review Committee (DRC): 
No official DRC Meeting scheduled during the month of January.
The Planning and Zoning Board:
The Planning and Zoning Board met on January 23, 2008 and discussed the following

applications:
A. Application # 33-07-TC by Diplomat Properties LLC, requesting a Future Land Use Plan Text Amendment to provide for a “Dashed Line Areas” and designate the subject property as a “Dashed Line Area” in order to allow 1,050 residential dwelling units within the subject property.  An amendment to the Commercial Recreation Category is also requested to allow hotels and similar lodging facilities as an ancillary to the primary recreational use. 

Mr. Lovenvirth motioned to recommend denial of application #34-07-PA to the City Commission based on Staff recommendation. Mr. Fendell seconded the application.   Motion carried with a (6-1) vote to deny the application. 

B. Application #34-07-PA by Diplomat Properties LLC requesting a Large Scale Future Land Use Map  Amendment from Commercial Recreation, General Commercial and Low 7 Residential Land Use Designation to Commercial Recreation and Irregular (11.24) Residential Land Use in order to permit the proposed 1,050 residential dwelling units within the existing Diplomat Country Club property located at 500-510 Diplomat Parkway. 

Mr. Lovenvirth motioned to recommend denial of application #33-07-TC to the City Commission for amendment to the text of the Future Land Uses Element to create dashed-line areas based upon staff recommendation.  Mr. Fendell seconded the motion.  Motion carried (6-1) to deny the application.

C. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan, More Specifically, Amending the Provisions for the Commercial Recreation Land Use Category to Permit Hotel, Motel and Similar Lodging as an Ancillary Use. (First Reading)
Ms. Natelson motioned to recommend approval to City Commission approve application #33-07 TC for amendment to the text of the Future Land Use Element to allow hotels, motels and similar lodging ancillary to the primary commercial recreation use based upon staff recommendation.  Mr. Fendell seconded. Motion carried to approve this portion of the application by roll call vote (6-1) for approval.

Application # 08-21-TC, an Ordinance by the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida regarding Public School Concurrency. The City of Hallandale Beach proposes an Ordinance to Create a New Section in the City’s Code of Ordinances “Land Development Code” Chapter 32, Article VI, Section 32-888, to be titled, “Public School Concurrency”, to include procedures for reviewing school concurrency. 

Ms. Dillard recommended approval to City Commission of application #08-21-TC.  Ms. Natelson seconded.  Motion carried by roll call vote for approval (6-0) for approval. (Mr. Butler had to leave prior to the vote.)
