PURPOSE:
 
To impose a city-wide moratorium on the issuance of Development Orders, Permits and the processing of new Major Development applications, Land Use Plan and Zoning Amendments for a period of six months (March 19, 2008 to September 19, 2008).

 

BACKGROUND:
 

Based on the fact that the City’s Building moratorium expired on February 1, 2008; the City Commission at their February 20, 2008 meeting unanimously recommended that an additional  six month city-wide moratorium be put in place and that the Ordinance be brought back immediately for First Reading. The City Manager was directed to initiate a six (6) month moratorium under the same conditions as the first moratorium to ensure that increased development pressures are addressed and associated impacts are properly mitigated in order to protect the health, welfare and safety of existing and future City residents.  To ensure development within the City takes into consideration the best interests of our community, the City Commission directed the City Manager to complete a City-wide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy, finalize the City-wide Traffic and Transportation Analysis and address concerns related to water and sewer capacity which are in their final stages.  

 
DISCUSSION
 

As the Citywide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy and Citywide Traffic and Transportation Analysis are brought to completion the City Commission will be required to adopt policies and ordinances regarding affordable housing and land use development.  Furthermore, as the City desires to develop and implement its Green Building (LEED) Ordinance, this time period will allow Staff the appropriate time to research, develop and implement ordinances as necessary.  

The attached Ordinance will impose a six (6) month moratorium on the acceptance or processing of applications for land use plan and zoning amendments, and the issuance of Development Orders and Permits for Major Development applications. Staff would like to note that this ordinance is almost identical to that Moratorium Ordinance that was adopted on August 1, 2007; no substantive changes have been made.

The Planning and Zoning Board recommended approval of this item at the February 27, 2008 meeting. 

 

The term "Development Order" means any order granting, denying, or granting with conditions an application for a Development Permit; and the term "Development Permit" includes any land use plan amendments, building permit, zoning permit, subdivision approval, rezoning, certification, special exception, variance, or any other official action of local government having the effect of permitting the development of land.

 

Section 32-782(a)(2) of the City’s Zoning Code defines  Major Developments as, “those which contain ten residential dwelling units or more, or 4,000 square feet of nonresidential gross floor area or more and shall be subject to review by staff and the planning and zoning board, and review and approval by the city commission.”  As such, the moratorium will not affect any existing structures (commercial or residential) that seek interior or exterior improvements, or any new development which meets the definition of Minor Development.  Section 30-782(a) (1) defines Minor Development as  “those which contain less than ten residential dwelling units, or less than 4,000 square feet of nonresidential gross floor area”.

 

The moratorium also includes provisions for a vested rights determination, as well as a provision for the City Commission to grant a waiver.  Both a vested rights determination and waiver will require a public hearing with the City Commission and must be based upon substantial and competent evidence.

 

The moratorium provides exemptions for Minor Development as defined in Section 32-782(a)(1) that does not increase the intensity or density of development or adversely impact traffic conditions or public facilities and services, including but not limited to such development as:

 

a. The construction, renovation or improvement of individual single family        homes; and

b. The construction, renovation or improvement of multifamily, commercial, retail or office space within the confines of existing buildings; and

c. Façade and roof improvements and interior buildouts of existing structures; and

d. Replacement of mobile homes within a mobile home park, pursuant to Section 723.041(4), Florida Statutes; and

e. The construction, renovation or improvement of non-habitable structures, including fences, billboards, swimming pools, poles, transmission lines, advertising signs, cable television or telecommunication facilities and the like.

 

In addition, the moratorium provides further exemptions for the following categories of Development Orders and Permits:

1. Any infrastructure or public facilities and services which is required to be provided by any government entity and any development on City owned property; and

2. Major Development applications that have been approved by the City Commission as of the effective date of this ordinance and related companion applications; and 

3. Major Development and related companion applications that have been filed with the Development Services Department on or before March 19, 2008.  A list of such development is attached as Exhibit “A;” and

4. Any development whereby the City is a development partner; and

5. Any housing development that is Workforce and/or Affordable; and

6. Any development related to an approved development agreement; and

7. Improvements authorized by administratively approved amendments to site plans referenced in paragraph (2) above, so long as said improvements do not increase the intensity or density of development,   adversely impact traffic conditions or increase the demand for water and sewer capacity; and

8. The construction, renovation or improvement of recreational facilities, restaurants, lounges, clubhouses or health and fitness spas, which constitute lawful accessory uses designed to serve existing multi-family buildings; and

9. The reconstruction of marinas and dry dock storage facilities.

10. Major Developments and related companion applications that have had a pre-application with city staff on or before June 20, 2007.  A non-exclusive list of such major developments is attached as Exhibit “B;” and

11. Major Developments and related companion applications within the boundary of a pari-mutuel facility; and

12. Platting applications.

 

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends approval for the attached moratorium Ordinance on First Reading and to set Second Reading for March 19, 2008.

ANNUAL REPORT TO CITY COMMISSION

FEBRUARY 22, 2008


The Beautification Board meets monthly on the second Thursday of every month at 9:30 AM. The board meets nine months out of the year, from October to June.  The board is made up of seven members. The Beautification Board’s activities through out the year consist of planning and organizing several events that involves community participation.  The board members communicate their concerns and suggestion to the Landscape Superintendents as it pertains to the appearance and up-keep of City’s right-of-way and parks.  

For fiscal 2006-2007 the Beautification Board planed the following events that encourage the community to take pride in beautifying their property and raise awareness among the youth about the importance of trees in the City:

Holiday Lights Award

The Beautification Board tours the City during the holiday season to select the properties that are aesthetically decorated.  This year, the tour took place on December 4th and 5th 2007.  The residents of the City of Hallandale Beach look forward getting recognition for the time and effort spent lighting up their neighborhood.  

Preparation for this event includes judging the properties, purchasing prizes for the award recipients and gift wrapping the prizes.  This year, the Chairperson realized a substantial savings by purchasing the prizes at a considerably lower price than the year before.  The 2007 Holiday Lights Award Ceremony took place on December 19th.  Unlike the other years, this ceremony took place in the evening.  The attendance was phenomenal and beat the previous year’s record.  The Board recommends that this award ceremony continues to be an evening event to encourage residents participation.

Valentine’s Day Flower Distribution

The Beautification Board members take the time to bring a little cheer to the seniors of the community who need to know that they are thought of in their golden age.  On Valentine’s Day, the board members deliver flowers to the seniors at Hepburn Center and at the Ocean Plaza Retirement Facility. 

Arbor Day Poster Award

This event took place in conjunction with the Arbor/Earth Day Celebration at the June 2, 2007 Commission Meeting.  Students from the Hallandale Elementary are invited to participate in a drawing contest.   Eighteen (18) students, from kindergarten to 5th grade participated in the contest.  The drawings should convey the importance of trees for the community.  The activities for this event include judging the drawings and purchasing prizes for the award recipients.

This event is one of the items that contribute to the City receiving the title of Tree City USA for the past fifteen (15) years.

Beautification Award

The Beautification Award event took place at the June 20th 2007 Commission Meeting.  For the event, the Beautification Board members tour the City to judge the properties with well kept and aesthetically pleasing landscaping.  The residents of City take pride at keeping their property ground well manicured.  This event is a great incentive to encourage all residents to continue beautifying their community.  

In addition to these events the board members discuss several issues at each meeting that pertain to the conditions of the City’s right-of-way and parks.  The Beautification Board agreed to look into participating in the adopt-a-street community program and his in the process of adopting a street in Hallandale Beach.

Discussion of Foreclosures in Hallandale Beach

I would like to place an item on the March 5, 2008 Commission Agenda for discussion of foreclosures in Hallandale Beach and how we can help our community during these difficult times.

I am extremely concerned with the number of foreclosures being reported in Hallandale Beach, not just because of the effects these might have on our economy – which at this time are unknown - but most importantly, because of the effect they will have both on the quality of life of our community and on the property owners who are losing their properties due to foreclosure action.   With that said, I would like to discuss the following with my fellow Commissioners:

· Conducting a study of the impacts that foreclosures will have on our City and look at ways of helping our homeowners

· Researching the opportunity of getting the foreclosure notices in advance in order to: a) protect the homeowners from losing their properties, and/or b) allow the City to purchase properties to include in our Affordable Housing Program

· Research funding opportunities and programs to assist property owners before they are threatened by foreclosure proceedings

· Request for the City to be included in Broward County’s Task Force to investigate the concern of foreclosures within Broward County

I believe that as leaders we have the responsibility to protect our residents’ American Dream, owning a home, and that with the proper information, funding and programs in place we will be able to accomplish same.  

I thank my fellow commissioners for the anticipated support of this most important issue.
