NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

02-02-08, 800 SW 10 Terrace, #T14, Suspicious Death, 08-4277

The victim was found deceased with no apparent cause of death and no attending physician.
ISD: This case was investigated and it was determined after an autopsy that the manner of death was suicide due to a possible overdose of medication.  This case is pending toxicology and final report from the Medical Examiner.
02-01-08, 619 NE 14 Avenue, #508, Death Investigation, 08-4168

The victim was found deceased.  There appeared to be some trauma on the left side of the victim’s head.  The body was heavily decomposed.  Broward Medical Examiner responded.  

ISD:  This case was investigated and it was determined after the autopsy that the deceased died of natural causes due to cardiovascular disease with a contributory cause of diabetes.  The deceased was positively identified.
02-02-08, 300 N.E. 1 Court, Aggravated Battery, 08-4341

The victim was involved in an intimate relationship with the suspect for several years.  The suspect waited for the victim to arrive and after an argument, struck the victim with the suspect vehicle and rammed the victim’s vehicle with the suspect vehicle several times.  The victim was treated by rescue.  The suspect was located and taken into custody.

ISD:  This case was investigated and sworn taped statements were obtained.  This case was forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office.
02-12-08,  516 N.W. 4 Avenue, Shooting of Two Pit Bull Dogs, 08-5741
Officers responded to the scene of two pit bulls fighting.  One dog was severely injured by the second dog and attacked the officers.  The officers were forced to kill the aggressive dog and euthanize the wounded dog with their firearms.  It is unknown why the dogs became violent.   

02-17-08, N.W. 2 Avenue & N.W. 9 Street, Traffic Crash (Vehicle vs. Unit #743), 08-6451

The police vehicle was stopped in the roadway with the emergency lights activated.  The second vehicle drove into the back of the marked police vehicle.  The driver of the second vehicle was arrested for DUI and determined to be an illegal alien.  Approximate cost of damages: $3000.00.  There were no injuries.

02-17-08, 747 W. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Robbery, 08-6468

A suspect entered the store, approached the cashier, and demanded money from the register.  After taking the money, the suspect fled.  No weapon was seen and there were no injuries.

ISD:  This case has been assigned to a detective and is currently under investigation.

02-17-08, 2113 South Ocean Drive, #127, Death (Unattended), 08-6553

The victim was transported to Aventura Hospital and was revived three times before expiring.  There was no doctor treating the victim at the time of death.
ISD:  This case is being investigated and the detective is awaiting the toxicology results from the Dade County Medical Examiner reference cause of death.  The deceased was being treated for depression.   The death is possibly from an overdose due to the numerous medications located at the residence.  
02-19-08, 1400 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Publix, Robbery, 08-6766

The suspect attempted to leave the store with over one hundred dollars worth of merchandise.  When stopped by the manager, the suspect attempted to strike the manager.  The suspect was detained and taken into custody upon the arrival of police.

ISD: The detective responded to the scene and obtained sworn taped statements from the victim and witnesses.  The case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for review.
02-23-08, 15 N. Federal Highway, Attempted Strong Armed Robbery, 08-7347   

The suspect approached the victim, struck him in the face, and demanded money.  The victim fled from the suspect without giving the suspect any money.  
ISD:  A detective responded to the scene and met with the witnesses and victim.  The detective was able to provide the victim with a photo line up, at which time the victim positively identified the suspect.  The detective obtained sworn taped statements and arrested the suspect.  The case has been sent to the State Attorney’s Office for review.

02-23-08, 610 NE 12 Avenue, 4 floor, Criminal Mischief, 08-7371

An unknown suspect scratched two swastikas in the fourth floor hallway of the building.  The damage was done in the area of apartment 404.  The owner of the apartment has been away for over a year.  Approximate cost of the damage: $40.00.

02-29-08, 126 Golden Isles Drive, Unit 34, Suicide, 08-8240

A friend found the victim in his locked apartment.  The victim expired apparently from a single gunshot wound to the chest.  The crime scene was consistent with a suicide. However, the investigation is continuing.

ISD:  Detectives responded to the scene and conducted their investigation.  It was confirmed after the autopsy that the manner of death was suicide caused by a gun shot wound to the chest.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)
The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA). 

The SOD Detectives in concert with road patrol Officer Tufano conducted consent to search of a residence in the City.  The suspect was a fugitive out of the State of Pennsylvania.  The Broward Sheriff’s Office placed the suspect under arrest for the Out of State warrants.  During the search of the residence approximately 351.8 grams of cannabis (approximate street value $3,510.00) and 194 percocet (Oxycodone) pills (approximate street value $1,358.00) were confiscated.   The suspect was subsequently charged with possession of cannabis with intent to deliver and trafficking in Oxycodone.
