Weed & Seed Monthly Report – February, 2008
The Palms of Hallandale Beach Weed and Seed Steering Committee welcomed three new business/agency partners: Carl Watson of the Hallandale Beach Chamber of Commerce, Richard Shan of Shanco Builders and Cory Glover of Church of Christ. The Hallandale Beach Chamber of Commerce will be working with the committee in establishing a North West Small Business Association. Richard Shan will serve as a technical advisor on economic development issues in the Palms. Church of Christ will be rebuilding a facility at the corner of 3rd Street and Dixie Hwy to serve as a youth technology center. It will be designated a Weed and Seed Safe Haven. 

On Thursday, March 6, 2008, following the regular Weed and Seed business meeting, a presentation will be given by Sheryl Dickey of Dickey Consultants, introducing a series of leadership trainings and workshops being offered. Members of local organizations, associations and residents have been invited to attend this introduction. Approximately 15-20 individuals will be invited to attend (4) two hour trainings over the next couple of months to help strengthen the leadership in the Palms. 

IEDC (International Economic Development Council) has submitted the first draft of the overall report with observations and recommendations. A special meeting will be called to review the report and present the findings to the community. 

Preparations for the Moonlight Ride on April 26, 2008 are being made. Weed and Seed will be teaming up with Crime Watch, PAL and the Police Unity Tour to plan this event. The fundraising committee will meet weekly. Publications for the event will be available next week. 

Major Ken Cowley will be representing the Palms Weed and Seed in Portland, Oregon the first week of March at a CCDO (Community Capacity Development Office) training for Weed and Seed sites.
Preparations are being made to send 4-5 residents to the National USA conference in Hampton, VA at the end of May. Several fundraisers are being planned to help offset the cost of the trip. Residents interested in attending the conference should participate in such fundraisers. On March 7, 2008 the committee will be cooking fried fish and conch fritters for lunch! This is the first of several small events planned to raise funds for the trip.
