
ORDINANCE NO.  2008- 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 23, SECTION 23-105, “AWARD OF CONTRACT” OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES BY CLARIFYING THE AWARD OF CONTRACTS TO THE LOWEST RESPONSIVE, RESPONSIBLE BIDDER AND BY ENACTING REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE INVOLVEMENT OF THE CITY COMMISSION IN THE CITY’S PURCHASING PROCESS

WHEREAS, under the Commission/City Manager form of government and pursuant to Article III, Legislative, of the City Charter, the City Commission has legislative powers and establishes policies for the conduct of City business; and, 


WHEREAS, under the Commission/City Manager form of government and pursuant to Article IV, City Manager, of the City Charter, the City Manager is responsible for administration of all affairs of the City under his jurisdiction; and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 3.08(3) of the City Charter, the City Commission is prohibited from interfering with municipal operations of the City; and,


WHEREAS, Section 8.01 of the City Charter describes standards for ethical conduct for elected officials and employees, as supplemented by the City’s Code of Ethics Manual; and,

WHEREAS, the administration of purchasing procedures including the preparation, submittal and evaluation of bids, request for proposals, and other purchasing documents received by the City is under the authority of the City Manager or designee; and,


WHEREAS, to increase the efficiency of City government, the city Commission finds it is appropriate to further clarify the award of contracts to the lowest, responsive, responsible bidder and the involvement of the City Commission in the City purchasing process based on the provisions of the City Charter, Code of Ordinances and related documents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.
Section 23-105(b), Award of Contract, is hereby amended as follows:


(a)  The City Manager shall have the authority to recommend to the City Commission award of contracts.


(b)
Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest responsive, responsible bidder, or as otherwise determined in the best interest of the City. The City Commission shall not be involved in the preparation,  submittal and evaluation of bids, request for proposals and other purchases, including attendance at or participating in presentations to or deliberations by a  selection committee or contact with persons, firms, organizations and corporations submitting bids or proposals to the City.  Following an evaluation of responses received for bids, request for proposals, and other purchases, the City Manager shall have the authority to recommend to the City Commission award of contracts.  After placement on the agenda, the City Commission reviews the City Manager’s recommendations and may direct any communications, inquiries or questions regarding the contract award to or through the City Manager.   In accordance with administrative procedures and policies, and the city’s lobbying ordinance, all persons, firms, organizations and corporations seeking a procurement from the city or the award of funds for goods and services must submit a completed and notarized Lobbyist Registration Form/Oath to the City Clerk’s Office prior to contacting a member or members of the City Commission regarding a city procurement. Lobbyists shall cease all contact and communication with the City Commission within the period of time as stated in the lobbying ordinance before the date set for a decision on a matter, unless contacted by a City Commissioner.

SECTION 2.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed, to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3.
If this ordinance or any part thereof is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the ordinance other than the part declared to be invalid.
