A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, OPPOSING THE BROWARD COUNTY CHARTER REVIEW COMMISSION’S PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE CHARTER OF BROWARD COUNTY, FLORIDA, TO PROVIDE FOR THE CREATION OF A METROPOLITAN TRANSIT AUTHORITY FOR PRESENTATION TO THE ELECTORATE BY THE COUNTY COMMISSION AT A SPECIAL REFERENDUM ELECTION TO BE HELD IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE NOVEMBER 2008 GENERAL ELECTION 

WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Planning Organization has oversight responsibility for public transit plans, programs, operations, and assists with the coordination of a comprehensive, regional public transit system for Broward County; and

WHEREAS, the City opposes the creation of a new agency and oversight that would duplicate the functions of the Metropolitan Planning Organization.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 


SECTION 1.
That the City opposes the Broward County Charter Review Commission Resolution No. 2008-01 proposing the creation of a Metropolitan Transit Authority that duplicates and creates an additional and unnecessary agency.

SECTION 2.
The City Clerk shall forward this Resolution to all appropriate persons and parties.
