The applicant is requesting a Nightclub License in order to operate a nightclub until 4:00 A.M. at 1727 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard.

LOCATION:


The property is located at 1727 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard and is located within the RK Diplomat Center.

II. RELATED LAND USE HISTORY

______________________________________________________________________
PREVIOUS REQUESTS ON SAME PROPERTY:  

On August 2, 2005, the City Commission approved Application #43-05-CU and #58-05-CL by Hivia Lozani of Carlton’s Restaurant for a conditional use permit and Nightclub License to operate Carlton’s Restaurant as a Nightclub with 4:00 A.M. closing.

The Wine Cellar Restaurant was issued a Temporary License on February 13, 2008 to extend hours for sale of alcoholic beverages until 4:00 A.M. No incidents other than a request for information have been reported since the temporary license has been issued. 

______________________________________________________________________
III. INTERDEPARTMENTAL REVIEW SUMMARY

______________________________________________________________________

The Fire Department has no objection to the closing time being extended to 4:00 A.M., as this will not change the occupancy or the maximum capacity of the business. However they noted certain fire code and safety issues that have not been fully corrected.  They recommended conditional approval subject to resolution of the door assembly in the egress.

Since the Wine Cellar Restaurant opened in May, 2007, the Police Department conducted a review of required service calls during the last 2 years, and has no objections to the issuance of the subject nightclub license (refer to attached incident report). There were a total of 9 service calls to the property, 4 of which occurred during the time Carlton’s Restaurant was in operation.  There have been 5 service calls since the Wine Cellar has been in operation,1 of which was a request for information.  The remaining 4 service calls were for offenses including: trespassing, theft (UCR larceny), breaking and entering and a civil matter.  

______________________________________________________________________
IV. FINDINGS ______________________________________________________________________

1.
The Wine Cellar is a new restaurant within RK Diplomat Center, which operates until 2:00 A.M. Previously Carlton’s Restaurant, the applicant wishes to operate pass 2:00 A.M., therefore, he is seeking approval of a pursuant to Chapter 5 Section 5-4 of the Code to operate as a nightclub until 4:00 A.M.

2.
The subject property is zoned Central City Business (CCB) District. Section 32-175(d)(2) permits nightclubs by a Conditional Use permit. A conditional use permit to operate a nightclub from the subject property was approved by Commission on August 2, 2005.

3.       
The sale of alcoholic beverages in the City is not permitted after 2:00 A.M., unless a Nightclub License for later closing time is approved by the City Commission.  

4.       
According to Chapter 5, Section 5-9, applications for nightclub licenses shall be placed on the Planning and Zoning Board and City Commission agendas for consideration and Commission approval.

5.       
The Wine Cellar Restaurant has approximately 7,000 square feet in gross floor area. The establishment currently has approximately 213 seats, 148 of which are dining room seats, 16 bar seats, and 49 lounge seats. 

6.       
The Wine Cellar Restaurant is located in the RK Diplomat Center, the required parking spaces for the commercial uses within the RK Diplomat Center are1296 parking spaces and 1298 parking spaces are provided. Therefore, the property meets the parking requirements for all the uses within the RK Diplomat Center.

7.    
Pursuant to Chapter 5, Section 5-9(e), the License may be revoked at any  time if it is determined that the licensee has either violated any condition or is operating in a manner harmful to the public health, safety or welfare.  

______________________________________________________________________
V.  APPLICATION CRITERIA

______________________________________________________________________

NIGHTCLUB LICENSE

Section 5-9 Nightclub Licenses; Issuance and Renewal sets forth the following criteria for Planning and Zoning Board recommendations and for City Commission considerations in making decisions on Nightclub Licenses:

(1)
The amount of off-street parking in relation to the demands created by the extra hours of operation, especially with regard to any spill-over effect creating illegal or hazardous parking or parking in adjacent residential areas. 

As mentioned above, the subject property exceeds the number of parking spaces required by Code and has a surplus of 2 additional parking spaces. In addition, there should be no spill-over parking to the Duo towers as such parking is not available to commercial traffic.

(2)
The amount and degree of law enforcement activities generated by the extra hours of operation, both inside and outside the particular location, with particular reference to noise, vehicular use by patrons, and illegal activity of any kind of employees, patrons or others associated with the establishment, during or within one hour after the extended hours of operation. 


According to the Police Department's query of law enforcement activities since January, 2006, there has been 9 incidents as described on the attached Police Report. The Wine Cellar Restaurant has been in operation since May 2007, operating with a 2:00 A.M. license.  On February 13, 2008 a temporary license was issued extending hours of operation until 4:00 A.M.

 (3)
The adverse effects, if any, that the extended hours of operation will have on neighboring properties, especially with respect to the effects of noise, parking, and glare from headlights or exterior lighting, on nearby residential properties.


According to records no complaints from nearby residential properties have been received. 

In accordance with Section 5-9(b), the City Commission may require, as a condition of the privilege of extended hours of operation, compliance with any reasonable conditions deemed by the Commission to be necessary to mitigate or eliminate the adverse effects of that operation. These conditions may include, without being limited to, provision by the owner or operator of the licensee, at his expense, of additional off-street parking, security personnel, and screening and buffering from nearby properties. 

Furthermore, according to Section 5-9(c), the granting of extended hours of operation is a privilege subject to modification or termination by the City Commission each year at renewal time, and no person may reasonably rely on the continuation of that privilege.

VI. STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS

____________________________________________________________________________
Based on the Police records, the Police Department has no objections to the issuance of the requested 4:00 A.M. license to the applicant. In addition, the site provides sufficient parking than required by the Code. As a result, staff recommends the approval Application #23-08 CL for a Nightclub License to extend the hours of operation at wine Cellar Restaurant until 4:00 A.M contingent on any fire safety issues being corrected.

PURPOSE:

Consideration of an Ordinance amendment clarifying award of contracts to the lowest responsive, responsible bidder as well as clarifying regulations pertaining to the involvement of the City Commission in the City’s purchasing process.

BACKGROUND:

The City Commission previously passed a motion requesting preparation of an Ordinance to amend the City’s Purchasing Code to more clearly define the role of the City Commission in the City’s purchasing process.

DISCUSSION
The draft proposed Ordinance amendment which amplifies and clarifies Section 23-105(b) of the City’s Purchasing Code is attached for review and discussion.  The text of the amendment has been underlined and not only clarifies regulations pertaining to the involvement of the City Commission in the City’s purchasing process but also adds a phrase to the first sentence of Section 23-105(b) (on lines 36 and 37) to provide recommended flexibility in the award of contracts, in the best interest of the City.  Because Ordinance No. 2004-31, the City’s Lobbying Ordinance, addresses lobbying for bid and contract award, reference is included in this amendment to the Purchasing Code.

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission adopt the Ordinance amending the City’s Purchasing Code on First Reading and set Second Reading for April 16, 2008 at 7:30 P.M.

Excluded Positions

PURPOSE:

To update the Resolution giving the City Manager authority to determine all Unrepresented, Management, Administrative, Supervisory, Confidential and Professional positions that are to be excluded from the City’s Civil Service Code.

BACKGROUND:

The intent of Chapter 21, Section 21-33 of the Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances, is to exclude all of the Unrepresented, Management, Administrative, Supervisory, Confidential and Professional positions from Civil Service status based on the duties and responsibilities of the positions. 

On August 4, 1992, the City Commission approved an Ordinance amending the provisions of this section of the Code to make the list of excluded positions amendable by Resolution. Previously, this section of the Code was amended by Ordinance whenever a position was considered for exclusion from Civil Service status. 

DISCUSSION
As with past practice, Management, Administrative, Supervisory, Confidential and Professional positions were changed to non civil service status by submitting a resolution before the City Commission. The recent creation of the classification of Unrepresented positions which are not management, and are not represented by unions is also appropriate for inclusion in non civil service status based on the duties and responsibilities of the positions.  Staff reviews job descriptions on a regular basis, especially when a vacancy occurs, and at that time consults with the Department Director and City Manager to determine whether the position should be excluded from Civil Service.

Over the years this issue has been brought before the City Commission in an effort to maintain an accurate list of positions that are to be excluded from Civil Service.  Staff recommends that all Unrepresented, Management, Administrative, Supervisory, Confidential and Professional positions be excluded from Civil Service at the discretion of the City Manager.  With this recommendation, this Resolution will alleviate the need to present further Resolutions to the City Commission for multiple changes being made year after year for position title changes and new position inclusions.  

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission adopt the attached Resolution, authorizing the City Manager the discretion to exclude positions from the City’s Civil Service Code in keeping with Section 21-33 of the Code of Ordinances.

Discussion of Proposed Amendments by the Broward County Charter Review Commission CAD# 008/08   

PURPOSE:

Consideration by the City Commission of all currently proposed Charter Review Commission Resolutions for Amendments to the Broward County Charter.

BACKGROUND:

The Broward County Charter Review Commission has proposed to the Broward County Commission placing on the November, 2008 General Election ballot, thirteen special referendum issues. Of the thirteen proposed Resolutions, all of them except for 2008-015 are, for all practical purposes, in their final form. Resolution 2008-015 which creates an at-large Mayor and Commissioner is still considered in draft. 

There will be a final Public Hearing on April 9, 2008 held by the Charter Review Commission. The Charter Review Commission is scheduled to vote on the proposed amendments on May 14, 2008.  It takes a vote of thirteen members of the Charter Review Commission to send a proposed amendment to the County Commission with direction to have it placed on the next general election ballot, November, 2008.  

DISCUSSION
The following are the current Broward County Charter Review Commission Proposed Resolutions (Proposed Amendments to the Broward County Charter):

Resolution 2008-001 –Amending Section 3.08

“Creation of a Metropolitan Transit Authority (MTA)”

The Charter Amendment would create an advisory body to be known as the Metropolitan Transit Authority (MTA), governed by an appointed Board of Trustees.  The MTA will have the responsibility to recommend improvements to the County’s public transit plan, programs, operations, and to assist with the coordination of a comprehensive, regional public transit system in Broward County.

On March 19, 2008 the City Commission directed Staff to prepare a Resolution Opposing Resolution 2008-001 and Staff recommends approval of the Resolution. (Refer to companion item # 8.E.)

Resolution 2008-002 –Amending Section 2.07

“Non-Interference in County Administration”

The Charter Amendment specifically prohibits the County Commission or individual County Commissioners from interfering directly with County employees and provide that all recommendations to the County Administrator be made through the County Administrator.

 Resolution 2008-003 –Amending Section 2.05

“County Commission meetings Rules and Voting (Recusal)”

The Charter Amendment addresses the current State law which allows Commissioners who recuse themselves from voting on a matter being considered by the Commission to participate in discussion on the matter. The Amendment require Commissioners who recuse themselves due to a voting conflict resulting from financial interest in the matter to leave the Commission chamber and not to communicate or participate in any discussion on that matter.

 Resolution 2008-005 –Creating Section 11.07

“Broward County Housing Council”

The Charter Amendment would create a Broward County Housing Council to serve in a non-taxing advisory capacity to facilitate coordination between the County, municipalities, businesses and not-for-profit groups to address such issues as affordable and workforce housing and homelessness and to make annual recommendations regarding streamlining governmental regulations and ensuring housing stability.

The proposed Housing Council would be comprised of a diverse group of fifteen voting members including business owners, non-profits, an officer of the League of Cities, a City Manager from a City with a population over 50,000 and a City Manager from a City with a population under 50,000, each to be appointed by the Broward league of Cities. The Council presents an opportunity for coordination, but also creates another layer of government.  

 Resolution 2008-006 –Creating Section 1.06

“Broward County Regionalism Policy Statement”

The Charter Amendment would add a policy statement to the Broward County Charter defining Broward County government’s duty as follows:

“Broward County government shall be considered a regional governmental entity and, as such, shall develop and implement the County’s programs, policies and budget with a regional or countywide focus on issues including, but not limited to the airport, seaport, transportation, economic development, parks, and libraries, among others; provided however, that nothing herein shall prevent the County from delivering services on a less-than-regional basis.”

Resolution 2008-007 – Amending Article 8, Creating Section 8.13

“Broward County Parks Preservation”

The Charter Amendment would designate County-owned parks as either Natural Area Parks or Regional Parks, and to prohibit the sale, transfer or change of use of such parks without and affirmative vote of sixty percent (60%) of the County electors.

Resolution 2008-008 – Creating Section 1.04 (P)
“Broward County Environmental Policy Statement”

The Charter Amendment would add an environmental policy statement to the Broward County Charter clarifying the Broward County government’s duty to enact ordinances which protect its citizens’ right to a sustainable environment, including clean air and clean water, while encouraging the stewardship of natural resources.

Resolution 2008-010 – Creating Section 11.08

“Broward County Ethics Commission”

The Charter Amendment would create a Broward County Ethics Commission for the specific purpose of preparing a Code of Ethics regulating the behavior of Broward County Commissioners to be considered by the County Commission and/or the electors of Broward County. The Ethics Commission would be comprised of eleven (11) voting members, one each appointed by each Commissioner and two Countywide appointed by the Broward League of Cities.

Resolution 2008-014 – Amending Article II, Section 2.01, Enacting New Section 2.16, Enacting New Section 2.17

“Redistricting Process”

The Charter Amendment would provide for the use of an independent redistricting consultant to develop plans for redistricting of the County Commission single-member districts. The Amendment provides for process and procedures for review and adopting the plan.

Resolution 2008-016

“Continued Support of Children’s Services”

The Charter Amendment is in recognition of the need for support and funding of the various Children’s Services in Broward County and a recommendation to the Broward County Commission to continue to support and fund those entities on a consistent basis.

Resolution 2008-018

“County Commission to Provide Responsive Report to MESC”

The Broward County Charter established the Management and Efficiency Study Committee (“MESC”) to conduct a comprehensive study of any and all phases of Broward County government.  The final report is only advisory and does not require any action in response by the County Commission.

The Charter Amendment recommends the County Commission consider the adoption of a resolution calling for a referendum election regarding the issue of whether Section 10.01 of the County’s Charter should be amended to require the County Commission to submit a response to the MESC’s final report no later than six (6) months after the MESC submits the final report to the County Commission.

Resolution 2008-019, Amending Article X, Section 10.01

“One Year Hiatus between End of MESC and Beginning of CRC”

The Charter currently provides that the Management and Efficiency Study Committee convene every six (6) years which would next convene in 2010.

The Charter Amendment would require the Management and Efficiency Study Committee to meet in 2009 and every six years thereafter in order to allow a one (1) year hiatus between the meeting of the Charter Review Commission and the Management and Efficiency Study Commission.

Resolution 2008-019, Amending Article II, Section 2.01, 2.02

“Composition of County Commission”

***THIS REMAINS UNDER CONSIDERATION***

The Charter amendment provides for the election of one at-large Mayor to a four-year term, and one at-large Commissioner elected to a four-year term, in addition to the nine Commissioners elected from single-member districts.

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission review the Broward County Charter Review Commission’s Proposed Resolutions and provide Staff with direction to support, oppose or take no action regarding each of these proposed resolutions.

PURPOSE:

Consider a proposed Resolution opposing the pending Charter Review Amendment proposed by the Broward County Charter Review Commission, CRC Resolution No. 2008-001 creating a Metropolitan Transit Authority.

BACKGROUND:

At the March 19, 2008 City Commission meeting, the City Commission discussed the proposal from the Broward County Charter Review Commission to the Broward County Commission placing on the November, 2008 General Election ballot a special referendum issue, to create a new Article XII of the Charter of Broward County, Florida, creating a Metropolitan Transit Authority. The City Commission directed Staff to prepare for consideration a Resolution opposing this Charter Amendment.

DISCUSSION
The Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization was created to direct urban transportation planning and directs the expenditures of federal and state funds. It is the lead agency responsible for developing and administering plans and programs to maintain eligibility and receive federal funds for the transportation systems in Broward County. The creation of a Metropolitan Transit Authority would duplicate the functions of the Metropolitan Planning Organization and add an additional layer of oversight for the development of transit systems in Broward County. The City Manager has in previous discussions with the Commission been assured that this matter would not be going forward, but as it remains on the Agenda, the City Manager will be attending the Public Hearing on April 9, 2008 and reaffirm City Commission’s opposition to the Amendment.  

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission adopt a Resolution opposing the Broward Charter Review Commission’s proposed amendment regarding the creation of a Metropolitan Transit Authority.
