ORDINANCE NO. 2008

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA VACATING CERTAIN PORTIONS OF NE 4th STREET AND NE 4th AVENUE AND ADJACENT ALLEYWAYS WITHIN THE HOLLYWOOD PINES ESTATES SUBDIVISION BLOCKS 4,5, & 6 GENERALLY LOCATED AT 301 NORTH FEDERAL HIGHWAY/507 NE 4th STREET; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT, SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE
WHEREAS, Application No. 31-07-RV was submitted by Hallandale Park Central, LLC requesting road vacation of certain right of ways and adjacent alleyways to develop the Hallandale Park Central Project.  
WHEREAS, certain road right-of-ways have been determined to be unnecessary for right-of-way or public utility purposes.  


WHEREAS. after courtesy public notice was mailed to all property owners within the affected area, and within 1,000 foot radius from the affected area; and,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.
That portion of NE 4TH Street, NE 4th Avenue and alleway as shown in Exhibit “A” and more particularly  described in Exhibit “B” attached hereto is declared to be unnecessary for right-of-way or public purposes and is hereby vacated, abandoned, closed and discontinued for use as a right-of-way.


SECTION 2.
Due notice has been given to property owners adjoining or abutting the parcel and any interests being vacated at the addresses shown on the tax rolls, and this ordinance has been published as required by law.


SECTION 3.
The City Commission finds that the vacations provided for in this ordinance will not adversely impact any property or the general public and not present or reasonably foreseeable need exists for the vacated lands.


SECTION 4.
This ordinance shall take effect upon adoption.
