
ORDINANCE NO.  2008-

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, REZONING PROPERTY LOCATED AT 112 NW 3 AVENUE IN THE TOWN OF HALLANDALE BEACH SUBDIVISION FROM RESIDENTIAL, TWO FAMILY (RD-12) TO RESIDENTIAL, MULTI-FAMILY (RM-25); AND ALLOCATING 23 RESIDENTIAL RESERVE UNITS TO THE HIGHLAND VILLAGE PROJECT, PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT, SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE 


WHEREAS, Highland Park Ventures, LLC has applied to rezone certain property described below, and 


WHEREAS, The City of Hallandale Beach has adopted and codified Residential Multifamily (RM-25) Dictrict in Section 32-156 of the Zoning Code; and, 
WHEREAS. The Broward County Comprehensive Plan and the Hallandale Beach Comprehensive Plan permits Hallandale Beach to assign Residential Reserve units to permit residential use without the need of a land use plan amendment; 


WHEREAS, Highland Park Ventures, LLC has made application to the City to construct 53 unit multifamily project known as Highland Village at 112 NW 3 Avenue which; and


WHEREAS, 
Assignment of 23 Reserve Units from Flex Zone 94 is needed to accommodate the proposed residential density; and


WHEREAS, presently there are 77 Reserve Units available in Flex Zone 94; and


WHEREAS, Hallandale Beach is willing to allocate 23 Residential reserve Units to the Highland Village project from Flex Zone # 94. 

WHEREAS, Applications No. 16(a)-07-Z and 16(b)-07-Z submitted requesting the City’s Official Zoning Map be amended to change the zoning of the property located at 112 NW 3rd Avenue from “RD-12” to “RM-25” more particularly described in Exhibit “B.”

WHEREAS, after a courtesy public notice was mailed to all property owners within the affected area, and within 300 foot radius from the affected area; and, 

WHEREAS, after notice of a public hearing being duly published, a public hearing was held before the Planning and Zoning Board of the City of Hallandale Beach on February 27, 2008 at which hearing all interested parties were afforded the opportunity to be heard; and,

WHEREAS, at the February 27, 2008 Planning and Zoning Board meeting, the Board recommended approval of the proposed amendment to the City’s Official Zoning Map.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.
 That certain parcel known as 112 NW 3 Avenue, is hereby rezoned from Residential Two Family District (RD-12) to Residential, Multi-Family, District (RM-25). The land rezoned by this ordinance is shown on the attached Exhibit “A” and more particularly described on Exhibit “B”, also attached.

SECTION 2.  The official zoning map of the City shall be amended to reflect the above change.


SECTION 3. Pursuant to the provisions of the Broward County Comprehensive Plan and the Hallandale Beach Comprehensive Plan, there are hereby assigned 23 residential reserve units to the Highland Village project presented by Highland Park Ventures, LLC. 

SECTION 4. Specific authority is hereby granted to amend the official zoning map to reflect the above changes.


SECTION 5.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances and all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed, to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 6.
If this ordinance or any part thereof is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the ordinance other than the part declared to be invalid.
