NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

03-03-08, 642 Palm Drive, Aggravated Battery, 08-8800

The victim stated he was struck on the back of his head with a wine bottle.  During the investigation, a small hydroponics lab, several cannabis plants, and cultivating paraphernalia were located inside the residence. 

ISD: Further investigation revealed the incident was a simple battery case and all parties were given instructions on how to pursue misdemeanor charges with the State Attorney’s Office. The Special Operations Division responded to the scene and located three small suspect cannabis plants which were removed for destruction.  No arrests were made.
03-06-08, 901 S. Federal Hwy. Assist Other Agency (Hollywood Police Dept). 08-9132

 

While working a detail at Gulfstream Park, Hollywood Police Officers addressed a disturbance in the parking lot where an arrest was made for possession of a firearm by a convicted felon.

ISD: Detectives completed the investigation and forwarded the case documents to the State Attorney’s Office.

   

03-06-08, 100 N.W. 9 Street, Burglary / Battery, 08-9179

Suspects entered a marked Broward County school bus through the back door and proceeded to strike the first victim.  The second victim, a teacher, intervened and was struck several times.  The suspects were located and taken into custody.  There were no reported injuries.  

ISD: After further investigation and consulting with the State Attorney’s Office, the victims decided not to pursue this case and the matter was resolved administratively at the school.

03-07-08, 418 Poinciana Drive, Homicide, 08-9283

Officers responded to the listed location after BSO conducted a traffic stop for a vehicle containing blood soaked towels, a bloody knife, and the victim’s identification.  Further investigation revealed the victim was murdered.  The investigation was turned over to ISD, which culminated in the arrest of the suspect. 

ISD: After conducting a thorough investigation, ISD Detectives obtained an arrest warrant and charged the suspect in this case with Murder in the Second Degree. 

03-07-08, 501 S.E. 1 Avenue,  Bluesten Park, Burglary Conveyance, 08-9377

While staff was transferring items from the PAL trailer to the concession area, the trailer was left unattended for a short time.  During that time, suspects entered the trailer and stole several items and were observed running from the area.  Officers located the suspects, who were in possession of the stolen items and they were taken into custody.

ISD: After the suspects were taken into custody and arrested, ISD Detectives obtained statements from them and both confessed to committing the alleged crime.
03-09-08, 700 N.W. 4 Avenue, Aggravated Battery w/ Firearm, 08-9564

While stopped at a traffic light, a suspect entered the passenger side of the victim’s vehicle, brandished a silver revolver, and ordered the victim to drive to an area in Hallandale Beach (NW section).  The victim was removed from the vehicle and ordered to lie on the ground.  At this point, another suspect searched the victim’s pockets and commenced removing the victim’s shoes. As the victim attempted to stand up and was shot; the suspects fled the scene.  ISD responded to conduct a thorough investigation. 

ISD: Detectives conducted an investigation and identified the suspect in this case who was eventually captured and charged with Aggravated Battery with a Firearm and False Imprisonment.
03-19-08, 650 E. Hallandale Beach  Blvd. Commercial Fire, 08-11003

Officers responded to the listed location and observed the wooden pillar directly outside the business, and portions of the roof on fire.  Hallandale Beach Fire responded and extinguished the fire.  A lit cigarette appeared to have ignited the wooden pillar.  The fire was ruled accidental with the approximate damage set at $10,000.00.

03-19-08, 221 N.W. 8 Avenue, Strong Armed Robbery, 08-11078  

The victim was walking along the sidewalk when she was approached by a suspect, who grabbed her purse and fled.  The suspect entered a waiting vehicle.  There were no injuries. 
ISD: This case is currently assigned to detectives and is pending further investigation. 

         
03-20-08, 727 W. Hallandale Beach Blvd., Resisting Officer/ Minor Injury to Officer, 08-11218

Officers were in the process of issuing a citation to a suspect when he attempted to flee the scene in the suspect vehicle.  In doing so, the suspect crashed into a wall, then fled on foot with officers giving chase.  Officers caught the suspect and a brief struggle ensued.  One officer received a minor injury to his finger.  Damage to the wall was estimated at $1,500.00.

03-22-08, 419 S.W. 9 Street, Stabbing,  08-11360

While at the listed location, the victim engaged in a verbal altercation with a large group of subjects.  The victim was attacked and stabbed in the shoulder.  Rescue took the victim to Hollywood Memorial with a 3-inch gash in her shoulder.  ISD responded to conduct a thorough investigation. 

ISD: This case is currently assigned to detectives and is pending further investigation.

03-22-08, 210 N.E. 1 Avenue, PMBR Dance Hall Disturbance, 08-11372

Officers responded to a large crowd of several hundred persons at the listed location.  Several patrons were in possession of alcoholic beverages and the crowd was unruly.  The owner could not produce city permits or an alcoholic beverage license, therefore the event was terminated and all persons left the area.

03-23-08, 615 N.E. 7 Street, # 1, Armed Home Invasion Robbery,  08-11527

The suspect knocked on the door and when the victim opened the door, the suspect pointed a gun at him.  The suspect entered the residence and demanded money.  After taking approximately $300.00, the suspect fled.  There were no injuries.
ISD: This case is currently assigned to detectives and is pending further investigation. 

03-25-08, 217 N.W. 8 Avenue, Attempted Strong Arm Robbery, 08-11900

The victim was approached by three suspects, who attacked him and demanded money.  The victim did not have any money and after a few minutes, the suspects fled.  The victim received minor injuries.

ISD: This case is currently assigned to detectives and is pending further investigation.

03-27-08, 233 N.W. 8 Avenue, Armed Robbery, 08-12178

As the victim was walking upstairs to her apartment, she was approached from behind by two unknown suspects.  One of the suspects wrapped his arm around her and placed what the victim believed to be a firearm to the back of her head.  The victim’s purse and lunch bag were taken. The suspects fled the scene.  No injuries reported. 

ISD: This case is currently assigned to detectives and is pending further investigation.
03-29-08, 229 N.W. 8 Avenue, Armed Robbery, 08-12391

While walking through the parking lot, three suspects armed with shotguns approached the victim and demanded money.  After taking the money, the suspects fled south on foot.  There were no injuries.

ISD: This case is currently assigned to detectives and is pending further investigation.

03-29-08, S.W. 6 Ave & W. Hallandale Bch. Blvd., Vehicle Crash, 08-12413

A Fire rescue vehicle was traveling north and attempted to cross Hallandale Beach Blvd. with its emergency equipment activated when it was struck by another vehicle.  The driver of the second vehicle claimed the brakes failed.  Both drivers were transported to Hollywood Memorial Hospital with minor injuries.  Approximate damage is $3,000.00.

03-29-08, 900 Old Federal Hwy. Armed Robbery, 08-12451

The suspect entered the store and jumped over the counter, brandishing a handgun.  The suspect took the cash from the register and some tobacco products then fled in an unknown direction. There were no injuries.

ISD: This case is currently assigned to detectives and is pending further investigation.

03-29-08, 701 N.W. 7th Avenue, Armed Car Jacking, 08-12525

The victims were attempting to buy narcotics when three suspects approached, one brandishing a handgun.  The suspects took the victims’ money, pulled the victims from their vehicle, and fled in the victims’ vehicle.  There were no injuries.

ISD: This case is currently assigned to detectives and is pending further investigation.

03-30-08, 2100 Diana Drive, #210, Fire, 08-12665

The owner of the above listed apartment left a pot on the stove unattended while he stepped out for a minute.  Upon his return, he found the apartment on fire.  The fire department responded and extinguished the fire.  There was extensive water and smoke damage to several apartments. The American Red Cross responded to the scene.  There were no injuries.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)
The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA). 

The SOD Detectives in concert with road patrol Officer Tufano conducted two search warrants in the City.  Two suspects were arrested and charged with felony narcotic violations. During the search of the first residence approximately 800 grams of cannabis (approximate street value $3,700.00), one S & W model 686 .357 firearm (approximate value $400.00) and $1,002.00 in U.S. currency was confiscated.  During the search of the second residence approximately 1,300 grams of cannabis (approximate street value $6,000.00) and $242.00 U.S. currency was confiscated.

SOD Detectives participated in a multi agency operation dubbed BYRNE BLITZ.  During this operation four suspects were arrested in the City of Hallandale Beach and charged with felony 
narcotic violations.  One hundred, nine Hydrocodone tablets (approximately 86 grams), with a street value of $550.00, and approximately 4 grams of crack cocaine, with a street value of $80.00 was confiscated.

The SOD Detectives conducted three separate buy/bust operations in the City of Hallandale Beach.  During these operations five suspects were arrested and charged with felony narcotic violations.  The listed contraband was confiscated: 40 Oxycodone tablets (approximately 17.6 grams), with a street value of $160.00; approximately 10.5 grams of crack cocaine, street value $425.00; approximately 4.6 grams of cannabis, street value of $50.00; and $752.00 in U.S. currency.
