Development Review Committee (DRC): 
There was no DRC meeting held for the month of March 2008.

Planning and Zoning Board Actions:
The Planning and Zoning Board held a public hearing on March 26, 2008 on the following:

1. Applications #32-06-Z, #39-07-CU and #40-07-P by Hallandale Park Central LLC requesting assignment of PDD (Planned Development Overlay) Zoning District, a Conditional Use Permit and Replat in order to build a mixed use Commercial/ Residential project containing a total of 372 residential units and 20,200 square feet of commercial/retail space generally located at 301 North Federal Highway and 507 NE 4 Street. 
 
The applications are as follows:
 
a. Application #32-06-Z applying the PDD (Planned Development Overlay) District to the subject property.
b. Application #39-07-CU for a Conditional Use Permit pursuant to Section 32-176(d)(2) of the Zoning and Land Development Code in order to build residential units on the commercial zoned portion of the subject property. 
 
c. Application #40-07-P to Replat the 7.444 acre subject property. 
The Planning and Zoning Board recommended approval by a vote of (3-2) on all the above applications.

2. Application # 08-43-TC An Ordinance of the City Of Hallandale Beach, Florida Amending the Comprehensive Plan by Adding a Water Supply Facilities Work Plan; by Amending the Intergovernmental Coordination Element to ensure coordination of The Comprehensive Plan with the Regional Water Supply Plan; by Amending the Capital Improvements Element to include any water supply programs in the 5-year schedule; amending the Conservation Element to assess water supply needs for a 10-year period; providing for the transmittal of the City’s water supply facilities Plan Amendments pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, as amended.

· On March 19th, staff presented the 2006-2007 CRA Annual Report to the City Commission and the C.R.A. Board of Directors. Florida Statutes require the annual report outline CRA activities and accomplishments during the fiscal year. In addition, the reports were mailed out to all entities that contribute Tax Increment Financing to the CRA on March 27th prior to the March 31st deadline.

· On March 19th, staff attended the Housing Committee monthly meeting. It was suggested that the CRA staff take a more proactive approach and play more of an intermediary role.  For instance, if a first time home owner is building a new home, rather just providing funding for down payment assistance, CRA staff should play a greater role in expediting plans through the building department; therefore, the CRA staff should work to make the process easier. The discussion will continue at the next meeting, which is scheduled for April 16th. 

· On March 20th, staff attended the Homeless to Home Ownership (H2H) monthly meeting, a homebuyer education class located at Friendship Baptist Church. City staff presented information on the City’s First Time Home Buyers Program to members of the community in attendance.

· On March 20th, staff attended a workshop hosted by Florida International University “Affordable Housing Market Update and Municipal Scorecard”. The purpose of the workshop was to provide an update of the key supply and demand factors impacting the production of affordable housing in Broward County and to asses the progress of 

Broward County and its municipalities in addressing their affordable housing needs and issues. 

· March 20th, marked the start of the Small Business courses and the first class was held at the Hollywood branch Broward County Library. The presentation was made by representative of the Florida Atlantic University Small Business Development Center. Approximately 40 people attended the workshop, but only 5 were from Hallandale 

Beach. Future meetings will be alternated workshops between Hallandale Beach and Hollywood. The objectives of these workshops are:

1. to introduce  small business owners to the realities of owning and a managing a small business and;

2. to provide the technical and managerial assistance as needed. 

Business Tax Applications: 
1. 31 Applications for Business Tax Receipts were processed during the month of March 2008, totaling $ 4,427.63.
2. 13 Required inspections were completed for new and/or transferred businesses during the month of March 2008; totaling $730.00.
Building Division:

The Building Division collected $59,727.85 in total revenue for the month of March 2008.
