Recreation Program Highlights 
-
During the month of March the Cultural Community Center continued to display artwork by the Allied Arts Guild with many positive comments from the public.  The Cultural Community Center also hosted a “Puttin’ on the Green” Party on March 17th to celebrate St. Patrick’s Day with plenty of Irish tunes playing.   The feature presentation for the Movie Matinee at the Cultural Center on March 25th was a film from 1957 called Twelve Angry Men starring Henry Fonda and Jack Klugman.
