PURPOSE:

PURPOSE:

To incorporate a 10-Year Water Supply Facilities Work Plan into the Comprehensive Plan by amending the Utilities Element, the Conservation Element, the Intergovernmental Coordination Element, and the Capital Improvements Element as required by Florida Statutes.

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION:

As the population projections in Florida continue to rise, government officials are continually faced with the challenge of providing the necessary resources for current and future residents, including an adequate supply of water. In 2005, the Florida Legislature passed Senate Bills 360 and 444 in an effort to strengthen the link between land use and water supply planning. These bills required Florida’s water management districts to evaluate their water supplies and facilities to determine whether they would be able to meet the needs of their area for the next 20 years using traditional water supply sources. Water management districts are required to provide a 20-year Water Supply Plan identifying alternative resource projects for providing water to each of their planning areas if it is determined that a sufficient supply of water will not available.  Complete updates of the plans are required every five years thereafter reflecting new population projections, water supply needs, and how those needs will be met.

Any municipality that is subject to a 20-year water supply plan is required to prepare its own 10-year water supply facilities work plan and adopt it into its comprehensive plan within 18 months of the regional plan being adopted. In the 10-year plan, a local government must indicate its ability to provide water for not only current residents but also for future developments. If the local government will not be able to provide water they must prepare a work plan identifying the alternative water supply sources they intend to utilize to meet future needs.

In 2000, the South Florida Water Management District drafted the Lower East Coast (LEC) Regional Water Supply Plan after finding that an adequate water supply would only be available through 2020 if the Comprehensive Everglades Restoration Plan (CERP) was implemented on schedule. Since the initial report was released, there have been several changes that have affected our water supply sources including project delays on the CERP and new concerns regarding the water levels of Lake Okeechobee. The updated 2005-2006 LEC Water Supply Plan was approved and adopted on February 15, 2007. The Plan predicts a 31 percent increase in population from 5.6 million to 7.3 million between 2005 and 2025. Based on these estimates, the LEC will need to provide an additional 393 million gallons per day (MGD) of water, of which the majority of the water will have to come from alternative water sources. 

As the City of Hallandale Beach is located within the Lower East Coast Region we are now required to prepare a 10-year Water Supply Facilities Plan pursuant to the following statutory requirements identified in Senate Bills 360 and 444:
· Identify traditional and alternative water supply projects including conservation and reuse programs

· Ensure that water supplies and facilities are available to serve new developments no later than the date on which a certificate of occupancy is issued

· Update the 5-year schedule of the Capital Improvements Element

· Revise the Conservation Element to assess projected water needs and sources for at least a 10-year planning period

· Revise the Intergovernmental Coordination Element to ensure coordination of the comprehensive plan with the applicable regional water supply plan and the regional water supply authorities’ plans. 

· Clearly define water supply sources, service areas, existing and future demands, treatment types and losses, and distribution facilities.

Every municipality located within the Lower East Coast of the South Florida Regional Water Management District is required to prepare a 10-Year Water Supply Facilities Work Plan pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.  Any local government who fails to adopt a water supply plan by the August 15, 2008 deadline will be prohibited from adopting any further comprehensive plan amendments until the water supply plan is complete.  

The Planning and Zoning Board at their April 23, 2008 meeting recommended approval of the proposed Water Supply Facilities Work Plan and the related comprehensive plan amendments with a 7-0 vote.  Upon approval of the proposed amendments by the City Commission, they will be transmitted to the Department of Community Affairs for a consistency review. Once an Objections, Recommendations, and Comments (ORC) Report is issued by DCA, the amendments will be brought back to the City Commission for Second Reading. Staff anticipates presenting this to the Commission at the August 6, 2008. 

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends adopting the attached Ordinance on First Reading and setting Second Reading for when ready.

PURPOSE:

The purpose of this agenda item is to request Commission authorization to apply for a water conservation grant through the South Florida Water Management District’s Water Savings Incentive Program.

BACKGROUND:

The South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) has established a grant program that encourages agencies such as municipalities to implement water conservation programs in their communities.  For fiscal year 2008 the District awarded $400,000 under this program with the expectation of saving 311 million gallons of water a year.  A comparable total is anticipated for this year.  The maximum grant award under the Water Savings Incentive Program (SIP) is $50,000.  Each grant requires a commitment of no less than a 50% match from the applicant.  The grant application is due no later than May 9, 2008.

The City Commission continues to express strong support for water conservation initiatives and this proposed grant application offers a cost-effective way to conserve water in the Hallandale Beach community.

DISCUSSION:

This will be the second time the City applies for the WaterSIP (Water Savings Incentive Program) grant.  Last year, under fiscal 2008 cycle, the City applied and was awarded to undertake a “Rain Sensor Retrofit” program.

The most crucial component of the grant award process is the amount of water that will be saved in proportion to the program cost.  Staff has two applications under consideration, as follows:

1.
A community-wide Water Audit Program which will involve an inspection of both exterior and interior water use devices such as irrigation systems, shower heads, faucets, toilets and connections to appliances.  The inspection will result in corrective actions to reduce water loss due to leaks and breaks.  

2.
A single or multifamily toilet retrofit kit that provides two alternatives to flush the toilet with different flush volumes according to the disposal of solids or liquids. This program would entail the replacement of flush valves, handle, and related mechanism in two-piece toilets with all new parts of a universal retrofit kit. Procurement of the retrofit kits would follow City purchasing procedures and grant requirements. Toilets are considered to use 40% of water of the domestic 
water consumption with average water savings per capita of about 26 gallons per day or approximately 10,000 gallons per year.

It is staff’s intention to facilitate and carry out a pilot toilet retrofit kit program within certain City facilities to establish and document specific water savings.  This initial retrofit effort is at no cost to the City and intends to test-document its ease of installation and direct water savings for between 12-15 City toilets.  Staff anticipates gaining experience from the pilot program that will enable the City to maximize the effectiveness of the implemented grant program.  

The cost of the grant program will be an estimated $100,000 for both recommended projects.  Of this amount, the City will fund no more than $50,000.  Staff recommends the City Manager determine the appropriate account(s) for the $50,000 in matching funds.  

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission:

1.
Approve an application for a Water Savings Incentive Program in an amount not to exceed $100,000, of which no more than $50,000 will serve as the City’s match, with the account(s) for the matching funds to be determined by the City Manager; and,

2.

Discussion of Amending Section 2-32 of the City Code Pertaining to Advisory Boards


PURPOSE:

To discuss amending Section 2-32 of the City Code which states that no person shall serve on more than one advisory board.   

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION:
Several residents serving on a board and/or a committee have requested that the City Commission consider amending the City Code regarding the restriction on the number of boards on which persons may serve. At the April 16, 2008 Commission meeting, concerns were expressed regarding this restriction and an agenda item was requested for the May 7, 2008 meeting to further discuss. 

As stated in Section 2-32 of the Code, no person shall serve on more than one advisory board which is created by ordinance.  The City’s Board and Committee Administrative Policy, in keeping with Commission directive, states that persons are allowed to serve on one City Commission established advisory committee as well as one board established by ordinance.  This does not conflict with Section 2-32 of the Code, as, in general, committees are established by motion rather than ordinance (see listing of boards and committees, below).  The City Commission may also wish to consider allowing persons to serve on more than one committee.  If approved, this change can be instituted by amendment to the Board and Committee Administrative Policy.
