ORDINANCE 2008 –
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, REPEALING THE EXISTING CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH’S POLICE AND FIRE PENSION PLAN ORDINANCE 2004-09, AND ENACTING A NEW ORDINANCE; PROVIDING FOR CONTINUATION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES; PROVIDING FOR CONTINUATION OF BENEFITS AND CONTRACTS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; AND SEVERABILITY

WHEREAS,
the City of Hallandale Beach presently has a Retirement Plan for sworn law enforcement personnel and firefighters employed in the Police and Fire Departments, created under Ordinance No. 2004-09; and


WHEREAS,
collective bargaining agreements were negotiated for the period October 1, 2005 through September 30, 2008; and


WHEREAS,
the proposed Ordinance will insure that the plan is administered as negotiated; and


WHEREAS,
the Board of Trustees of the Pension Fund and City of Hallandale Beach staff have recommended amendment of the Plan.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.
The current Police and Fire Pension Plan Ordinance No. 2004-09, is hereby repealed in its entirety.


SECTION 2.
A new Police and Fire Pension Plan Ordinance is hereby enacted as “Exhibit A”.


SECTION 3.
The terms, powers, and officers of the current Board of Trustees is hereby continued without interruption and all the benefits, obligations, contracts, and procedures are hereby continued without interruption.


SECTION 4.
This Ordinance shall be referenced in the City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 21, PERSONNEL, Article IV. Retirement, Section 21.323 as follows:


The City shall maintain a Hallandale Beach Police and Fire Pension Plan document on file in the City Clerk’s office.


SECTION 5.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.


SECTION 6.
Should any section or provision of this Ordinance or any portion thereof, any paragraph, sentence or word be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder hereof as a whole or part thereof other than the part to be declared invalid.


SECTION 7.
This Ordinance shall become effective immediately after final passage.
